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That does not mean, Mr. Speaker, that we have no
confidence in this government, but we know that this
amount of $100 million wiil not solve the present housîng
problems.

Mr. Speaker, $100 million are to be invested in Canada
for research so as to determine the needs in the building
f ield. Mr. Speaker, we have known those needs for a long
time. We have known for a long time that the Canadian
people are unable to f ind decent housing and that they are
being exploited on account of the usurious rates of interest
of the Central Mortgage and Housing Corporation and
other financial institutions. I say, Mr. Speaker, that the
CMHC is in collusion with all other financial institutions
to exploit people in need of a home. Housing is a basic
necessity like food and clotbing. The human being needs a
shelter. Lt is an essential need. The state has neyer been
concerned about the basic needs of the citizens. They are
exploited out and out. Lt is a shameful abuse for a govern-
ment to have a Central Mortgage and Housing Corpora-
tion in collusion with other institutions so as to exploit
Canadian citizens without restraint, Mr. Speaker.

Mr. Speaker, every man must have his own house, furni-
ture, his personal belongings and ail his own work tools. Lt
is the personal ownership of bis property which enables a
man to settie on a piece of land and organize his life and
the life of his famiiy around it. Lt is because of this
property that he may realize that he bas something in
common with the physical universe.

The aim of society, Mr. Speaker, is not to make projects
to gouge citizens in collusion once again with all other
institutions.

Mr. Speaker, if if e is a trip man must be able to corne
into port as of ten as bis activities allow him to do so. That
port must belong to him and not to somebody else. I wili
say, Mr. Speaker, and everybody knows that, about 10 per
cent of our citizens are reaily the owners of their housing
units or homes; the other 90 per cent depend on Central
Mortgage and Housing and other financial institutions
charging usurious interest rates.

Central Mortgage and Housing now iends at 10 or 12 per
cent. But at 10 per cent, Mr. Speaker, interests double the
amount of the loan every seven years. A $10,000 boan
produces $20,000 over 14 years, $40,000 over 21 years,
$80,000 over 28 years, $160,000 over 35 years.

So any claim that Canadians are being helped through
similar institutions and their protection bouls down to
outrageous and shameful gouging. Mr. Speaker, every citi-
zen is entitled to his little home, bis littie piece of land,
but the way things are going now very few are bomeown-
ers. Tbey are ail mortgaged for the rest of their lives. They
are ail people wbo wiil neyer pay for their bouses before
they die. It would take two or three generations to pay for
a bouse wbich should cost about $10,000 and now costs
$20,000, $25,000, $30,000 or $40,000.

Mr. Speaker, if we want research to be done, if we have
money to spend on research, we should use it to grant
compensated discounts on building materials. The il per
cent tax on building materials, whicb gouges the people of
Canada, sbould be abolished.

We are also subject to provincial taxes, which are added
to the mortgages and contribute towards increasing the

price of houses. Yet, the government maintains that
through the Central Mortgage and Housing Corporation
and ail the projects that are suggested today, and even
through this $100 million that the government wants to
use for research-
