Stofflet (Nicolas) was the Sv>n of a lailler and a Vendean (Boyaiist)
(Teneral ; fougbt un 1er d'Elbée, aud was shot by the Bepiiblicans
in 1796.

Boult (Nicolas Jean-d< -Dieu), Duke of Dalmatia and Marshal of

Fiance; foiight at Kainerlautern, ai Fleurus, in Switzerland, in
Italy, ai Austerlitz, at Jeni, in Pulaud, iu Spain, lu Portugal,
and at Waterloo ; ho died iu 1852.

Buffiren (Saint-Tropez, litilli de), one of the urreatest French seameOi
bom in 1726; served under Admirai d'Estaiug; eniigrated after
1789.

Snlly (Mazimilien de Bdthune, Duke o!), a culebrated Frenoh state»-

mau and Minister of Henry IV. ; died iu 1641.

Tacite; Cains Cornélius Tacitus, the celebrated Roman historiaiii

horn about a.d. 54.

Tallien (Jean Lambert) was at first an extrême Bepublican; one of
the promoters of the September Massacres and upholder of Marat,
but became more moderate after his marrlage with Madame de
Fontenaj- (»'\ich see) ; had the courage to accuse Robespierre,
and CHURed h'j ruin ; went to E|j:ypt with Bonaparte; was taken
piisouer by the Luj^lish, aud died iu 1820.

Tallien (Madame) ; see Madame do Foutenay.

ThLroigne de Méricourt was born iu Bolkcium of obscure parents!
sh.- uame tu FaiiM, an l led tht re a diASolute life; duriug the
Révolution she went about dre.ssud aud armed as an Aiiiizoue,
inucli applauded by the niob; ouce, howrer, in the Tuillories
Giinleus she was whippod publicly; she diod iu a madhouse in
1817.

Thionville (Qerman, Diedenhofen), a town in Elsass-Lothringen, on
the Moselle, N. of Metz.

Totilon, a French towu and soapnrt on the Mediterraneau, dep. Var;
wa« n'woa up to the En^li^h by the Royalists ; taken by the
iii |iiiMiciius Deccmber 18, 1793, duriii;.; a mémorable siège, in
vvliich Bonaparte greatly distiuguishcd himsclf.

Toulouse, cap. dep. Uaute-Garonne, Frauce, ou the river Garonne.

Ti.ivot (iho Baron Jean- Pierre), a Republioan General ; served under
llooho in Veudée iu 17!I6; niade the Vendean chief Charette
prisoner at La Chabottiëre ; died iu 1836.

Truguet (Jean François), a Frenoh Admirai ; fought under d'Estaing
and de Grasse: arra:iged with the General Hoche an expédition
agaiu^t Ireland; served iu the Dutoh Navy; died iu 1839.

Vkerath or Uokerath, a small looality in Rhenish Prussia, Qoven»
meut of Cologne (ivUlu).

Valenoiennes, a fortitied ci'y, dep. Nord, France, ou the Soheldi
(Escaut) ; taken by tlio English aud Au^trians after a siège of six
weeku ; returned to France iu 1818.
