
BYE-LAWS

OK THE

NOVA SCOTIA BARRISTERS' SOCIETY.

1 1. All members of t'l ., Bar Society who have paid their sub-

scriptions up to the MichtBlmas Term, 1859, are and shall be

members of the Nova Scotia Barristers' Society.

2. All members of the Bar of Nova Scotia not in arrears to

the Bar Society may become members of this Society.

Any Barrister desiring to become a member, shall cause to bo

posted up in the Law Library and Prothonotary's OflBee, at Hal-

ifax, for at least one month immediately preceding the general

meeting at which he is to be proposed, a notice of his intention

to apply for admission at such meeting.

No person shall be admitted against whom it shall appear that

more than one-third of the members present at the meetiqg shall

have voted. But if the candidate shall have been excluded by

less than four votes, he may appeal to another general meeting.

3. The Chief Justice for the time being, shall be Patron of

the Society.

4. The Officers of the Society shall be a President, Vice-

President, Treasurer, Librarian and Secretary, to be elected an-

nually at the general meeting.
