AERIAL FLIGHT
T0 COMMERCE
British ARofity Says Avi

ation Has nderful Possi-
bilities in Future.

The wonderful possibilities of commers-
cial flying were outlined by Major-Gen-
eral Sir F. H. Sykes, chief of the British
Air Staff,: in an address to the London
Chamber of Commerce the other day,

Aviation is now on the threshold of a
new existence, he said. The opportunity
Is unrivalled, the conditions ideal, and we
must guide it along right lines. If pub-
lic confldence should once be shaken, a
setback may be experienced from which
it may take many years to recover.

The risks of flying are very small, and
the chances of a passsenger safely reach-
ing his journey’'s end in a modern ma-
chine, conducted by a skilful pilot, are
not far short of his chances of safe ar-
rival by the older and more familiar
means of transportation.

\ Civil Flying Pushed.

Draft legislation for the governance of]
civil flying' is being pushed. on with all
speed. The air ministry, to avoid delay-
ing the beginning of private flying in
England, has drafted a preliminary set of
regulations which, it is hoped, will come
into force during the first few weeks of
the new parliament.

As to overland routes, he dealt in- de-
tail with the journey to Egypt and India.
To Cairo the route would be: London,
Marseilles, Piza or Rome, Suda Bay to
Crete; where an English aerqdrome ex-

Cairo. The route would then lie by way
of Damascus, Baghdad, Bussorah on the
Tigris, Bushire, and along the coast to
Bunder Abbas, India being reached at
Charbah-Karachi. Hyderabad and Jod-
bur were the remaining stops to Delhi,
Thus 25 aerodromes and landing grounds
are necessary oa this route. The stages
averaged 350 miles each, the total dis-
tance being appraximately 6,000 miles,

I think, Major-General Sykes went on,
we are justified in looking forward to the
approach of a weekly mail service by afr
between London and India, the time of
passage not exceading 7 or 8 days, which
would appear to bé advantageous from
the commercial point of view.

Postal rates by aeroplane will be high
at first by comparison with present
charges, but business men will not hesi-
tate to pay perhaps a fow shillings an
} ounce, for urgent letters, with the conse-
quent saving of delay on the one hand,
or heavy telegraph charges on the other,

Short Routes Practical.

Altho it is in counection with long-dis:
tance work that aviation has most to
offer, at the same time it is well not (o0
overiook the possibilities of such routes as
London to Dublin and London to Glas-
Bow. Study is now being given by ihe
air ministry to these in connection with
their possibilities for urgent mails and
newspaper work.

Newspaper preprietors may easily find
it advantageous to use high-#peed aero-
planes for conveyance of copy, stereo-
types, photographs, and so on, between
such centres as London. Paris, Glasgow,
Dubiin, for use in th - simultaneous puhb-
lication of identical issues of their news-
papers.
