M.P. From Brantford Complains 

That the New Arrangement 
is Complicated.

M Hamilton, Nov. 30.—(Special.)—Th* 
Ttie Spectator is making a strong effort 
to divide the electors on party lines, 
in the election contest in East Kami 
ilton, the campaign of the Labor and 
public ownership candidate to swing* 
tag strongly in hte favor. An enthu* 
Mastic meeting was held to-night in 
Association Hall, and the arguments 
for the election of Allen Studholma 
to the legislature met with a splen­
did response. The speakers were tha 
candidate, W. F. Maclean. M. P.; J, 
G. O’Donoghue of Toronto, and 8. L,’ 
Landers of Hamilton, the last two be­
ing prominent in labor circle». Charleg 
Aitchtoon presided.

Mr. Studholme answered the allega­
tion that he was afraid to meet his 
opponent in debate by challenging Mr. 
Scott to a joint meeting on Saturday 
or Monday. He claimed that, as ar­
bitrator for the street railway men, he 
had secured an award that gave the 
men an increase of 330,000 In wages, 
and readjusted the hours of work so 
as to afford reasonable time for rest 
and recreation. For his services! dur* 
tag five weeks’ time he charged 
lees money than he would bavé re­
ceived from his employer. The Cat­
aract Power Company would not, he 
feared, respect its agreement with the 
city, and he was not sure that peace 
would continue. He said that the own­
ers of The Spectator, who were fight­
ing him so vigorously in the campaign, 
were large .stockholders in the com­
pany.

Mr. Maclean was given a flattering 
reception. He explained that he had 
come to Hamilton at this time because 
Mr. Studholme was a «declared sup-' 
porter of public ownership. Premier 
Whitney was one of the foremost ex­
ponents of the principle of public 
ownership, and he believed Studholme 
to be a man who would support Mr. 
Whitney In regard to “Niagàra .power. /

"I know where Studholme Is,’’ said

AND MAXIMUM PRICES Of CONTINUOUS POWER wLT where he to
In Canada there were only two rep­

resentatives of labor In parliament, 
where»» -to Britain there were oyer 40 
men In parliament who were elected 
to represent the Interests of the work­
ing men. The appearance of these 40 
La bo rites at Westminster was work­
ing a revolution In British politics. 
The Interest» of the great mass of the 
electors were coming to be recognized, 
and he found in some of the British 
magazines from two to four articles 
on labor questions.
England was leading Canada in this 
respect.

“There ought to «-representative 
of labor In the Ontario Legislature, 
and now that the opportunity has 
come to Hamilton working men, they 
ought to take advantage of It,” he 
said.

The underlying principle of govern­
ment was to Increase the number of 
common comforts and conveniences of 
life, and to extend their benefits to the 
greatest number of people. If these 
great conveniences fell Into the hands 
of monopolies the plan would be to> 
limit their number, and (p Increase th* 
cost to the people.

A City Owned Street Railway, 
Hamilton was tied up to a great cor­

poration. If the city owned the street 
railway it could admit any outside sys­
tems on favorable terms, there would 
be an adequate service, fair wages and 
a profit returned to the people, as id 
the case of Guelph, where a municipal 
railway had proved a success. Whet* 
the public owned a utility there was 
no watered stock.

The speaker used*the Toronto Rail­
way as an illustration. There the oars 
were run to 11 a.m. to pay interest on 
first mortgage bonds, from 11 to 3 tc 
pay cost of operation and improvement 
of roadbed and rolling stock, and from 
3 till midnight to pay interest on wat­
ered stock. The earnings that were 
devoted to the paying of interest on 
watered stock should go to Improve­
ments and better wages for the em­
ployes. >

Both classes were helped by, 
and are mainly in favor of, moderate 
protection. The best way .to convert 
larmers into protectionists was to es­
tablish factories, build up towns, and 
create a demand for perishable farm 
products. “Give the farmers of the 
Northwest an object lesson,” said Mr. 
Cockehutt. "Establish factories at Port 
Arthur, Winnipeg. Regina and so on 
to the coast.”

It is, however, obvious that 
the ultimate price will depend 
upon -the gross quantity used by 
all the municipalities and the com­
mission has estimated that if the 
quantity used by your municipality 
should be considerably less than 
30,000 horse-power, the cost Will be 
from *15 to *17.75 per horse-power 
per annum for continuous power.
