Entrance was gained by forcing the 
window of the office, which faces to­
wards the Queen’s Park in the eastern 
portion of the building.

It is thought that 
the robbery occurred on ctiurday 
evening between 7 and 10 o’clock, 
as there Were none of the inmates 
around.

•FaPrison Statistics for October
During the month there were discharged 

from the Central Prison 50 prisoners; hrst 
conviction 44, second conviction 10, more 
than two convictions 2. There were 42 
Canadians, 5 English, 3 Americans, 4 Irish, 
1 Scotch and 1 German. From the jail 
there were 105 discharged, 76 males and 29 
females. Of these 44 were convicted for 
the first time and 61 more than once. 
Tliere were 22 cases of drunkenness. The 
Prisoners’ Aid Association assisted, after 
their discharge, 6, from the Central Pri 
5, and from the jail 1. During the month 
the agent had 53 personal interviews with 
prisoners in the jail or Central Prison. He 
also made 38 visits to the Central Prison, 
1 to the jail and 3 to the families of pris­
oners. Employment was obtained for 1 dis­
charged male prisoner. From the reforma­
tory for women 7 were discharged during 
the month, of whom 1 was from Toronto 
and 6 from the country. The Blbie woman 
made 21 visits to the Police Court, 9 vis­
its to -the jail and 9 to the reformatory 
during the month. She also made 02 calls 
and had 234 personal interviews with fe­
male prisoners. Boots or clothing were 
supplied to 8 female prisoners and work 
was found for 4. The Central Prison 
Nigbt School (secular) is conducted four 
nights a week. The avera
