All that
is requisite is a Mexican silver dollar, a
‘temperature that would make ice in St.
-Louis, any amount of impact, some work
mind much patience. The produet will
inot be gold, but it is fondly hoped by its
|inventor that it will be saleable as gold
‘tand, to the mercenary, this should be

equally as good.

Dr. Emmens has been the butt of some
{pleasantry on the part of the general
ipublic and of a good deal of frigidity on
‘the part of scientists; but, since April
‘13, he has deposited in the United States
Assay Office in this city a metal which
/may be real gold, but which he calls
‘argentaurum—i. e., a combination of
gold and silver and for which he has re-
ceived $910.05. -

And.all this, he declares, ne made out
of a few Mexican silver dollars.

Great Discovery Perhaps ?

It is not a great amount for the time
and labor expended, but if he has not
been *‘playing ’possum” with the assay-
ists, there can be no doubt that he has
made one of the greatest discoveries of
‘the ages.

“There is no transmutation or other
alchemical process indulged in,” says
Dr. Emmens. He simply puts the Mex-
dcan silver dollar into an apparatus
“whi will prevent expansion aad
flow” and subjects the mass to heavy
and.continuous beating “under a condi-
tion of cold such as to prevent even a
tempeorary rise of temperature when the
blows are struck.” That is as much as

e “will make publie,

‘ K'e does not pretend that if the Mex-
fcan \dollar were of pure silver he could
produve gohd, but says that with any
isilver dollar in which there is a trace of
igold he can extract a metal which is
equally as waluable as gold and which
mmay be sold for gold. ‘t'e any one who
doubts this he points to the record- at
‘the Assay4Office, where his son sold the
metal.

INTERESTING T0 DOCTORS,

Joscph Mitkowski, an Escaped Russian
Exile, Has a Marvelous Enlarge-
ment of the Heart.

Joseph Mitkowski, alias Edward Lewis,
an escaped exile from .Siberia, is now in
Toronto on his way to Montreal, where he
intends exhibiting himself to the medical
faculty. Lewis escaped from Siberia some
two years ago, and since then has been
examined and has with him the certificates
of a number of prominent physicians of
the United States, and they all proneunce
him an interesting subject to the medical

profession.

The story he tells is thrilling and pitiful,
showing the way the exiles are treated and
whipped.

Mitkowski, or Lewis, was born in the
town of Warsaw in the year '67, and was
educated and lived in that place until the
time of his exile, over six ‘years ago.

e tells of how the people of Russia fear
this, and how they have been sent to Si-
beria for little or nothing. In his case it
was for purchasing a book at a second-
hand store, for which he was arrested on
suspicion, tried and sent to Siberia for the
rest of his life with a number of others.
He escaped and worked his way to San
rancisco. While in that place he adopted
bear training as a means of making his liv-
Ing. He then joined a circus, and while
in New York was attacked and badly bit-
ten by a large Russian bear, from which he
was laid up in Bellevue Hospital and lin-
gered between life and death for over six
weeks. While there he was examined by
the doctors and found to have a phenom-
enally large heart, and to be suffering from
valvular - elision but otherwise perfect
in build.

Mitkowski will leave for Montreal on
Monday, where he will exhibit hitiself to
the medical men of that city. While in
Toronto he has been examined by Doctors
F. C. Hood, Davidson, D. G. Gordon, Gra-
ham and Geikie, dean of the Trinity Medi-
cal Sehool, and they all think him a won-
derfully interesting subjeet,

Mitkowski is neithgr working nor begging
his way, but pays *yr everything, and the
story of his life is one of the saddest,
He has a wife in Russia, but says he will
never return until he is tired of life. He
is dark, rather tall and well built, and in-
telligent-looking, and although he does not
speak very good English, he is an Inter-
est'ng talker. Just under the heart he
has the scar of a sword wound received
while escaping, and his body bears scars
to tell of his hardships In Siberia.

The ques-
tion as to whether the qus_of public
harbors, lakes and rivers within the ter-
ritorial limits of the several provinces
belonged to the provinces or the Domin-
ion was. decided by the Supreme Court
in favor of the Dominion, and is one of
the subjects of cross-appeals on the pidrt
of the provinces. The court also held
that the Dominion Parliament had had
the power to pass ‘‘the act respecting
certain  works constructed in or over
navigable waters.”

There were seventeen questions sub-
mitted in the stated case.to the Supreme
Ccurt, all of which have been submitted
to tlhe Privy Council in the present ap-
peal.
