WORKMEN’S COMPENSATION
BRITAIN.
Considerable attention is being paid
in the United States to the matter
of accidents to workmen. A recent
article this subject “stated that
there are now anly two countries that
c are sufficiently civilized to have well
Bk\jeloped systems of raiflways which
have not also workmen’'s compensa-
- tien acts to protect the men who ad-
minister t‘ném—th?;f, are the United
States and Turkey. As the government
of the latter country contemplates the
ifntroduction of a bill providing for
compensation it is not unlikely that
the United States will be left as the
only supporter of the doctrine of com-
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mon employment which has there been 1

utilized to its utmost capacity and has

developed scandals in accident litiga-'

tion that outdo those of the unre-
tormed chancery procedure of m;-
iend, : ,
‘'In 1880 the doctrine. of common em--
ployment was first relaxed in Britain,
but ‘only as regards certain specified
cases. The scope of this remedial
measure was enlarged in 1897 and in
1900 madé applicable to agricultural
laborers. Bix years later came the
‘act now in force, which makes com-

‘| pensation compuilgory in all occupa-

tions where the employment is by
way of manyal labor, clerical and do-
mestic work or otherwise, ‘and fe-
quires returns to be “made by em-
ployers, in ‘such industries as the
secretary of state may direct, of the
numbér of injury cases, the compen-
sation paid and such further particu-
lars as may be required. !

.The returns for 1908 .include seven
groups of industries, the employes
covered being in factories, 5,500,000;
docks, 67,929; mining, 1,047,862; con-
structural work, 127,106, and on rail-
‘ways, 396,884, Compensation was paid
both in fatal and disablement cases,
while 24 kinds of industrial disease
are .now included under the Work-
men’s Compensation Act. During 1908
there were 2056. cases of disablement
and 26 cases of death thru industrial
disease, the great majority occurring
in the mining industries. There were
421 instances of lead poisoning, 15 of
arsenic poisoning, 20 of chronic poison-
ing, and 10 cases of compressed air
illness. The act has Qndousbted‘ly been
of great benefit to the working classes,
and does not seem to have resulted
inequitably to employers who have
very generally protected themselves by
insurance.

THD FATAL RECIENTS
COBAT MIRES KLE

One Struck by Express Train—
The Other Buried by Cave-in
of a _Trench.

COBALT, Aug. 1.—~(Special.)-Two
more fatalities were added to the long
list that has made the mortality
figures of the Cobalt camp go up by
leaps and bounds this summer. The
first accident occurred in the station
yard at mileage 104, one mile north
of Cobalt, when Chas. Cousineau, aged
68, was struck by the southbound Buf-
falo train, which was late and running
at high speed. Cousineau, who was

employed at the Cobalt Lake Mine,

was returning from work on the new
double tracks. The express for the
first time was give norders to proceed
on the new steel, whi¢ch has just been
lajd from Cobalt to Haileybury. Cous-
ineau was thrown many feet, and
death was instantaneous.

The second aocident occurred at the
Flynn Mine, which is beside the T. &
N. O. tracks, about one mile south of

Cobalt. In this casé the vietim was
an Italian, named Antonio Colletto,
The men were digging a trench, which
suddenly caved in, entombing the un-
fortunate man. The mine force of 15
men went to work to recover their fel-
low laborer, but it was fully an hour
before Colletto was freed, when it was
found that life was extinct.

In the northwest crosscut on the 100
foot level of Timiskaming and Hudson
Bay a new vein was cut to-day, which
completely. surpasses anything/ discov-
ered g8ince the pioneer days, when
large plates of silver were to be pick-
ed up from the surface. Never be-
fore has anything so mich been found
underground ,in this mine, which holds
the dlvidem{ record for the camp.
Twenty -feet béyond No. 1 vein the
new lead was cut. It is 10 inches wide,
of decomposed rock that is well over
half native silver, and wilt rup in ex-
cessg of any previous lead. One hun-
dred and one bags of high-grade were
obtained from the spot where, the
crosg¢cut pierced the new ore bady. It
{8 two hundred feet from Nipissing line,
and 200 feet from the shaft. Very
little is known at present about the
extent of this wonderful find, but
drifting has been commenced on
already. ¢

Word has reached Cobalt thru Mr.
Aikén, manager of the Foley-O'Brien
mine, near the south end of Porcupine
Lake, that work has been suspended
on that property, owing to a lack of
provisions.
