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Newspapers by mail from England or United States.—Newspapers ro-
ceived from England by the Canadian Packet Mails are delivered free.

Newspapers from England by the Cunard Packet Mails are charged
9 cents each on delivery. This is the American transit charge.
-

United States Newspapers, brought by mail into Oanada, are charged
one cent each on delivery.

Periodical publications other than newspapers passing by maii in
Canada, except those addressetl to or received from the United King-
dom, and those exempt by Statute 1 cent per 4 oz. or fraction thereof;
this rate is payable on delivery on all periodical matter from United
States, except editorial exchanges. Transient periodical matter must
be prepaid by stamps. Canadian periodicals to United Kingdom by
Canadian packets 2 cents per number to be prepaid by stamps.

Canadian booksellers and news agents may send British American or
Canadian periodicals to subscribers without prepayment.

Printed circulars, prices current, hand bills, and other printed matter
posted in Canada to any place in British North America or the United
States pass for 1 cent per 0z. prepaid by stamps.

Postage Stamps.

Postage stamps of the respective values of 1 cent for Newspapers ; 0
cents for ordinary Provincial Letters; 10 cents for United States rate ;
124 cents for Canadian Packet, and 17 cents for Cunard Packet, are
provided for sale to the public.

Money Orders on England, Ireland, and Scotland.—Money Orders pay--
able at any Money Order Office in Great Britain and Ireland, can be ob-
tained at any Canadian Money Order Office. The Orders are drawn in
sterling, the commission chargeable being for £2 and under, 25 cente:
from £2 to £5, 50 cts.; from £5 to £7, 5 cts. ; from £7 to £10, $1.00.
No order can be drawn for more than £10: but any aumber of orders .
feor £10 each may be procured.
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
