Vienna, May 29—(By the Associated Press)—The great portion of the im­
perial jewels, whether belonging to) the Austrian crown or privately owned by 
the former emperor, have been substituted with spurious stones. This was done 
during the war or since hostilities ended.

This fact was discovered during progress of an inventory of the crown prop­
erty which was being made with the purpose of finding money with which to 
purchase food tor the people, and reported to President Seitz.

The list of missing stones includes gems of great value which were world 
famed. Many belonged in various insignia of the coronation robes and historic 
sceptres, diadems and crowns. The gems included rubies and pearls and dia-

German Counter-proposals to Peace 
Terms Received — An Outline

Coblenz, May 27—(By the Associated 
Press)—Orders were issued today to the 
military police in Coblenz and Treves 
and to patrols tbrought the area of oc­
cupation to tear down immediately any 
political posters should they appear.''The 
soldiers also were cautioned to prevent 
any meetings of political character.

This action ‘was taken by headquarters 
here as a result of a telephone message 
from British headquarters in Cologne 
that demonstrations had occurred in 
Cologne in protest against the proposed 
separation of the Rhineland from Ger­
many. Reports from Cologne also said 
that a general strike had been declared 
there as a protest against the Spartacan 
movement.

Paris, May 29—It was stated in high 
quarters this morning that a settlement 
of the Adriatic question is now a cer­
tainty as a result of the negotiations of 
yesterday and last evening. Under this 
settlement Flume becomes an independ­
ent city.

The Italians will receive certain of the 
Dalmatian Islands, but it is understood 
that they will not get Zara of Sebenko.

Berlin, May 29—(By the Associated 
Press)—Germany’s counter-proposals in­
clude the 'following points, according to 
an unofficial summary:

Germany offers to disarm all her bat­
tleships, on condition that a part of her 
mercantile fleet be restored to her.

She proposes that there be no terri­
torial changes without consultation of 
the populations affected.

The cession of upper Silesia and the 
claims to Blast Prussia, West Prussia and 
Memel are emphatically rejected.

It ti stipulated That Danzig shall be­
come a free port and the river Vistula 
neutralized.

Occupied territory is to be evacuated 
within six months.

If the League of Nations is to be es­
tablished with Germany as a member, 
Germany shall continue to administer 
her colonies in accordance with the 
principles of the league as its mandatory.

Germany offers to pay twenty billion 
marks in gold by the year 1926 as in­
demnity and tp make annual payments 
from 1927 onward to a total not in ex­
cess of one hundred billion marks in 
gold.

According to a semi-official statement the 
fui) indemnity which Germany offers will 
include sums going to Belgium against 
advances by the Allies and also the 
value of all military and civil property 
surrendered by Germany since the ar- 
inistice.

It Is further conditioned upon terri­
torial arrangements. That is, if the im­
perial territory is reduced the sum to be 
paid must be correspondingly distrib­
uted, Alsace-Lorraine and Posen, for in­
stance, bearing their proportionate shares. 
Territorial.

Paris, May 28—In the section treating 
on territorial questions the German 
counter proposals says, according to a 
synopsis reaching Paris, by way of Basle, 
that “the territory of the Sarre, inhab­
ited by 600,000 persons, is to_ be detached 
from the German empire solely because 
of claims upon its coal.”

It is pointed out that during fifteen 
years the territory is to be subject to 
the control of a commission, “in the nom­
ination of which the population has no 
choice.”
