A SHOEING STOOL FUR BLACKSMITHS. 
A gentleman residing in the State of New- 
York, has invented a shoeing stool for Black- 
smiths, for shoeing horses, which he says he 
has found very useful, and gives the follow­
ing directions for making it, for the, benefit 
of the craft ;—

“ I make a light portable stool of the form 
of a common crutch with one leg, and put a 
cushion on the seat. To this is secured a 
strap, which passes around above the hips, 
and is buckled tight hi front.
