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THE LAST STONE IS LAID

The Emperor Places the Finish-
ing - Touches Upoun the
North Sea Canal.

Accident to Uncle Sam’s Navy
_ Comments of the Paris-
ian Piess.

Holtenau, June 9(0.—The . completion of
the Baltic and North Sea canal was ef-
fected. It is difficult to fl}lly desqnbe
{he general enthusiasm which prevailel.
One must imagine the vast fleet of over
fifty war vessels, la-'rge‘ and small, repre-
renting nearly all nations, anchored in
the blue waters of Kiel bay, the - sun
shining brightly, the masts of the vamou’s
ships flying countless flags, penons and
pennants, and their sides belching fort.h
fire and smoke in hunoy of Germany's
ruler, who was standxng, appa_rentl_v
calm, upon the bridge of his mag_mﬁcent
vacht. To the ordinary observer it sex:a-
ed as if all the nations of the earth had
sent their warships here to do honor to
the Emperor of Germany, and the fact
that the squadrons had simply assembled
here to celebrate the opening of a new

* waterway between the Baltic and North

gea appeared to be entirely Tost sight of,
especially by ~the masses of people
ashore,” who proudly cheered and cheer-
ed again with wild enthusiasm as the
Hohenzollern steamed to her aqchorage
with the emperor bowing from side to
side as the beautiful yacht.passed the
various wharves, and acknowledging the
naval salutes by touching his hand to
his hat.. After the Hohenzollern had
anchored, dinner was served on board of
ber and the Grand Duke Alexis of Rus-
gia, the King of Saxony, the King of
Wurtéemberg and the ‘Grand Dukes and
Princes boarded the Imperial yacht and
congratulated the Emperor on the suec-
cess of the canal opening. The Empress
of Germany was not present on board
the Hohenzollern.

One of the features of the day was the
warm and friendly reception given to the
French gunboat Surcouf as she stearped
through the canal in the procession.
"The French flag was cheered to the echo,
and the bands played La Marsellaise #s
the ‘French ship went by. Another, no-
ticeable feature of the celebr;tion to-day
was the dinner given on_‘board the
Hoche, the French flagship, to the oMfi-
cers of the German battleship Bayern,
who had entertained the French 'ofﬁcers
yesterday. Upon the latter occasion the
German commander toasted the French
president at the same time as he toasted
the German Emperor, and referred to
the international feeling of comradery >x-
isting among naval men all the world
cver. The French commander, Admiral
Menard, at the dinner- to-day on board
the Hoche, responded witk a similar
tcast which was vigorously gpplauded;
and so the utmost good feeling seemed
to prevail’ on all sides. In ‘short, . Em:
peror William appears to have most suc-
cessfully engineered a brilliant spectacle
in which he and not the canal seems 10
have been the central figure, and it is
safe to'imagine that this was one of the
proudest days of his life.

Great excitement prevailed when the
people first caught sight of the Imperial
yacht Hohenzollern coming through the
canal with ‘the emperor on board. I:s
white hull stood high out of the water as
the vessel gracefully entered the basin
of the last lock of the new waterway.
Some time elapsed while the water pour-
ed out of the sluices, the stately vessel
sinking slowly, but grandly, to the level
of the water of the harbor. Then the
gates of the lock were opened and the
Hohenzollern steamed out majestically
into the open water. Suddenly thrze
shots were fired in rapid succession from
the German flagship, the Friederich Wil
helm, giving the signal for the saluting
to begin. A deafening roar of artillery
commenced almost before the flash of
the last gun from the flagship had dis-
appeared, the noise of° so many guns
from so many warships drowning the
tremendous outbursts of cheering which
arose from tens of thousands of ‘throats
as His Majesty the Emperor William TI.
was seen standing alone on the bridge
of the Hohenzollern, in the full dress
uniform of an admiral of the fleet, his
breast brilliant with orders and conspic-
uous by the broad orange ribbon of the
order of the Black Eagle. When the sal-
utes were finished and”as the smoke
from the various guns was blowing away
in dense clouds aeross the harbor, the
hand on each ship struck up ‘“Heil dir
Rigirkranz,” and followed this with the
national anthem of its country.

The British royal yacht Osborne, with
the Duke of York and suite on board,
#rounded near the Levensav bridge, and
all the vessels following behind her had
to anchor for a time. Eventually the Os-
borne proceeded on ‘her  way. Each
side of the canal was guarded through-
¢ut by infantry and eavalry and behind
the troops were great crowds of people,
who loudly cheered the vessels as they
passed. The different points along the
route of the canal and about Kiel har-
hor were decorated in the most elabor-
ite manner, bunting of all colors flying
In streams to the breeze and giving
everything a holiday appearanee. The
contrast between the white hulls of the
ships gleaming prettily in the sunshine
and the sombre vessels of the foreign
bowers was most marked.

