LIVES SNUFFED OUT

The wreck of the coach, cortaining its
dead and screaming wounded, was hurled
on its side, with the Alameda local ten-
der buried in the wreckage. The baggage
coach of .the Santa Cruz train, which was
in front of the smoker, was derailed and
half way upset. Both locomotives were
derailed.

When the trains struck, the smoker was
cut from the eoach fellowing, which con-
tinued on its course, crashing into the
boiler of the Alameda locomotive.~ Some
windows were broken in this and  the
first Alameda coach, which was also de-
railed.. Otherwise they were not damag-
ed. The passengers in these were shaken
up, but not injured.

Practically all-those in the smoker were
pinned in the wreck, and their cries for
help, which followed the terrific crash of
the trains coming together, brought peo-
ple .rushing from all sides. Some were
able to dig themselves out of the wreck,
but the majority had to be cut out. Sev-
eral of .the dead were badly crushed.

The police and fire departments were
called out and were soon at work carry-
ing  wounded and ‘dead from the wreck.

Engineer Arrested.

San  Franeisco, July 6.—Engineer Ever-
ett J. Barry, of “the Santa Cruz train,
which was wrecked in last night’s fatal
collision at First and Webster streets,
Oakland, was arrested yesterday on a
charge of manslaughter. This action
was taken by Chief of\Police Wilson, of
Oakland, after  a committee of - high
Southern Pacific officials, police and city
officials and prominent business men, had
conducted a thorough investigation of the
accident and reached the unanimous
conclusion that the main 1line engfmeer
was to blame for the catastrophe.

Death List Breaks All Records
Since 1889—Wounded
Number 2,264.

New York, July 6.—A Chicago special
to the Tribume ' says: - Seventy-one
death and 2,264 injured are the figures
in the Chicago Tribune “Fourth of
July” casualty list up to.1l p.m, last
night.

An jalaysis of the figures shows the
following details of the deaths there
were: By fireworks and resulting fires 87,
by cannon 3, by firearms 16, by gun-
powder 6, by toy pistols 2, by runaways
5," by heart failure, due to explosions
of cannon and crackers, 2. Those in-
jured were: By fireworks 1,109, by can-
non 212, by firearms 196, by gunpowder
551, by torpedoes 60, by toy pistols 211,
by bomb and cannon.50, by runaways
35.

The fire loss was $525,965.

This breaks all records for deaths
since 1889, The number of deaths this
year reported up to midnight last night
is 13 more than at the same time last
year, In 1985 fifty-nine were dead at
the same hour. The number of injured,
however, is 1,183 less than in 1907, and
is the smallest number since 1901, when
1,183 were hurt. Thig is regarded as an

INTENSE HEAT DRIVES
NEW YORKERS INSANE

Many Deaths and Prostrations
Are Reported—People Sleep
in the Open.

York, N. Y. July 6—New
Yorkers, who for nearly two ‘weeks
have been sweltering in one of the
most protracted hot weather periods in
many years, Wwere- warned by the
weather bureau to-day that the end is
not- yet in sight.

“Fair and continued warm,” was the
message sent out to the suffering mil-
lions - while the sun kept the mercury
constantly moving upward. By 9
o'clock to-day the government ther-
mometers registéred 80 degrees, at 10
o’clock the temperature had gone up
to 84 and at 11 to 86 degrees.

FIERCE FIRE IN
PORT AU PRINCE

FLAMES SURGE THROUGH
TOWN, CAUSING PANIG

Terrific Explosions Add to
Frenzy—Over 400 Buildings
Are Destroyed.

Port au Prince, July 6.—A serious fire
broke out here about two o’clock yes-
terday in the vicinity of the palace -and
senate buildings. The flames spread
quickly, there being a high wind, and
soon reached alarming proportions.
Four hundred buildings were burned,
including the court house and ' the
prison. All of the prisoners were taken
to other quarters before the building
took fire. Sparks were carried to the
arsenal, which also was destroyed, The
stores of powder and ammunition are
all gone,

The firemen were aided by a large
section of the populace in fighting the
flames, and a force from the French
cruiser Chasseloup Loubet also gave
assistance.

Populace in State of Frenzy.

Port Au Prince, July 6—(Later.)—
The disastrous fire which started in
the vicinity of the Palace and Senate
buildings here yesterday and which is
believed to have been controlled after
four hundred buildings were burned,
broke out again during the night and
caused further extensive damage. The
renewal of the conflagration was

aused by an explosion which shook
the whole town, damaged many build-
ings and scattered blazing embers over
a wide area. The roof of the national
bank was thrown down by the vie-
lence ‘of the concussion, when the ex-

BELL AIRSHIP IS
NAVIGATED WELL

“June Bug” Wins Scientific
American Cup by Flying
Over a Mile.

Buffalo, N. Y., July 6.—A special te-the
Express from Bath, N. Y., says: Glenn
8. Curtis, of Hammondsport, on Saturday
successfully contested for the silver cup
offered several months -ago by the
Scientific American for the longest flight
made by any heavier than air flying ma-
chines.

The flight on Saturday was made by the
“June Bug,” upon which Mr. Curtis and
Prof. Aléxander Graham Bell have been
working for a year. Mr., Curtis operated
the machine. His first flight lacked a
few feet of the ‘distance prescribed by
the rules of the contest, about 3,500 feet,
but the second flight stretched over a
mile, which was covered in a minute and
a fraction.

In former flights with this ae roplane,
difficulty has been experienced in making
a safe descent, but this did not eccur on
Saturday. The machine descended grace-
fully at the will of the operator. The ex-
periment was witnessed by a large num-
ber of seientific men and others interest-
ed in aerial navigation.
