Durban, June 14.—A referendum held
to decide whether or not Natal should
Join the South African Union has re-
sulted in favor of the junction by a
vote of 11,121 to 3,701.

This assures the complete federation
of the South African c¢olonies,
Transvaal, Cape Colony, Orange River
Colony, and Natal.

Practically the entire population of
Natal is British, and the disinclination
of a considerable element to enter 'the
union was caused by the fear that the
confederation would be dominated by
the Dutch.
