The refuse from many canneries is
collected and raanufactured into a fer-
tiliser, whilst in some cases it is borne
by the swift current to the sea.

0. Wood recommends -that the tins
should be stamped. We stamp our tins
with the name of the firm as a pledge
of the -quality of fish. I think anyone
will understand that if fish is'bad when
put into the 'tins, however it may be
pcooked, it will be bad when opened.

If Wood. had the courage of his con-
vietions, he ‘would have given the name
of ‘the ‘cannery at-which- he-werked-as
salter. I am prepared to-give one hon-
dred pounds, five hundred dollars, to any
customer of ours who ¢an prove that bad
fish was put into ting, or found in tins
when- opened 'immedidtely under our
stamp or labels.
