The arguments in favor of avoiding the
Wilson’s Point terminus are so strong
that there can be no reasonable doubt
that they will cause both branches of
the Legislature to readily assent to the
necessary change in the Subsidies Act,
and it would be far more patriotic for
the Newcastle parties to accept the in.
evitable gracefully and remove the only
barrier now in the way of a work, the
securing of which has been far too long
delayed.

Hemlock Stumpage.

Enquiries come from different sections
of Northumberland as well as other parts
of the country in reference to the applica-
tion of the stumpage regulations respect-
ing hemlock. There is noground,so far
as we can read, for a misunderstanding
on the subject, but some persons are
under the impression that the sixty
cents per M feet of logs, charged as
bark stumpage, covers only the bark
operation and that the logs are subject
to an additional charge if used for lum-
ber. This is erronecus, as the sixty
cents covers the lumber cut, and the
bark, as well as the log, becomes the
property of the operator without addi-
tional charge.

It may be necessary to say, also, that
the words ‘‘full contents” in the regula-
tions are not to be interpreted as mean-
ing the whole trunk of the tree from
butt to top, but only the portion there-
of as far up from the butt as can be
peeled. ‘“ Full contents” means with-
out allowance for shakes, knots, rot or
other defecfs which would render a saw
log unfit to make marketable lumber of,
but it dves not authorise or justify the
scaling of the portion of the tree from
which bark cannot be peeled or lumber
sawn for market. Any scaler who in-
terprets the regulations differently
from the above ounght to be at once
reported to those who are in a position
to set him right.

The Storm Signals.

Cautionary storm signals were crdered
up at Chatham on Wednesday evening
and Thursday morning last, but there
was no unusual disturbance here, save
a strong gust of wind during Wednes-
day night. Not far from Chatham, to
the east, however, there were great at-
mospheric disturbances, resulting in a
heavy sea in the lower Bay. Reports
from points further east show that there
was a great storm. At North Sydney
the gale is stated to have been equal in
fury to the great storm of August 1873,
but of shorter duration, and accompan-
ied by heavy thunder and lightning.
A large vessel was driven three miles
up the harbor, and several small schoon-
ers received slight damage by collisions.
The tide during the gale rose to the top
of the wharves. A large number of
houses were stripped of their shingles,
and chimneys and fences were blown
down in every direction. The tdwer of
the new Catholic church, in course of
construction, was blown down and com-
plecely destroyed, involving a loss to
the contractor of about $800. One new
building was moved bodily a foot from
its foundation. A number of vessels
are reported as having gone ashore and
become total wrecks at Cow Bay. The
breakwater at that place and wharves re-
ceived considerable damage. Torrents
of rain fell during the gale, swelling the
streams to an unusual extent, washing
out bridges and embankments. Tele-
graphic communication with outports
was almost wholly suspended until
Thursday on account of the prostration
of the wires. One or two accidents to
men on vessels at Cow Bay are reported,
but no lives were lost as far as known*
About a hundred fishermen however lost
their lives on the banks, being caught
out in their dories and unable to reach
their vessels. Reports from points in
western Nova Scotia show that the
storm was very destructive there also.

Complaints are sometimes made of
storm signals being displayed when no
storm follows, but it will be seen that
the Miramichi was just on the edge
of the last great storm area and as the
Meteorological office could not foretell
exactly how far the disturbance would
reach the ordering up of the cautionary
signals was entirely justifiable.

Our Railways.

Mr. Habberley, of Littell's Living Age,
Boston, has furnished a late ber of
the Hyde Park Times with a very in-
teresting letter from this Province from
which we clip the following : “The chief
matter of interest which occupies the
minds of the leading men is the extension
of the railway system. The first line to
be constructed is popularly known as the
Miramichi Valley Railway. A cempany
has been organized, stock subscribed for,
and so forth, and the work is to be begun
immediately. This will run from Gibson
(practically Fredericton, Gibson being a
village on the opposite bank of the river,
which is yet unbridged) to Chatham,
about one hundred miles, passing through
the town of Stanley, Boiestown, Douglas-
town, ? and so forth, a thickly. settled
section of country, Stanley especially be-
ing a town of some considerable import-
ance. From Chatham, by this new line,
to St. John via, Fredericton and New
Brunswick (formerly St. John & Maine)
Railways, isonly four miles longer than
from Chatham to St. John via ., In-
tercolonial, while it reduces the distances
betweenr Chatham and this city nearly
two-thirds. Another line—the Central—
is projected ; this will run from Gibson
and tap the Intercolonial at about Satis-
bury, near Moncton, opening up a new
section of country and passing very near
Grand Lake, in'Queen’s County. Follow-
ing, or rather in close connection with,
the foregoing—for it is all parts of one
great plan—there will be still another
new line, the Great Short Line. Starting
at some point near Cape Breton, and con-
necting with the Intercolonial at terminus
of Central (probably Salisbury), this will
form a very important conuecting link in
the fature great passageway, which may
be called the overland route to Europe,
for when the whole work is accompiished,
connecting all the points from British
Columbia across the continent in New
Brunswick by the Canada Pacific, which
will tap the New Brunswick Railway at
Edmundston, thence to Gibson, thence
via Central, to Salisbury, thence to Cape
Breton and across Newfoundland by rail-
way to port nearest Ireland, and you will
have a steamship journey of some four
days only. Without dwelling on the im-
mense importance of this undertaking to
the Canadians in the way of commerce,
conveying the produce of the great North-
west to the consumers on the other side,
and so forth, your readers will see at a
glance what the effect will be in diverting
the great stream of travel from its present
course. All who fear seasickness, the

