BYE-LAW.

At a meeting of the Council of the Municipality
of Northumberland held at the Council Chamber
Newecastle, on Tuesday the 19th day of January, A
D., 1892,

Resolved, that the following Bye-Laws be made
and established for the government of the said Muni-
cipality : e

A BYE-LAW IN AMENDMENT OF BAE-LAW NO
7 RELATIN:« f { :

Be it ordwined by the Mymicipal Council of the
County of Northumberfand:—

1. Any person, owning, keeping, or harboring, or
who shall allow to be kept or harbored about his
premises, any dog or bitch, in those -arts of the
parishes of Chatham and Newcastle,mentionned in sec-
tion one of Bye-law number 7, fora period ex-
ceeding one month, during any part of this and all
subsequent years, shall be liable to the tax of $1.00
to be paid, each year for each and every dog so owned
kept, or harbored or allowed tobe kept or harbored—
provided, however, that nothing herein contained shall
apply to dogs or pups, under two months old.

2. That the owner or harborer of any dog or dogs,
in the said districts, shall within one month after be-
coming the owner, keeper, or harborer of any dog or
dogs, register or cause to be registered his or her nawe
in full, with the naineof the street on which he or she
resides, in a book to be kept for that purpose, at the
police office within the said districts ; and shall place
or caused to be placed opposite his or her name, the
number of dogs he or she ownes, keeps or harbors.
and any person who shall be guilty of a breach of
this Bye-Law shall be liable to a fine of $2, and on
defaultof payment'of such fine,such dog ordogsmay be
killed by the order of the magistrate imposing such
fines.

3. That on such person ceasing to-become the
owner, keeper, or harborer of any such dog or dogs, he
or she shall cancel such registry, or cause the same to
be cancelled.

4. Any dog which shall not be registered as afore-
said. or for which the tax mentined in Section 1 of
said Bye-Law No. 7,0r on this Bye-Law, shall not
be paid before the first day of August in each year,
may be killed on sight, by any policeman,or constable,
or by the coll ctor of dog-tax. The officer killing
any such dog shall remove and bury ‘the careas, and
shall be entitled to receive out of the amount collected
for dog-tax, the sum of 50 cents for each such dog
killed and carcase buried.

5. In any suit or proceeding under the said bye-

i law, or this amendment, proof that the defendant, at

any time, during the then current year, owned kept
or harbored, or allowed to be kept or haibored, alout
his premises, any dog or bitch, shall be prima facie
evidence of his having. owned kept or harkored such
dog or bitch, for the period exceeding one month,

6. Section 2 of said bye law No. 7 is hereby re-
pealed, and anything 1n the said bye-law No 7 re-
pugnaut kereto is also hereby repealed.

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Partyism and M:r:lerism.

It is an interes'ing commentary on the

exigencies of party politics to find the

St. John Globe and Telegraph endeavor-

inzto whitewash ex-premier Mercier of

Quebec, while they are outspoken in con-

demuation of several prominent zonserva-

tives who were implicated in the Tarte-

McGreevy charges of the last parliament-

ary session, but exonerated by the inves-

tigating comumittes. These papers
ignore the finding of the majority of che

judicial commission nd take advantage of
Judge Jette’s partial exonerarion of Mer-
cier, on that gentleman’s own tes'imony,

to rehabilitate him in the spotless robes
o aplitical martyr aud ‘honest man.
The Toronto Globe and’ a number of
other liberal papers do not seem disposed
to defy public opinion i the bold mauner
adopted by their maritime co-workers in
the Liberal intevest, for they are sensible
of the fact that the publicare not to be
fooled and hoodwinked by wholesale.
The time for making the people believe
that a premier may permit his deputies
to plunder his province for the purpose
of enriching himself and his friends and
yet be defended and \higJebntinuance in
power advocated, because someone of an-
other party has been nearly or quite as
bad, has passed in Canada, and »uy paper
—Liberal or Conservative—that under-
takes the task, does poor service to its
party.

