Washington, D. C, Jan, 25~Revela-
tion of several attempts to buy the
editorial suppott of the New York
Journal of Commerce in favor of ship
subsidy legislation which that papet
has consistently opposed, was made to
ithe house ship subsidy investigation
committee today by Alfred W. Dods-
worth, business manager of the Journ-
al of Commerce and Commercial Bul
letin,

This man refused to
disclos* his identity unless his pro-
position was to be accepted. Mr. Dod

worth said he immediately called his
brother, John W., into his office as a

witness to the coaversation and the|

Pressed by the committee, Mr, Dods-

worth said that about thirty years
ugo his father was sitting in his of-
fice of the same publteation, and John
Roach the shipbuilder, who was then
active for a ship subsidy bill, entered
the office, taking out a blank cheque,
asked Dodsworth senior to fill out the
cheque and stop writing against ship
subsidy. The offer was refused.

fishing in inland or non-tidal waters.
This had been decided in a case which
went to the Privy Council and in Ont-
ario and Quebec the rights of the pro-
vinciai governments had been recog-
hized, in this matter. But the federal
government had another policy in New
Brunswick,

While it was admitted by the fed-
eral government that the province had
the right to lease the fishing rights on
the nom-tidal . waters and take the
revenues from such leased waters,
the Dominion claimed the right to the
control and administration of the un-
leased . waters, and while natives of
the province are permitted to fish the
unleased waters the Dominion would
collect & non-resident fee of $5. The
provincial government denies that
right and the speaker had tried to
make an arrangement whereby the
rights of the province would be re-
spected in this regard. Last winter
the provincial government pasged leg-
islation authorizing a non-resident
license fee of $5. Conflict started at
once between the Dominfon and pro-
vincial officials, leading in some
cases to threats and counter threats
of arrest and damages.

Coming to the question of forest
{protection, he sald that more fires

{the matter of fires, and in this way
ith» guides could be of great assist-
|ance,
| The joint action of all interested
lin the forests was required if the best
results were to be obtained.
| In conclusion, he sald that while
the forest resources were the most
l\'aluablu at present and the prov-
nce had all the crown lands it need-
ed, if properly cared for, he also ex-
pressed the belief that the fish re-
gources would prove more valuable
than the game, and that if the prov-
ince could get full control of the in«
land fisheries they would become of
great value as a provincial asset.

Mr. Grimmer was loudly applauded
at the conclusion of his address.

James A. Estey proposed the toast
of the guides coupled with the names
of Dr. Breck, president of the Nova
Scotia guides, and Murdock Macken-
zie, of the New Brunswick guides.

Mr. Mackenzie's response was very
brief. He said he believed the meet-
ing of the day was the most import-
ant of its kind which had ever been
held in the province. He had never
attended a meeting where more had
been done in the direction of protec«
tion for the fish, forests and game of
the province.

Dr. Breck’s Fine Address,

Dr. Breck, who proved an eloguent
and witty speaker, brought greetings
from the guides of Nova Scotia. He
had hunted and fished in many coun-
tries on this side of the world and on
the European continent, but had never
taken a gun into the New Brunswick
woods. This pleasure he had reserv-
ed as the very acme of sport. Re-
ferring to the Nova Scotia guides as-
sociation, he said it had been organiz-
ed mbout two or three years ago, and
bad- done something in the way of
game protection. In this respect,
however, he felt that Nova Scotia
wag far behind New B and
the same active measures for the con-
servation of these resources were not
taken. He belleved the guldes could
do more than any other body of men
in the direction of protecting the re-

Every gulde became a fish, game and
forest warden, and must report all
violations of the law on the pain of
losing his license.

He thought this might work well in
New Brunswick, although this prov-
ince was not the worst in the world,
and was looked up to by the sister
province as their superior in sport
The people of Nova Scotla were not
educated in the matter of licenses as
the people of this province, An at-
tempt had been made to enforce a
resident license, but although the peo
ple made an outery for it they refused
to pay the license fee even $1 per
yvear. They also wanted game pre-
serves in Nova Scotia, but the govern-
ment did not dare to ask for them.
In this way and in some other ways
New Brunswick was many years ahead
of Nova Scotia. He characterised the
government of New Brunswick as
eminently reasonable and willing to
take any measures for the protection
of the fish and game resources of the
province, 1

J. Fraser Gregory reiterated what
had been said by Mr, Grimmer as
to the importance of forest protection
and Peter Bouche, a guide, was then
called on for some stories which he
told in inimitable fashion.

Toast to Fishing.

