Dorchester, June 23.—June»23, 1916, 

will be remembered in the. history of 
the shiretown as soldiers' day. Bust 
ness was suspended, the public 
schools were closed, thef town was 
decorated with flags and bunting, in 
honor of the departure of Vthe soldiers 
for Valcartier. The 145th i Regimental 
band was in attendance.

On arrival of the noon express, 
which brought the band from Moncton 
a procession was formed, the band 
leading, followed by the Dorchester 
platoon of 58 men. Following them 
in the parade were 250 school,-child­
ren, carefully marshalled by their 
teachers, then came about 'twenty 
auto», decorated with national colors.

the report of the assessment commis­
sion would show that they had evolv­
ed a most admirable way of dealing 
with that subject.

As regards personal property and 
income tax the methods were 
similar. While St. John made 
good showing in this respect they 
never had and never oould collect the 
full value of the personal tax.

In up-to-date cities 
they taxed personal property about six 
per cent, of the income and wherever 
this system had been adopted the re­
venue of the city had been increased, 
because men were willing to pay a 
fair tax. The same thing applied to 
Income tax. The present system bore 
most heavily on the small tax payer 
which was not fair. The only way to 
get a fair tax for everybody was to 
frame a law which was enforceable 
and then enforce it and everybody 
would pay their Just share and no 
more.

It was, he said, of enormous value 

to any city to have a workable tax 
law and to have It strictly enforced 
both In spirit and letter. First, be­
cause laws which were enforced made 
for good citizenship, and laws which 
were not enforced made for bad citi­
zenship. In the second place, because 
such a law was the only means by 
which the business men could secure 
proper protection from personal or 
political attack through the board of 
assessors. In the third place, because 
it was the only means by which justice 
could be done between Individuals, 
and which would ensure that every 
man would pay his just share of the 
burden of carrying on the work of the 
city and that no man would have to 
pay more than his share. It was the 
only method by which the public 
charges of the community would be 
collected from every citizen In propor­
tion to his ability to pay. Thus Prof. 
Bujlock summed up his address.

On rising to speak he said he 
thought the State of Massachusetts 
had one of the worst systems of taxa­
tion In the world until the present 
year and he had to admit In all fair­
ness and frankness that when he came 
to St. John he felt perfectly at home, 
as our system was In all essential 
points no better than theirs. They de­
rived their taxes from three sources, 
real estate, personal property and In­
come, so did SL John. St. John deriv­
ed a little better percentage of Its to­
tal from real estate than they di(f but 
otherwise the systems were identical. 
The law called for assessment on the 
full value and demanded a statement 
from the owner, but was careful not 
to attach any penalty for violation. An­
other thing which was against a full 
and fair assessment was the antiquat­
ed methods employed in arriving at 
values. In up-to-date cities they had 
maps showing every block of land and 
building and the assessment which 
was levied on each. One evil St. John 
had to contend with was the leasehold, 
as an outsider hp did not propose to 
suggest any remedy, as he thought
