Reminds One of America.
As a result of the many gales over the 

North Sea, and westerly winds in the 
Channel, the Thames in London on the 
night of Dec. 30th rose several feet above 
the normal high tide level. From the 
mouth of the river to Westminster curious 
scenes were witnessed. Streets were every­
where flooded, and dwellings and shops 
were inundated.

Some of the bar-rooms were flooded to 
the height of the top of the bar counter. 
At Grosvenor Road a cab did a thriving 
business in carrying passengers through a 
flooded area at six-pence a head. A sewer 
burst on the Thames embankment, in 
front of the Temple Pier, flooding the 
roadway, and when the tide subsided 
there remained It large hole in the 
bankment which had to be guarded all 
night. The water broke through the banks 
at a point just below Blackfriar’s bridge, 
and rushing through .the sheds of the 
South Eastern and Chatham Railway Co. 
into- Southwark street, flooded that and 
the adjoining streets to a considerable 
depth. At the River Police station at 
Wapping the flood was about five feet 
above the normal high water mark. .Near 
the generating house for the Greenwich 
tunnel the flood was particularly bad, and 
in some wharves near by the water rose 
nine feet and reached to within a few 
inches of the barrier top. A little more 
and all the lower part of the town would 
have been flooded. Telegraphic communi­
cations was much interrupted, and de­
spatches from Newcastle to London were 
sent by way of Glasgow.
