‘THEY SANK TO DEATH

Loss of Jap Cruiser With

360 Men Last December

Now Made Public

Vessel Struck a Mine and Was in a Sinking Condition in

Few Minutes---Men Lined

Up on Upper Deck When All

Hope Was Gone, Sang Songs and Smoked Cigarettes as
if They Were On a Holiday. :

(Correspondence of the Associated Press).

Tokio, June 30—The story of the Joss of
the Japanese cruiser Takasago in Decem-
ber last, only published since the destruc-
tion of Rojestvenekys fleet, is a military
classic.

Aftsr the Takaeago struck a mine and
began’ to sink the crew assembled in per-
fect order on the upper deck, there to
agvait the battle with a stormy sea and
death.

Capt. Ishibaehi ordered every man to
use a lifebelt and directed that no omne
jump overboard until the ehip actually
sank.

The crew then joined in singing the na-
tional anthem, cheering the emperor, and

=fastly they eang Gallant Sailors, their 500
voices ringing out above the storm. After
that, as a relaxation, the men were allow-
ed to emoke, and thus they went calmly to
their deaths,

Of 500 men who went down with
Taknaren, enl- 133 weos rraned,

An officer who was ahoard gives the fol-
Jowing account of the disaster and the re-

markible coolnces and bravery of the cnew:

“]he Takasago, fresh from the Kure
dockyard, where she had been undergoing
repairs, steamed straignt to the mouth of
the Pechilli gulf at the beginning of De-
cember, and on Dec. 11 ghe was ordered to
wait for a collier at a point off Port Ar-

the

ur.

“The collier, however, did mot put in an
appearance, due to the rough weather. On
the 12th the sca was still high and there
were no eigns of the collier. During the
day the cruiser drifted with the waves and
at night cruiced slowly at the entrance of
the Pechill gulf. She was not accompan-
jed by any other vessel. At 9 p. m. her
crew were \a.l)owed to take a recess and
Lad o e SRS SN
uniforms.

“It was an intensely cold night, with
a gale and snow. At 12.02, when at a
point 25 mautical miles south of Port Ar-
thur and on the eastern side of the Miao-
ta0 jedands; ehe struck a mine on her lar-
board eide and a terrible explosion ocour-
red, the sea leaping high above the ship.

“The erew took up their emergency posi-
tions. The mine had made a breach about
six feet in diameter, in the middle of the
waterline on the left =ide. The water
ruched in with_ tremendous force and the
ship listed to the left. Capt. Ishibashi
was on the bridge and Commander Naka-
yama beside him.

Orews Efforts in Vain.

“I'he crew worked hard to stop the in-
rush of the swater, but in vain. ¥n order
to right the vessel, coals and other heavy
articlos on the left side were thrown over-
board, but the ship continued to list more
heavily. There was no veesel in sight, €0
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that the fate of the ehip, as well as that
of the crew, seeiped sealed.

“Fifteen minuties after triking the mine
all the electric Jights on beard were sud-
denly casinguished and everything was en-
veleped in darkiness, with the exception
of ‘a light on' the bridge and the
glare of the rockete telling the disaster. |

“Owing to th: list the boats on the star-
board could ne# be launched, with the ex-
ception of one boat. Of thcee on the lar-
board, a eteam launch wes destroyed and
only a cutter amd a boat were available.

“At 1242 a. p. the vessel communijcated
the disaster to our squadron by means of
winreless telegraph, and the crew had noth-
ing to do but :o await the sinking of the

| a part of constitutional system as the prime
| minister. A strong opposition is an ef-
fective adjunct to good government. The
Jeader of the opposition was called on to
give up a very large share of his time to
| his parliamentary duties and it was unfair
| that he should serve free. Under the cir-
| cumstances Canada is rich enough to pay
| for the undoubted services that the op-
| pesition leader performs.
Mr. Fielding said that one time he was
| one of those who thought it novel to recog-
nize the leader of the opposition in the di-
rection mentioned. But there were pre-
cedents for this. Ontario, however, had
voted an allowance to the Jeader of the
opposition.

He (Fielding) agreed with the first min-
ister that this was another evidence of

Hon. Mr. Power Claims $2,000,000!
Would Fit Intercolonial for Traffic
for Next 50 Years—Others Back!

Ottawa, July 17—(Special)—In the een-
ate today Hon. Mr. Power reminded the
house that the original scheme for the
transcontinental railway did not provide
for any line from Quebec bridge to Monec-
ton, but this line was provided for in the
other house. It was alleged that a line
could be built between those points which

would be very much shorter than the In-
tercolonial. Ome estimate was that the,
line would be 150 miles chorter but the
more probable reduction was 90 miles. The |
legislation was paesed with the expecta- |
tion that a great eaving would be made. !

Within the last few weeks there had!
been published an interim report which, |
in his judgment, showed that the expecta-
tions would not be realized. He quoted
Mr. Butler as confirming his contention.
He noticed the engineer estimated the cost |
at $33,000 per mile, or about $16,000,000 in |
all. He thought it would amount to $20,-
000,000 and this would be expended in prac-
tically paralleling the I. C. R. The con-
sequence would be that the new road,
being leased to the company, weculd take
the cream of the traffic and the I. C. R.i
deficit would be increased.

Urged Grovernment to Pause.

Under 'the circumstances he thought the
government ehould pause and consider be-|
fore going any further. He contended that |

\ WITTE HAS NO POWER
MORE MONEY ALL AROUND T( MAKE PEACE TREATY

Czar’s Chief Plenipoten

tiary Talks on Coming

Conference

Says Japan’s Terms May Be Too Harsh for Russia to
Accept and in That Case the Country Would be United to
Continue the War for Years---He is for Peace, But Not
at Any Price---Says His Country is Far From Being
Crushed But Internal Conditions Are Bad.

St. Petersburg, July 17.—M. Witte, the
senior Russian peace plenipotentiary, re-
ceived the correspondent of the Associa-
ted Press 4t his villa on Yelagin Island
at 9.30 o’clock this morning. In according
the honor of an interview to the Associa-
ted Press he s1id he expressly desired it
stated that he had declined all previous
requests of journalists for interviews and
would decline all future requests. He fur-
ther said that he made an exception in
the case of the Associated Press as it was
the representative of the press of the Uni-
ted States and as he was about to become
the temporary guest of the United States,
and also as a mark of the particular sym-
pathy he felt toward that great country.

After greetings, which were cordial, the
conversation gravitated quickly to the high
mission with which the Russian states-
man is charged and ‘the disposition of the
foreign press to interpret his appointment
as an indication that Russia had declined
to make peace at any price.
~ “No,” said his excellency, straightening
up in his chair and speaking slowly and
distinctly, as if weighing the value of each
| word. “In the finst place, 1 have been
| designated by the emperor as his ambassa-
| dor extraordinary for pour parlers with
i the Japanese plenipotentiaries to ascer-
tain whether it is possible to conclude a
treaty of peace. My personal views are
of secondary importance, but my ideas
are in entire accord wth those cf my
friend, Count Lamedorff (foreign minis-
ter).

“In eerving my emperor, I have re-
ceived precise instructions from his ma-
jesty and shall follow them.
