A new cure for consumption has been
discovered by a Russian physieian, Dr.

Having observed that eonsumption and
its cognate disorders are unknown
among the Tartar tribes who habitually
‘drink keumis, or fermented mares’ milk,
both as a beverage aud as a portion of
their daily foed; it occurred to him that
koumis might possess medical propertics.
He accordingly started a koumis estab-
lishment at Samara, and tried the marcs’
milk with consnmptive patients, with
highly beneficial results.

The captain inform-
ed him that he could -not tolerate
such neglect of duty, whefeupon he
drew a knife, and exclaiming, “Captain,
I will kill you!” stabbed him in four
places betore he could resist. The mur-
derer effected his escape, and up to the
date of the Tatest advices had eluded. the
vigilance of the authorities. ‘The unfor
tunate wictim, who only survived.a short
time, was interred in the Protestant
cemetery at Barcelona.
