' OTTAWA CORRESPONDENCE.

OrrAawa, May'30.
Proceedings in Parlisment since my

letter was written have been rather
ninteresting, and not very varied. ~ The
Pacific Railway Bill has passed through
Committee of the Whole, and will, with
some slight amendments, be accepted by
the Government. The real fight will
take. place on the motion to receive the
report of the Committee of the Whole.
Yesterday, ‘the debate on Costigan’s
motion asking for the disallowance of the
New Brunswick School Act was resumed,
and a lively discussion which lasted the
entire "sitting, ensned. When the
debate was %oumed at the request of’|
Mr. Smithy on the 22nd inst., there
appeared # be a dispositien on the part
oFthe Heuse to adopt Mr. Chauveau’s
amendment, especially as the Govern-
ment had themselves favorably

{|towards it. The full import of the

It seemed so much more reasomable
