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aimitted their doubts, even while
expressing thelr hope of fature immor-
tality. Tom Paine expressed such a
hope, while rejecting Christianity, but
pe implicitly acknowledged that his
hope was based upon his desire and not
upon conviction arising out of the
demonstration of truth. Cicero also
declared his belief in the same doc
trine, but he said further that to be
assured of it we need light from some
divinity.

Unitarianism has to day even less of
faith in it than it had in its begin-
nings, and year after year it is becom-
ipg more and more assimilated to bare
Dsism. We regret to find that Pro-
testantism itself is tending toward the
same condition. A striking evidence
and illustration of this fact was given
in our last week's issue in an article
entitled ¢ Whither Drifting.”

DIOCESE OF LONDON.

Lecture by Rev. Father Cassidy, 8. J.

On Sunday last, the feast of the Presenta-
tion of Our Lady, Rev. Father Cassidy, 8.
1., of New York, delivered a lecture in aid of
the Congregation of the Children of Mary,
in St, Peter's catbedral, London, Inprefac-
ing bis discourse the rev. lecturer said that
the cause which brought the cor gregation
there that evening was tha sacred cause of
charity—to aid the Children of Mary in the
exercise of the virtue of charity. = Mary,
their model, was charity itselt, for we are
told that never was it known that any one
appealed to ber protection and was lett un
aided. And it is fitting that her children
chould imitate her in this virtue as
well as in every other. The Children
of Mary visit the poor aud afilicted,
those confined in prisons and asylums, and
endeavor to allsviate sorrow and wretched
pess no matter where it may be found. And
it was for this society that the rev. lecturer
appealed that evening. The Apostle St,
Taul tells us that Jesus said it is more blessed
to give than to receive, The circumstauce
under which these words were sp sken show us
how very important the ap ystle considered
them. He was on his way to Jerusalem,
to suffer, when he knew he might vot be able
to see certain of his friends again in the flesh,
when he spoke those parting words ot advice
to bis brethren of Ephesus, after telling them
how they were to guard the faithful. In no
other place in holy scripture do we tind these
words, except when spoken by St. Paul,
We do mot, therefore, know  when
our Blassed Saviour expressed them, Si. Paul
must have received them from some of the
other apostles who heard them uttered by
our Divine Master. This shows that not all
of the sayings of Jesus are consigned to writ-
ing. The ﬁeclurer then proceeded to ex
amine the words: '‘It is more blessed to
give thau to receive.”’ He said these words
refer 1o temporal gifts, as it would not be
true to speak in that manner of spiritual
things, unless the giver were constautly in
receipt of spiritual blessings and gave of the

overflow. St. Paul was favered above other
wen, yet he says ‘' 1 chastise my body and
bring it into subjection, lest having

preached to others 1 myself may become a
castaway.” It may not be a pleasure to give
—indeed sometimes we find 1t very hard—
but if we do give we will become blessed, and
in the long run it will brig with it more
happiness than if we were to hoard
the good things God has given us. There
is not a solitary good thing in this world but
which came from the hands of God. They
are, all of them, His gifts. To have the good
thir s of this world brings a great responsi
bility, for we will have to render strict ac
count of how we used them. Todetach oue
celf from the things of this world, the speaker
said, denotes freedom of spirit and a loftiness
of purpose. It was an indication of a mind
that considered the gords of this world as
secondary matter, St Paul was a man like
any of ue, and he says he was " instructed”
to be content with whatscever God gave him.
Hi was a strong character. 1f God sent
him adversity, his heart was 10!
broken by it. ~ \Whatever God sends us in
this world are means fo attain cur final end,
life everlasting. They are sent in
order to belp us save our immortal souls.
When the rich man is so tzken up with
his goods that he becomes their siave, he is
vot using his gifts as a means to attain life
everlasting. Let us take Jesus as our
model, He came into this world for our
sakes. He voluntarily chose alite of poverty,
and if we have poverty in this world it is a
chance for us to get nearer toJesus. Pov-
erty is a passport to heaven. He is truly
wise who is content with everything
God eends him, This is the wis -
dom of the Fathers. If God sends us
riches and we deal out bread to the
hungry the reward we shall receive is
given as follows by Isaias: * Then ehalt
thou call, and the Lord shall hear:
thou shalt ery, and he shall say: Here

am. Then thalt thou be delighted in
the Lord, and I will lift thee up above the high
places of the earth, For the mouth of the
Lord hath spoken it.” .

Immediately after the lecture six of the
Children of Mary tock up a collection for the
poor of the city,  Then followed Benediction
of the Blessed Sacrament, by Rev, M.
Tiernan. His Lordship the Bishop was pres.
ent, attended by Rev. Fathers Tobin and
L. 'Hereaux.

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NEWFOUNDLAND NEWS.

The Irish Soclety Bazaav,

(FOR THE CATHOLIC RECORD).

