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opment; a I per cent. solution of
hypo added cautiously to the oxalate
developer may save a very under-ex-
posed print. Citric, -or acetic, acid
may be used instead of sulphuric acid

for cleaning, but are not quite so -

good. The prints should be allowed to
dry spontaneously, as the application
of heat will melt the gelatine, and the
result will not be artistic; but for
rapid drying they should be passed
through a bath of methylated alcohol,
which will dry them in about ten
minutes.

Clearing Solution.— To remove
yellow stains caused by developer.

Sulphate of iron........ 30zs
Sulphuric acid......... I oz.
Alum................. I oz.
Water ................ 20 ozs

First wash well to remove all hypo
from the negative, then immerse in
the above solution until the stain is
removed ; again wash well and dry.
