Qetly, co-operative action, between the general and the Provincial Legislatures. In theriegantime, and before any such concurrent action can be agroed upon, your Committee

0omzend that such care and assistance be extended to emigrants arriving sea-ward as
'ay be necessary.

Your Committee recommend a discontinuance of the Agency at Wolverhampton, in
nglahd, and such a reduction of the staff at the Quebec, Toronto, and other agencies as
e be made consistently with the recommendation in the preceding paragragh, with a

VieW to the çarly re-organization of these agencies.
As the success of the immigrant depends greatly upon his willingness and ability to

ggest that great caution and circumspection should guide any public effort to induce

tersons to immigrate. While Canada offers health, prosperity, and freedom to the indus-
1'Olis laborer and mechanic, she cannot, safely, assume any responsibilities on behalf of

Persons whose occupations or habits have been unfavorable to self-reliance or to the prac-
tical exercise of intelligent effort.
