binder to move from the reserve, at the same time reporting

to the Department that Mr. Bookbinder or the Hodgson Trading

Company had a business at the village of Hodgson and also

just outside of the Fischer River reserve, and that the re-

ports of the actions of his sons, who would have charge of

the store on the bisher River reserve, if allowed, were

unsatisfatory, and it would seem wise to refuse any autr

City for his establishment on the Fischer River reserve in any

capacity.
