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While somebody eeld et the meetUm that the problem wee net 
te remind the Canadian people of this government’s we» effort, 
but te tell thee whet weald be dee» for thee le the future, 
eepeetelly the pest-war period, levertbeless, it boom to »» 
that thle ie an excellent opportunity for the Liberal Party 
to explain why a great easy of the plans whieh they are new 
prepared te put into effect have not been dealt with pre­
viously.
How, as to seess of these planes
First, I think it would be an exeelient thing If each Industry 
were ealled upon te nake It their business te see that their 
employees were addressed at open meetings and told a greet many things about the government with whieh, at the moment, 
they are unfamiliar. The only infer»»tien they are new getting 
on the administration 1» the distorted picture provided by 
the aetlve O.C.F. Party. Such a scheme as I suggest eould take 
In radio addressee by the se-ealled "big men or Industry.
Per example. Hr. Morris Wilson of the Royal Bank eould go on the 
air and tell the people that he started life as a poor bey in 
Lunenburg, and eeuld give the progressive steps of his advance- 
eon t, whieh eould only have happened in a democracy such as 
we have been aeeustesssd to, where free enterprise is allowed 
to function. The main point in euoh an address would be to 
tell every working man la Canada that he he» the same 
opportunity to advance in his particular field ef effort under 
our present system.
(2) I would suggest that the Liberal government appoint a 
woman as a Joint - or Deputy Minister ef Labour. There are 
tremendous numbers ef women employed today in industry and I 
think that such a move en the part of the government would have 
enormous appeal.
While I am on the question ef Labeur, I would etrdngly urge 
that the government take immediate action te appoint a etronger 
man ae Minister ef Labeur - one who would hove the confidenee 
ef the publie and ef labeur lteelf - or to see that the 
present feeling that the Depjtrtment ef Labour is not functioning 
efficiently be dispelled In corns way.
(3) Old Age Pensions le a very eore peint and a controver­
sial eubjeet in the mind» of meet people throughout Canada 
today, and I would euggest that the government do domething 
really worthwhile In the matter of eld age penalone, and te 
advlee the publie immediately of what le being dome.
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
