Perhaps not easy to recall that more than 5 
years have gone by since Hie Excellency 
was sworn in as Governor General - at 
Ottawa - on June 81, 1940.

That event, at a moment when the impact 
of war in Europe was beginning to be felt 
(Kaai Invasion of Norway and Denmark,
Has! penetration into Belgium and Holland 
Military collapse of France)

— must have recalled many memories of tarn 
earlier wars to His Excellency; most 
of his life a professional soldier

Canada - first visit 1901
”r...... ,T,e - had been appointed Governor

General in summer of 1914; but because 
of outbreak of World war I did not take
