Bonar, for seven cents ; 1600 pages of Tracts for fifty cents ; beauti­
fully U lustrated Children’s Papers for one cent, some idea may be 
formed ol the many hundreds of thousands of Bibles, Books, Papers 
and Tracts thus scattered over the land, all pointing aaxious sinners 
to Christ, and comforting the careworn and afflicted.

Pastoru of Churches, Missionaries, Y. M. C. Associations, Sabbath- 
schools, visitors among the poor, the eiok, the seamen, and Humane 
Institutions have been aided by such liberal grants in tracts and re­
duction in prices of books as the resources of the Society permitted.
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
