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let me l>e simply buried. And when I am in my 
coffin, and covered up under the sod, and you are 
in this room, open that wardrobe, dear mother ; 
and you will see my last ball dress, and when you 
look upon that dress, you will see the sign of your 
sin, and of my doom.” Thus she died. Oh reader, 
be warned ; be entreated to pause and reflect ere you 
say like Felix, “go thy way for this time.” Re­
member to-morrow is the word by which Satan blinds 
and deceives.

The Gospel is the good news of God about His Son 
the Lord Jesus Christ, for a sinner such as you, that 
for you, even for such as you, God has got forgive­
ness, peace, glory, a place with Christ where Christ 
is noir. It is His joy to ijive to receive; His delight 
to make you a child of day, and of light. Christ has 
died, has risen again, is now in glory, the author of 
eternal salvation to every poor soul that looks to 
Him.
