Now to commence with the noble horse, who
among the thousands reading of to much fat
ever saw a colt, having proper, liberty for ex-
ercise, to fat? and suppesing a natural good
constitution combined with his owner's good
care, and liberal feed ing will cause a round,
mole-like appearance, bow will the flesh and
fat injuire the colt? Will his sleek, plump,
bappy-looking freme make bis legs ache to
carry it about? Did any one ever see a colt
that pature did not provide wuscle and one
enough to grow with the body unless some
body sbut up the animal and prevented daily
development ? Nature if not interfered with,

generally fail, so that instead of too much fat,
a loss of flesh, strength and life will follow. A
young colt too lat, indeed !

calves too fat? Who possesses lambs or tegs
too tat? Will the objectionable fat prevent

The sheep, tairly weighed,
when fat, equals in my estimation, at least a
bundred and forty fellows and their wives
whom 1 know—at least, pccorking to my taste

bear false witness, nor malice, nor pays too
little income tax, nor beats bis wife, nor ne-
glects his tamily, nor uses immoral labguage,
nor sets & bad example. At least no sheep that
I bave known (and I bave known as many
sheep as I have known men); and I repeat
that, fairly weighed up, I would sooner bave
one sheep to deal with than one hundred and
forty fellows und their wives—even if you
threw me into the bargain all the mothers-in-
law as well.”

PREPARING POULTRY FOR MARKET,

A New York firm of ¢ ission merchants
give the following directions for preparing poul-
try for this market :

**Becure plump, well-fatted birds. Bleed
toem in the throat. Scald enough to make the
feathers come off easy ; pick both feathers and
pin feathers all off nicely, taking care not to
bruise or break the skin in any way. If one
or two in the lot should accidentally get bruis-
ed or have the skin broken, sell or use at Lome,
as they will burt the sale of the whole lot.
Leave all the entrails in, and bead and feet on.
Atter they are dressed, hang them in a cool
place, where they will dry off and get stiff be-
fore packing. Pack in boxes or barrels, in nice,
glean rye straw ; if this cannot be obtained, dry

oat straw may be ysed. Be sure and pack sol-

id, so they will not bruise in trapsit. Pack with
breasts down. Poultry prepared in this way
always finds a ready market, while poor, balf-
dressed, sweaty (caused by packing while warm)
and bruised lots, will not sell well at any time.”

CLEANING KID GLOVES.

The Country Gentleman furnishes its readers
with the following: Take a little sweet milk
and a piece of white or brown soap. Fold a
clean towel three or lour times, spread out tLe
glove smootbly upon it. Take a large piece
ot white flaonel, dip it into the milk, then rub
it upon the soap, and rub the glove downward
toward the fingers, bolding the wrist of it by
the leit hand.” Continue this process until the
glove, if white, looks of a dingy yellow, hut if
colored, looks dark and entirely spoiled. Now
let it dry, and tken pot it on your band, apd
it will be soft, smooth, glossy, and (lean,
