ive. To fauen twelve fowls, 3 coop
may be three feet long, eighteen inches
‘bigh, sod eighieen inches deep, made en-
tirely of bars. No part of it solid—neither
top, side sor botiom, Discretion muet be
used sccording 10 the sizes of the chickens
put up. They do not want room ; indeed
the closer they are, the better—provided
they can all stand up the same time. Core
must be taken to put up such ss have been
sccustomed 1o be togetber or they will fight.
«If one is quarrelsome, it is betier o re-
move it at once ; as, like other bad exem-
ples, it soon fiode imitstors. A diseased
chicken should not be put up.
** The food should be grouad osts ; and
may either be put in 8 trough, or on a flat
bosrd running slong the front of the coop.
It may be mixed with water or milk ; the
latter is better. It should be well slsked,
forming a pelp as loose as can be, provided
it does not run off the board They must
be well fed three or four times per day—
the first time as soon after daybresk as may
be possible or consenient, and then atinter-
vals of four hours: Each meal should be
ss much and o more then they cen eat up
clean. When they have done feeding, the
board should be wiped, and some gravel may
be spread. [t couses them to feed esnd
thrive.
* Afier aforinight of this ireatment you
will have good fat fowls. [i, however, there
are but four or six 10 be faited, they must
wot have 8s much room as though there were
twelve. Nothiog is essier than to allot
them the proper space ; as it is ooly neces-
sary to have two or three pieces ol wood to
between the bars, sad form a paristion.
his may also serve wheo fowls are up at
different degrees of fainess. This requires
attention, or fowls will not keep fat or beal-
thy. Assoon as the foyl is sufficiently
fatted it must be killed ; otherwise it will
still get fat, but it will loose flesh. 1f fowls
are mntended for the maket, of course they
.are, or may be, all faited at omce; but it
for home cossumption, it is better v put
them up &t such intervale' as will suit the
time when they will be required for table.
Whean the time arrives for kiling, whether
they are meant for market or otherwise, they
should be fasied, without food or water for
twelve or fifieen hours- This enables them
10 be kept for some time after being killed.
