The numercus and peculiar = activities . of
Methodism make the last month of the eecle-
siastical year one of peculiar interest. The
amounts contributed by each circuit to the con-
nexional funds have to be fully made up in
time for the District Meetings ; the various cir-
cuit statistics have to be prepared and ready
also; the Missionary collections and lists ought
to be complete at the same time; the reports
from the missions and circuits are then required;
a great variety of business relating to each cir-

cuit has to be arranged and finished ; . the
stewards prepare for a final settlement of the
claims of the ministers; candidates are pro-
posed to the Conference, and probationers are
preparing for their annual examination in the
course of study ; many ministers and their fiimi-
lies are about to separate from those whom they
have loved, and are making preparation for
removal to “another part of the country, per-
haps anxiously contriving to meet pecuniary
demands which a considerable deficiency makes
very embarrassing; and a variety of things
have to be attended to, which need not be par-
ticularised. All this makes the month of May
one ip which our ministers bave scarcely any
Jeisure at all. Their labour is very much light-
ened where there is an active membership, espe-
cially when the official members are active and
willing to do their proper share of the work.
On many circuits the official brethren are so
considerate in this respect, that” the superin-
tendent finds it easy to get through smoothly
and pleasantly ; but there are some circuits in
which a painfully different spirit prevails, where
indeed the Superintendent has everything to do
himself.

Methodist Ministers, and Superintendents
especially, have many duties and various kinds
of work to perform, from which ministers of
other churches are exempt. But this is because
the Methodist system is more complete, and aims
to accomplish more than other chureh systems.
