In this way we would not impair our
permanent reserve, nor would we charge
up an unfair expense against our "rmqh
for next year In addition, the directors
have thought it advisable to make an
allowance of 21000000 for doubtful
debts, which has been taken out of the
earnings of the present year It s
customary for companies such as ours to
make provision for such lo
occur from time to time. We have never
done so in the past, but there are a few
accounts on which the Company will
not realize in full, and consequently this
reserve has been made to meet such cases
It is the first reserve fund of this nature
that has been made since the Company
commenced business. It is gratifying“to
report that our Calgary office has returned
a profit of about 2850000 for the year,
and Mr. Fream. our Alberta director, by
his attention to the office has contributed
not a hittle to this result
Future Policy

I wish to discuss briefly the future
policy of the Company in respect to the
development of its commercial business
and its place among the affiliated farmers’

organizations in advancing the interests
of the farmers along social and economic
lines When the Company was started
six years ago conditions were about as
bad as they had been at any time in the
history of the West The grain trade
of the country was very rapidly becoming
concentrated in the hands of a small
group who controlled the elevators in
the country The of this
monopoly were such that in sheer despera-
tion the farmers had to do something
The appeal, therefore, for the formation
of a Company to handle their grain fell
upon listening ears. It is not too much
to say that in a very large degree it was
born out of a feeling of resentment and
anger against the methods of the organ-
ized grain trade. There were many who
doubted at the time if such a company
would  sueeeed The enthusiasm that
resulted from the actions brought against
certain members of the Grain Exchange
by the Manitoba Grain Growers’ as-
soaintion for conspiring to restrain trade,
cacried the Company along and gave it
a commanding P-Nilinn in the eves of
the farmers of Western Canada. Since

then the ideas held hy farmers genera
Iy at that time of the Company have
changed There were many at that time
who thought it would exist for a few
years and then crumble to decay, as
many other farmers’ organizations had
done The success the Company attained,
however. in its business. the fact that it
made profits and paid dividends, inapired
confidence in that very large section of

farmers who believed ot |m;>~u-‘-lr for
a company managed by farmers to sue
cred The doubters men who had

perhaps been bitten before in similar
enterprises, changed their views The
Company attained a position where it
was respected, and in some cases feared
by the business community. The point
1 wish to make is this. In the first few
years of its existence the Company was
ecarried along by an enthusiasm created
largely by the spectacular fight put up
by the organized Grain Growers This
kind of enthusiasam, as was naturally
to ‘he expected, has waned and has been
replaced in a large degree by the sober
conviction that the Company can do its
business and huaild it up along sane co
The success the ( ompany
has attained has given a stimulus to co
operative effort on the part of farmers
in a great many districts, and it is there
fore of the greatest importance that our
A study of
the development of co-operative enter
prises in other parts of the world indicate
that they have passed through much

operative lines

activities he wisely directed

the same experience as our own Mr
Wm. Maxwell, for years head of the
Scottish Co-operative Society, and now

chairman of the World's International
Co-operative Alliance, stated in Win-
nipeg last summer that the thing that
made co-operation possible and suécessful
in the Old Country was the “driving
force of poverty.” He added. *“You
have not got those conditions in this
country yet. There are very few, if aay,
of your people wondering where their
next meal is to come from. or how they
are going to pay next month's rent.”
He also stated that if we n Canada
continued to build up commercial trusts
and combines there was no doubt the day
would come when many of our people
would be in just that position In the
light of this testimony it is of supreme
importance that our policies for the future
be wisely laid and soundly develaped