The ball began at 8:30 o’clock. The
rooms of the Marine Academy were ex:
tended by means of a splendidly decorat-
ed tent. Dancing was kept up almost
incessantly, despite the immense number
of persong present. There were three
thousand guests, ineluding naval and
military officers, members of the reich-
ftag, members of the Prussian Diet and
ail the French officers, headed by Ad-
miral Menard. The HEmperor came by
hoat from the Fmperial yacht to receive
the Fmpress, who arrived shortly after-
ward. Both were joyfully. greeted - as
they promenaded the great ball room.

all the nations sharing its traffic.

The Novosti remarks that the accept-
ance by all the powers of the invitation
to the fetes testifies to the esteem feit
for the German empire and its monarch.

The Novoe Vremya expresses the opin-
ion that the canal is an enterprise of
cconomic importance from an interna-
tional point of view.

Holtenau, June 20.—The Emperor has
addressed. an .autograph to Dr. Boett-
icher, Prussian minister of the interior,
in which he says: “After the opening
day of the Baltic canal, I feel myself
under the necessity of expressing to you
my imperial thanks and sincere gratitude
for the devotion and fidelity with which
you have directed and promoted the de-
velopment of this epoch of marking the
work .of German industry in all  its
stages. As a mark of my good will 1
am sending you my bust in marble. The
sight of this will ever remind you that
I feel that my warm thanks are your
due for the signal services you have so
devotedly rendered to my grandfathor
and father, now resting in God, ard
which I hope may long be preserved,
both to myself and to the Fatherland.”

The letter has caused much comment
in view of Prince Bismarck’s recent se-
vere strictures in an address to a delega-
tion of agrarians in which he referrad
to the “Burrs which stuck fast to min-
isterial posts” and which was supposed
to have been directed against Dr. von

London, June 20.—The Times corras-
pondent at Kiel, in the accounts which
will be published to-morrow, describes .t
great length the position of the vessels
in the harbor and says: ‘“The truly
Homeric proportion of this long cata-
logue of ships will enable your readers
to form some concepticn of the magnifi-
cent spectacle displayed. When I add that
there were also present some three hun-
dred yachts and steamers of all sizes
and nationalities and that there was
neither confusion nor erowding, som~
further conception can be formed. both
as to the capacity of the harbor and of
the superb organization which brouglit
about so entirely satisfactory a result.
The general - scheme of the arrange-
ments was the Emperor’s own and
both the conception and execution com-
manded the ungrudging edmiration of
every officer of the British fleet:: with

*‘After the aPrival of the Hohenzollern
and the Kaiser Adler at Holtenan it
was supposed that everything was sofe
and the journalists atticked with gus:co
the good things provided. But when
hours passed and the remainder of the
vessels had not arrived the most san-
guine among them lost heart. It seems
that in rounding a sharp curve before
reaching Levensau, the Kaiser Wilhelin
II. fouled 'her screw in the bed of the
canal, thus rendering ihe engines hely»-
less. She engaged tugs and in an ig
nominious fashion appeared in the har-
bor about 5 o’clock. Here fortune came
to her aid, for at this moment the screw
got rid of the substance which clung 1o
it and its free play aliowed the vessel
to take up its position without extran-
eous aid.”

The account the Daily News will pub-
lish = to-morrow will say: “Strangely
enough comparatively few sightseers
came to Holtenau, probably because in
many quarters a disbelief in the practica-
bility of the canal prevailed. The peo-
ple evidently expected the progress of
the procession through the canal would
be slow. The punctual arrival of he
Emperor proved the fallacy of these ap-
prehensions. Immediately after his ar-
rival at Holtenau, the Emperor visited
the admiral aboard the iron-clad Em-
peror William in a° rotwing boat. He
then went on to Kiel. “How many,”’
suays the correspondent, “amongst the
thousands who looked from the shore,
recognized in the simple naval officer,
sitting at the helm of the little boat, the
mighty ruler of the German nation.”

The Standard’s Kiel account will say
that “save for a few temporary mishaps
of a minor kind, the ceremony passed off
with the utmost success. " Up to the last
prophecies of accidents were not want-
irg, but such slight delays as were in-
curred were the ordinary accompani-
ments of this kind of cperation.” “The
Emperor,” says the Standard, “has evary
reason to congratulate himself upon the
fortunate issue of the difficult and anx-
ious manoeuvres. T'he Imperial yacht
Elohenzdllern used its own steam :he
whole way, but the rest of the procession
was hindered owing to the Kaiser Wil-
helm TII. being forced ‘o engage the ser-
vices of a tug. There was one interest-
ing' incident on Wednesday night at
Hamburg when after the banquet the
Emperor stepped upon the balcony of
the Rathaus in respons= to the acclama-
ticns of those outside. Just then a ter-
rific.clap of thunder came. Burgomas-
ter Lohm%h, with the true quickness of
& courtier, promptly remarked to the Em-
peror, -‘Sire, le Ceil vous salue,’
(Sire, Heaven salutes you), The - Em-
peror’s reply is not recorded.”