‘Who Shall Rule France.

Political agitation appears to be the or-
der of the day in France and the stability
of the Republic is not by any means as-
sured. The death of Chambord has
brought Comte de Paris to the front and
he is evidently looked upon by a very
large and influential proportion of the
French people as the legitimate ruler of
their country. According to the New
York Herald's Vienna despatch, the Em-
peror of Austria has been paying regal
honors to the Bourbon prince, a fact that
is looked upon in Europe as most signifi-
cant in the present crisis in French affairs,
The despatch says,—

The interview between the Emperor and
Comte de Paris lasted half an hour and
was of the most cordial character. As the
Emperor took his leave the Count was
about to descend one step of the stairway,
thereby meaning to indicate that he con-
sidered himself merely as heir to the mon-
archy and not as sovereign or pretender.
This the Emperor adroitly prevented by
quickly re-mounting the step and, holding
the Count cordially but tirmly by the
hand. He bowed, and turning upon his
heel, rapidly withdrew. When the Count
on returning the visit, drove through the
gateway, attended by the Orleans Prince
wearing the order of the goiden fleece,
trumpets and drums sounded the Haps-
burg royal salute. The cavalry and in-
fantry under Prince of Thurn and Taxis,
presented their arms and the Imperial
standards were lowered to the ground.
The visit lasted about half an hour.
When the Count withdrew the troops ren-
dered the same honors as on his arrival.

The Fruits of Monopoly.

The Winnipeg Sun thus
courses on the situation :—

In Manitoba to-day are tens of thou-
sands of acres of ripening grain that can-
not be marketed till late next winter.
The farmers along the Cypress River,
those in the Tiger Hills country, those of
the Rock Lake and Turtle Mountain dis
tricts, in fact all those resident in the
great tract lying west of the County of
Dufferin and south of the Souris River,
will be engaged in teaming their grain to
the nearest railway station during the
whole time of sleighing. Their average
journey to and fro will be something over
one hundred miles, and the average time
occupied in delivering an ordinary load of
about sixty bushels will be over four days.
The farmer of the districts mentioned,
who grows twenty-five acres of wheat to
sell for his necessities, must be aetually
on the road with his team during pro-
bably sixty days of bitter weather, paying
stiff rates for himself and horses at stop-
ping places, and enduring very consider-
able physical suffering. Think of it!
Think also of this. The C. P. R. Conl-

And
the farmers of the immense rich district
above described have still to look forward
to another winter entirely occupied with
the hauling of their grain. Why is this ?
Not because the capital of the C. P. R.
Co., is fully employed in building the
main line at an uncalled for and - wholly
unnecessary speed, but because the
strength, energy, credit and capital of the
company have been and are being devoted
to the acquisition of connections in East-
ern Canada and the United States. The
subsidies Npsid by the people of Canada
that the North- West might be developed,
are being devoted to the creation of a
gigantic railway combination for the
emolument and gratification of ambitious
directors. The C. P. R. directors, being
tirst-rate men of busingss, consider every-
thing and forget nothing. They do not
forget that their monopoly in Manitoba,
secured and defended as it is by the
Federal veto makes them safe in refusing
railway facilities to the struggling farm-
ers. Because no competitor can give rail-
ways to those farmers the C. P. R. Co.;
can afford to despise their wants. The
traffic cannot be taken away trom the |
monopolists, they therefore feel that they |
can, at their own time, build the required
branches. However long the farmer may |
continue to drive his small load 50 miles
to market the C. P. R. Cq, will still get
the gain of freighting 1t.

life gone. If the four days were reduced
to one by a raiiway at his door, he would |
be able to ship juss now and have possibly |
five cents a bushel to the good. The |
average settler of three years’ standing
will not have more than five or six hun.
dred bushels to sell this year, for which |
he will be able to carry home fifty cents
or less a bushel, say from two hundred to
three hundred dollars, or about the value
of one harvester for bis whole year’s sup-