Honest liberals are' much encotiraged
by the course of such men as P. B. Cas-
grain, member of the Canadian parlia-
ment for L'Islet from 1872 until 1891, an
occupant of one of the front row seats on
the opposition side in the House of Com-
mons, and whe shows an example which
his leader, Hon. Mr. Laurier, would do
well to follow. Asan old Liberal, Mr.
Casgrain is disgusted with the partyism
Mercier.

that secks to whitewash Ina

recent speech he said: —

“T squarely repudiate Mercier, because
no honest iman can defend his actions as
now exposed, and as they will continue to
be exposed. I have resolved to fight him
and his gang wi'h the object of bringing
about a radical change of regime and put-
ting a stop to a system made up of crook-
edness, pillage aud robbery, I have had,
before now, the occasion and courage to
denounce, face to face with Count Mer-
cier,and prejudicially t » my own in erests,
the persons forming his gang, and I pre-
dicted to him what would happen. He
can now recall my words:  *‘They will
kill you.” It is now too late for Mercier
to pretend that he will not keep the same
men, for this is scarcely to be believed,
seeing that he is now trying to have them
re-elected. His late friends have showed
themselves up as accomplices, and some
of them have evéen gone so far as to in-
form on him. Such is the result of a po-
litical policy when one attempts to render
it paying.” »

Mr. Casgrain defends Governor Angers

on the consitutional question, by show-
ing that Mercier’'s guilt and that of his
acco 1 plices has been clearly proven, and
that he has not attempted to repudiate
any of them. Mr. Casgrain indignantly
continnes:
_ ‘It seems to me that Mr. Mercier rose
too quickly and too high; arrived at the
top, he lost himself in the clouds of praise
and over much honor. His head got
turned and he falls and rolls to the bot-
tom without anyone knowing of or being
able to stop his fallfand I say it with re-
gret ag 2 Fronoh Caunadian, he has Fofl us
a dishonored and stained national- honor,
a province humbled and despised by
orhers; the unmerited opprobium and un-
just contenpt of other creeds towards the
morality of our religion. The marks of
distinction and the honorable titles he
received from the court of Rome ought to
have induced him to remain always
worthy of wearing them with a noble
pride and unstained honor.”

A Montreal despatch says:—

““Provincial Treasurer Hall's statement
to the electors shows that starting in
1887-8 with a surplus of ordinary revenue
over ordinary expenditure of $373,196,
due to a combination of fortuitous circum-
stances, the Mercier ministry succeeded
in converting a balance into a deficit of
3638,376 on 30th June last, and $711,004
prospectively for the current year. Every
year large sums were paid out of capital
for special purposes.  These special ex-
penditures have been on a clossal scale,
What between deficits and capital expen-
ditures the debt has been piling up at the
ruinous rate of two to three millions an-
nually, with inconie practically at a stand-
still. It can be enlarged only by ineans
of fresh taxation. In 1886 the ordinary
revenue reached $3,000,000, and five
years later, in spite of the imposition of a
tax on comwmercia] corporations, increase
in groun * ren's, dues, addition to license
fL:CS. ete., the revenue only reached $3,-
457.000; but the ordinary expenditure
jumped up from $3,032,000 to $4,095,000.
The Mercier government collected $450,-
000 more revenue by additional taxation,
and spent a million” more in adminisira-
tion of the ordin ry services, When the
Mercierites secured power the liabilities
of the province were $22,143,447, against
which assets were held to the amount of
810,7:)4,289._ leaving a net debt of $11,-
389,167. Five years larer, that is on
Dec. 17th, the liabilities had been in-
creased to no less than $35,984,875, or by
$13,841,000 and assets wore enlarged to
$11,561,191 only, making the net debt
when Mercier was dismissed $24,423,683,
or more than double the amount at which
it stood in 1887.

The thought will occur to almost any
reasonable citizen that there can be no
defence for Mr. Mercier and his associates,
cither on his personal record or the
nerits of his administration. What con-
fidence then, can be placed in papers
which undertake the task ? When party-
ism stoops so low, it is time for self-re-
specting men to have nothing to do with
it.

The little organs are endeavoring to
have their squeak of delicht in chorus
with the big ones over the fact that Judge
Jette of the Bay de Chaleur railway com-
mission of enquiry has reported that he
believes Mr. Mercier's declarations of
innocence rather than the strong chain of
circumstances and  documentary proof
showinug his guilt. The Moncton Trans-
cript jubilates as follows:

**The value of the exoneration is ac-
centugted by the circumstance that Judge
Jette is a Conservative and was appointed

a commissioner by the De Boucherville
government

As the Mercier government was in
office when Judge Jette and his fellow-
commissioners were appointed, and as
that government was dismissed in con-
sequence  of the wmajority report of the
com uission of which Judge Jette was a
member, aud as the DeBoucherville gov-
ernment was called into exis ence
until after such dismissal, it - will not be
/(iiﬁculc to estimate the val e of Trans-
feript's  “‘accentuation of the circum-
stance.” Tt 1s to be presum d that the
Trahscript makes such wild statements in
the:hope that sone of its readers are suffi-
ciently ignorant to believe them.