The toast of Fishing in New Bruns-
wick was then proposed coupled with
the names of C. J. Osman, Max Mo
watt and Thomas F. Allan.

Mr. Osman saild he regarded the
occasion as a most important one for
many reascns, not the least of which
was that the more the love of the
woods and sport could be instilled into
the youth of the land, the less likely
ware they to turn to baser pursuits.
That hunters and woodsmen should
make great soldiers was ably shown
in South Africa where the British
troops found trouble in facing the
Boer huntsmen until the whole sys.
tem of warfare was revoluticnized.

He agreed with the surveyor gen-
eral as to the undesirability of the
Dominion government controlling the
inland fishing. He favored an exten-
slon of the salmon fishing season until
the big games season come in as he
believed such a change wowld tend to
increase the number of sportsmén
comihg to the province and also in-
duce them to stay longer.

When he proposed this theory he
was told that it would be a shame to
spoil the uniformity of the season in
the Maritime Provinces, He did not
agree with this. In the British Isles
it was possible to fish salmon every
month in the year as the open season
was’ regulated by the time the fish
came into the streams. He thought
the season in New Brunswick could
very well be kept open a little longer
and fly fishermen could be given two
weeks more time. He suggested that
the Surveyor General might keep this
in mind. In conclusion he pledged
Limself to support the Surveyor Gen:
eral, the guides and all others inter-
ested in any measures for the better
protection of the fish, forest and
game,

Thomas F. Allan, superintendent of
the Tobique Salmon Club and a for-
mer fish and game warden of the
State of Maine, said he had always
been interested in the protection of
forests and game as well as the fish.

He briefly outlined the great im-
provement which had been made in
the Tobigque under a system of pro-
tection and declared he would do all
in his power to aid the efforts of the
Surveyor General along this line.

In closing he made a strong protest
sgaingt the Tobique dam proposal.

Mr. Mowatt also spoke briefly,
after which Dr, Breck -invited the
guideg to attend 1he meeting and

It was also
decided to ask the government to
grant or ledse to the trappers and
guldes, small sections of land on
which to build camps.

With proper regulation and preo
tection the fish and game would in-
crease. Artifieial propagation is 50 per
cont. more productive than natural
propagation. The Dominlon govern.
ment hatcheries had been in the ha-
bit of giving salmon fry to parties
wanfing them for inland lakes, - He
thought this was a waste of effort
Salmon must have access to the sea.

Continuing, he said it would be a
grand move on. the part of the pro-
vincial government to ask the Domin-
ion government to restock the tribu-
taries of the St. John river, and see
that the fish had opportunity to negoti-
ate the dams.

Application Made. -

The premier stated that application
had been made to the Dominion gov-
ernment with & view to opening the
Nashwaak and other tributaries for
ksalmon. The minister of fisheries had
not been able to act. There were some
obstacles.

The chairman—Would you shut out
other industries for the benefit of the
fisheries?

Mr. Allan—Yes, if the fisheries were
more important.

The chairman—The lumbering in-
dustry is pretty important.

Mr. Allan then read a number of
extracts from the report of his evi-
dence before the Board of Trade com-
mittee on the Tobique fishery ques-
tion. He sald the discharge from
pulp mills was fatal to salmon, and
the damming of the Tobique and erec-
tion of pulp mills would ruin the
game fisheries of the St. John river.
The Bay of Fundy now produced the
only remaining species of Atlantic
salmon other than (he salmon fre-
quenting Newfoundland rivers.

Thg chairman for the Premier’s in-
formation, said the discussion had
turned upon the question of game
protection, and that complaints had
been made that the wardens did not
enforce the laws,

After some further tallyy the chair-
man called upon Mr. Hazen for an ex-
pression of his views on the guestion
of game protection. s

Mr. Hazen expressed his regret at
not being able to be present at an
earlier hour, . He said there could be
no question of the need of protecting
the fish and game of the province.
Undoubtedly the fish and game were
increasing. Some years ago it was an
anusual thing to find moose in St. John
or Charlotte counties. But in the last
few years some very fine moose had
been shot in 8t. John county, Guides
had told him that thers wer® more
moose at the present time than at any
previous period; and the number of
successful hunting parties coming to
this province was proof of this. This
was due to protection. Moose were
not now slaughtered in the yards as
they used ) #o- be. Of course there
would be violations of the law. Even
in cities, with a policeman on every
corner, the laws were broken. He
thought the wardens were more ac-
{tive than previously, and that com-
plaints were attended to.

Clan MacKenzie Honor Mem-
ory Of Scotland’s National
Bard — Sons Of Scotland

- Also At Pleasant Dinner.