On the evening of Oct. 26 there opened in
8t Patrick’s hall, St. Johns, a bazaar, the
purpose being to defray expenses incurred in
the fittingup of schools for the Christian
Brothers,who for the past twenty yvears have
bean engaged with ever-increasing success
in the important work of educating the
voath ot the city, The Irish Society,in con-
junction with the late Bishop Power, was in.
strumental in procuring for Newfoundland
the priceless advantage of the service of
these gen!lamen, whose work in connection
with the training of youth is recognized the
world over, The Irish Society in Newfound-
land is known as the Benevclent Irish
Society, and dates back almost to the begin:
pning of tue century. As a centre of charit-
able undertaking, and an organization whkich
has spared no Jabor and expense in advanc-
ing education in the community, it has fully
astablished its claim to the title of Benevo
lent., Right Rev. Dr. Howley, in his admir-
able history of the Church in Newfoundland,
pays the following tribute to the B. 1. 8:
“To this pariod (1854 we owe the institution
of the Benevolent Irish Society, an insti
tute which today, after its eighty years of
existence 186 1880), is in a thurishing and
aver-advancing conditiop, numbering among
its associates nearly all our citizens who
either come directly from the shores of the
Old Land or who glory in the remembrance
that their ancestors claim as the land of their
birth the * green fields of Erin.”’  We may
add that since the Dishop wrote these words
in 1%%6—himself has become patron of the
a-sociation, having been transferred from the
Vicariate ot St. Georges to the ancient parent
diocese of St, Johns: that he has on every
occasion forwarded the interest of the society,
and found in it in return a source of
strength and support: and also that the
society, even in i's brightestdays, was never
more flourishiog than at precent, 1t holds in
its ranks nearly all the young men of the town
of Irish descen®, and is every month increas-
ing its roll.  To continue from the Bishop's
ecclesiastical history : ** At a preliminary
meeting of Irish gentlemen, held on Fab. 5,
1806, it was agreed that a society formed
upon true principles of benevolence and
philanthropy would be the most effactual
mode of establishing a permanent relief to the
wretched and distressed.  The object of the
gociaty,’’ writes the Bishop, was two - fold,
benevolent or charitable and intellectual or
educational, Only the Recording Angel
kvows the thousaunds of cases of poverty
relieved by this society during the
past  eighty  vears. In th:. year
1826 a plot of ground was secured in the
rear of the town and the building so long and
familinrly known as the Orphan Asylum
was erected. It was opened 1n May, 1827.
The upper portion contained the grand ban-
quetting hah where for over half a century
sons of St. Patrick held their yearly dinners,
balls and reunions. Many 4 lively song and
soul stirring speech have made those old
walls resound ; many a hearty cheer or ring-
ing laugh has made the chandeliers rattle ;
and many are the happy, and not a few the
sad memeries which circle around the old
gpot, recalling those who are gune who once
held the highest places in tbe land.” The
present Irith Society hall dates back to

Christian Brothers. The work done by the
society since then, and the advances made
by Education under the Brothers, would form
a noble chapter in the Church bistory of the
colony. The hall stands on the brow of
Cathedral Lill, across the street from the
cathedral. Itis a stone building of mansard
style and surmounted by a graceful tower
which commands a wide view of city, coun-
try and occean. The ground on which it 1s
built is enclosed by an iron railing ; the hall
is Jaid out in a suite of schools and committes
rooms below: above is the large dramatic
hall —in which is being now held the
bazaar. Amongst the many decorations
of this spacious room is a life like painting
of the late Bishop Power, done by tha master
hand of our Newfoundland artist, Henry
Bradshaw, Esq. The approach to the hall
has been tastetully planted with evergreen
treas, which, being sat with lamps, make a
picturesque avenue, and create an artistic
effect. 1'he bazaar room is ornamented with
rare skill, and the effect of the wares dis
posed on the ditfarent tables, is quite dazzl-
1ng. One table has attached to it an historic
interest, being placed under the inspiring
name ot Cabot. The opening of the buzuar
last night was made in due form. There
were present on the platform, besides the
committee, His Lordship Bishop Howlay,
and Sir Ambrose Shea, recently returned
from London to spend a short time in his
native land. J. D. Ryan, Esq., President of
the B. I. 8., in a business like and eloquent
address, set forth the objact of the bazaar,
Mr. Ryan was one of the delegates selected
to represent Newfoundland last year at
the Irish Race Convention, Bishop Howley
in a etirring speech formally opened the
bazaar, and the next speaker was Sir Am
brose Shea, who delivered a forceful, patri
otic address, every word showing forth the
statesman and the lover of country. Sir
Ambrose remarked that he was returning to
Newfoundland in connection with certain
mining investments, which, as he clearly
and eloquently showed would tend to the
prosperity of the colony, He also congratu
lated the Brothers on the work done for the
intellectual development of the youth of the
country.