Holtenau, June 21.—Emperor William
visited the Russian armored ecruiser
Rurikatk at three this morning and sub-

sequently laid the last stone of the Bal-.

tic and North sea canal in the presence
of many thousands o. spectators. The
weather was brilliant.

The ceremony took place in the open
air and not in the lighthouse adjoining
the sluice as at first contemplated. The
scene of the ceremony was embellished

by handsome designs in landscape gard-
ening.and the lighthouse standing close
to the spot showed three bronze reliefs
cof Emperors William 1., Frederick III.
and William II. Under the relief medal-
lion of Emperor William II. a black mar-
ble tablet, on which is engraved in gilt
letters “His Majesty Emperor William
I. laid the corner stone of the Baitic
canal on June 3rd, 1887, and accom-
penied his blow with the hanfmer by the
words ‘‘In honor of unrted Germany, to
her perfect welfare and her might and
power.” The lighthouse and block of
masonry into which the Emperor placed
the finishing stone were surrounded by
erormous scaffoldings and afforded seats
for 15,000. In laying the stone to-day
the Emperor said ‘.n the memory of
Emperor William the great, the canal is

then tapped the stone three times with
the mallet, saying “In the name of the
Triune Geod, in honor of Emperor Wil-
liam, to the weal of Germany and the
welfare of nations.,”

THE COVERNMENT DEFEATED

On a Motion to Reduce the
Salary of the Secretary of
State for War.

Rumored That ' Gladstone
L:ad the Liberals at the
General Election.

London, June 21.—The 'Times this
worning discusses the Amcrican currency
question editorially and anticipates the
Domocrats will split up on this questioa.
“The. difference between the two par-
ties,” says the Times, *“is that the Dem-
ocrats are at opea feud, while the
Republicans are fighting shoulder to
shoulder for the party with an agree-
ment to settle the silver dispute after
victory, in what may be called a domestic
manner.”

The Chronicle’s Vienna correspondent
_telegraphs that Dr. von Plener, ex-min-
ister of finance in the Austrian cabinet
am_i leader of the German Liberals, has
resigned his leadership and retired froin
political life. “I am informed,” says the
Chronicle correspondent, ‘“‘that the Em-
peror ungraciously dismissed him, and
Coqnt Hohenwart, leader of the Conser-
vatx_ves, who is responsible for the mis-
carriage of the franchise reform, likewisa
received marks of imperial displeasure.’”

The secretary of state for war, Mr,
Campbell Bannerman, announced in the
commons that the Duke of Cambridge,
commander-in-chief of the British forces
will resign his command of the arm\i
on October -18t. The post, he added,
will not be abolished but it will be modi-
fied. Mr. Bannerman added that fu-
Fure commanders-in-chief would be sub-
Ject to the ordinary rules affecting other
staff appointments, and the office would
be tenable for the usual term of ten
years, capable of extension. Continuing, .
he said that the commander-in-chief will
be the principal military adviser of the
segretary of state for war, and, with the
adjutant-general, quartermaster-general
and director of artillery and inspector of
forts, each being personally responsible
to the secretary of state for war, would
form a deliberative council fo advise the
secretary. Mr. Bannerman eulogized
the services of the Duke of Cambridge
and said he had seen it written that he
Duke was an impediment in the way of
army reforms. Continuing, the secretary
of state for war said that twenty-five
years ago the Duke had not favored fun-
damental changes in the army, but when
they were introduced he frankly accepted -
them, and was ready to acknowledge
the benefits derived from them.

Mr: A. J. Balfour, the Conservative
leader, joined in Mr. Campbell Banner-
man’s praise of the Duke of Cambridge,
_but he intimated that he did not entire-
ly approve of the projected changes.

Of course the announcement of the ap-
proaching retirement of the. Duke of
‘Cambridge has gréatly pledsed the Radi-
cals, who have long demanded his resiz-
nation. 'The Duke has been ' roundly
abused in the Radical press as a fossil
who was hindering reforms and who was
incapable of bringing the army up to the
requisite modern standard. - The Star
heads the announcement with: “At last,”
and commenting on the announcement
says: “Even public opinion found'expr:s-
sion lately in the Times and in Punch.”

Jchn E. Broderick, Conservative mem-
ber for the Guildford division of Surrey,
to reduce the salary of the secretary-of
war by £1,000 on account of an alleged
deficiency in the army stores and muni-
tions: of war, chiefly cordite.