Last @vening Clan MacKenzie and
their friends celebrated the 152nd
anniversary of the birth of Secotland’s
b bard, by holding a dinner at
White's.

After the toast to the King had
beéen duly honored, Clansman G. S,
Shaw proposed the toast to the “Im-
mortal memory of Robert Burns.” He
sdid the pvet epitomized some of the
best qualities of the Scottish race,
and his poetry had not only glorfied
his native land, but exercised a pro-
found and uplifting influence on men
the world over.

Honored Around Worid,

In responding, Rev. L. A. McLean
pointed out that the poet's memory
was being honored by Scottish so-
cleties all over the world. The poet
had not only added lustre to the glor
ies of Scotland, but had stamped his
mark upon civilized mankind. Al-
though he had imparted much happi-
ness by his poetry, his life had been
unhappy. The intensgity of his thought
and feeling compelled him to sing
like the birds, spontaneously, He sang
of common things, touching them
with new meanings and glories. He
sang of love, and others had used his
song’ with greater success than him-
self. He exalted the dignity of la-
bor, and proclaimed the truths of
democracy. He was hard on certain
clerics, scored hypocrisy, but he was
not irreligious. He communed with
his Maker through nature, which he
loved so much. The man who wrote
the Cotter’'s Saturday Night—a pic-
ture of his father's house—was ob-
viously inspired by the right retigions
spirit.

C. K. Cameron, royal deputy, ‘pro-
posed the toast to Scotland. He lov-
ed Scotland as well as Burns. He
was born near the place scones were
invented, and came to 8t. John a good
many vears ago. He thought the peo-
ple of St. John were all right —if
Burns had been born here he would
have sung some grand songs about
it’s bonny lassies, ;

Get Rid of Two Languages.

Joseph Murdock responded. He saild
he was unfortunate in having to res
pond to a subject that was a great
deal bigger than the subjects dealt
with by previous speakers-—-Burns or
Scotland. He could talk four weeks
about New Brunswick which was just-
ly famous for many things—among
others that so many Scotchmen were
born here. Then he could talk four
vears about other parts of Canada.
Maybe it would take him longer to
get up to the north pole—which was
in Canada.

He thought they should get rid of
the two languages in Canada.

H. L, McGowan proposed The City
of 8t. John. Provost J, H. Frink re-
sponded. After expressing his pleasure
at being present, he said he had come
in a dual capacity as mayor of the
city and as president of the St.
George’s Soclety. Evidences were
abundant, he sald, that St. John had
entered upon an era of prosperity. The
city had met with reverses, but it
had made its adversities a source of
strength. Today it was on a better
financial footing than ever it was,
though the debt was larger than that
of the province. The common coun-
cil had made good provisions to sup-
port its debts—the sinking funds
were filled to the limit,

The city had spent much on its pab-
lic services but it had never been ob-
liged to establish soup kitchens. It
made a mistake In 1895 when it
transferred a portion of its harbor
front to a private corporation, but
tl:‘ut mistake was about to be rectifi-
ed.

Continuing the mayor expressed the
opinion that the harbor would be na-
tionalized before long. When it was
done the city would have money to
make needed Improvements,

The interest shown by great Eng-
lish construction companies in St.
John was an augury of future great-
ness. Great developments would take
place in Courtenay Bay—Ilong consid-
ered a resort for snipe and clams.

In conclusion his worship paid a
tribute to Bobble Burns and Scotch-
men,

The toast to Robert Burns was pro-
posed by Chief Campbell and Record:
er Baxter responded. - The speaker
gave an excellent address on the fam-
ous Robert Burns, speaking of him as
a wonderful son of Scotland. There
was only one Robert Burns whose
memory is cherished by all true
Scotchmen. A grea deal can be sald
of the famous poet who was born
on Jan. 26th, 1769 and whose life went
out on July 21st, 1796, This country
lad’s education was gained in his na-
tive hamlet.

Quebeec, Jan, 25.-~In the house yes-
terday Hon. Mr. MacKenzle, provincial
treasurer, delivered the annual budget
speech, With the reduction of the pro
vinclal debt to the extent of $105,000
a surplus for 1910 was announeced to
be practically $1,000,000. The exact
amount is $944,189. The total receipts
for 1509-10 were $6,820,877 and the
total payments $6,440,819 making an
excess of receipts over payments of
$380,058. The provinclal treasurver es
timated that the receipts for the next
fiscal year would exceed those of
1910-11 by $568,116

The house was further informed
that the educational grant was now
nearicg the million dollar mark and
would by next year éxceed it. The
grant for 1910-11 would be $867,460
and for next year $1,006,950,