ot the latest popular memoir of Martin Luther,
may be accepted, we take it, as atypical
Lutheran, and at the very outset of his
work he places the position of Lutheranism
toward Christianity in a light which admits
of no mistake. We would bespeak especial
attention to these opening sentencas, for they
reveal a mental defect often observed in some
of our non Catholic preachers and publicists

want of sense of the relative proportions of
things. Luther, says Freytag, has been
condemned for many ideas which he da
tended against both “ reformed ' and Cath
olics, He was barsh, unjust, even cruel,
toward bis adversaries, These things are
repudiated by *' the freer intelligance of the
present age.”' But those who deplore the
strife which he brought may assert, says
I'reyvtag, * that the holy mystical apostasy
from Jadaism was not pecessary; why did
not tha Apostlas reform the venerable high

I'his is Freytag's method ot illustration. It
is not to belittle Hampden or Washington to
say that there is not a particle of comparison
between their action and the awful tragedy
connected with the redemption of man. Yet
to minds like Luther’s, we may now perceive,
there was nothing represented by the change
from Judaism to Christianity that might not
be imitated in a revision and reconstruction
of the doctrines and ritual of the Christian
Church at any time that a sufliciently
“strong " and independent minded theorist,
with a sufticiently strong backing, arose to
demand it.

We have said that Freytag is ingenuous.
Does not his plain statement of his mental
position reveal a charming simplicity ?
What sense do we find here of the
divinity of the Saviour of mavkiod? Even
among Unitarians we might look for a more
reverential appreciation of the sublime tigure
which has elevated tallen bumanity for all
time, W hat did it matter to Luther that the
Founder had said to His Church at its incep
tion, ** Behald, I am with you all days even
to the consummation of the world 7"~ As the
Church was liable to err, so He, hke Hamp
den or William the Silent or Washington,
was liable to err, or at least to ba too san-
guine, This was the ' Reformers’ " thought ;
their open rebellion at .4st put that thought
into shape.

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A PROTESTANT MINISTER ON
RELIGIOUS " LIBERALISM.’

Itis a pity when a good word bacomes so
perverted that it means an evil thing, Sach
a word is ‘' Liberal " and its derivatives,
As 4 synonym of ‘'generous,’’ characteriz
ing a man's attitude towards thosa less
favored with this world's goods than himself,
or implying charity in s judgment of his
fellows ; or, as in Northern countries, identi
fication with the cause of the In-,vpl.-' in poli
tics, ' libaral "' is a nobla word,

It has bean perverted by torcing it into
association with religious matters 1o which
it cannot possibly have any righteous rela
tion

Oane wounld hardly look for an accurate
definition and condemnation of religious
liberalism from a Protestant minister. Yot
the most devoted Catholie could not improve
on its characterization by the Rav
Berle, a Congragational minister ot Boston,
in his last Sunday's sermon. Says Mr,
Berle : .

*“Applied to religion, and especially to
Christianity, the term ‘liberalism’ has be-
come the symbol cf absolutely the worst
firms of irrationalism and nonsense, It has
been the beautiful veneer for atheism and un
belief. It has bacome tha rallyng poiat for
godlessness and every form of erime
Liberalism in religion 1s a contradiction in
terms. 1f a man’s religion has to him the
authority and signiticance raligion ought to
have, then be can no more be liberal with it
than he can with the axioms of geometry
It is one of the sigus of the mental and
spiritual delusivns that prevail that men
suppose they can be more liberal with their
veligion than they can with their led zers, or
broader in their religion than they are with
their cash balances.”

Here is food for thought for those shallow
people who delight to be called * Liberal™
Catholies.

What is a "' liberal "' Catholic 7 A man or
woman superficially instructed on the secu
lar side, and still more lightly on the re
ligious side, He knows the words of the
principal articles of faith, but not their
spirit. His religions practice is cold formal
ism, Ha would fear to die without priest or
sacraments, but he is not atraid to live with
scant recourse to them,

He suspacts there iy some truth in the al
lagations brought Ly its enemies against the
Church. e 1s sure that it is narrow and
unprogressive,  He often wishes though ha
wou'd not put his wish into words—that he
had been born out of the Church, with a herit
age of invineible ignorance,

Whils not bold enough to break absclutely
with the Church, he tninks to placate non
Catholics by showing how much more broad
minded and progressive he is than his raelig-
ion : and bow hard it is for him to find con-
gemal associates among its {ollowers.

He pays ungrudgingly to the last far
thing the claims of the world, but is pir-
simonious with those of God.

He ohjects to religious schools ; disre
gards the Church’s opposition to mixed mar
riages, and 1ts prohibition of Catholic attend
ance at non Catholic religious services : is
vary sasily scandalizad at the human failigs
of churchmen ; says often that it matters
litile what a man beliaves, provided he does
right; of “'sectarian and non-sec
tarian,’ as if the Church were a sect {1s con
vineed of the intellectual and social superior-
ity of non Catholics, and very insecurs as 10
his own place in society : lays to the score of
his unpopular religion s possible slow suc-
cess in business or polities, and his family’s
probable slow advanee in social lifa ; and is,
take him all in all, as mean spirited a snob
and coward as walks the earth.

He has done much to bring his Faith into
