SAYS GEN. FRENCH

In Official Report to Earl Kitchener, Reviewing the Opera-

tions of the British Force

s Up to the Present—Stirring

Details of the Troops’ Heroic Gallantry Against Over-
whelming Attacks by Germans Makes Thrilling Read-

ing For the Civilized Wor

id

London, Sept.
report of Field-Marshal Sir John
French, in command of the British
forces in France, covering the British
operations = since they landed in
Ftrance, was made public today.

The report is addressed to Earl
Kitchener, the Secretary of War, and
its publication indicates that the Gov-
ernment is responding to the public
demand for fuller information on the
progress of operations, so far as the
British forces are conerned in France.

The report is published in The Lon-
don Gazette, the official organ. It fol-
lows: ,

“The transportation of troops from
England by rail and sea was effected
in the best order and without a check.
Concentration was practically com-
pleted on the evening of Friday, Aug.
21. and I was able to make disposi-
tions to move the force during Satur-
to positions I considered most
favorable from which to command op-
erations which General Joffre re-
guested me to undertake.

nai. He also informed me that the
two reserve French divisions and the
fifth French army corps on my right
were retiring, the Germans having on
the previous day gained possession of
the passage of the Sambre betwecn
Charleroi and Namur.

“In view of the possibility of 1ay
being driven from the Mons position
I had previously ordered a position
in the rear to be reconnoitered. The
position rested on the fortress
Maubeuge on the right an extenfled
west to -Jenlain, southeast of Valen-
ciennescn on the left.

“The position was reported
cult to hold, because standing crops
and buildings made the sighting of
trenches very difficult and limited the
fire in many iyé)ﬁortant localities.

Retire to Maubege

“When the news of the retirement
of the French and the heavy Germani
force threatening on my front reach- 1
ed me I endeavored to confirm it by
aeroplane reconnitering and as a re- |
sult of this I determined to effect a
retirement to the Maubege position at |
daybreak on the 24th. 1

The Left Attacked

“Towards midnight the enemy ap-
peared to be directing his principal
effort against our/left. I had previ-
ously ordered GeL.eral AHtenby, with
the cavalry, to act vigorously in ad-
vance of my left front, and endeavor
to take the pressure off. About 7.30
.in the morning, General Allenby re-
ceived a message from Sir Charles
Gerguson, commanding the fifth di-
vision, saying he was very hard press
ed and in urgent need of support. On
receipt of this message, General Al-
lenby drew in his cavalry brigade, as
he thought he saw a good opportun-
ity to paralyze the further advance
jof the enemy’s infantry by making a
mounted attack on his flank.

“He formed up and advanced for
this purpose, but was held up by wire
about five hundred yards from his ob-
jective, and the Ninth Lancers and
the Eighteenth Hussars suffered
severely in the retirement of the bri-
gade.

Brigades Brought Up

“The Nineteenth Infantry Brigade,
'.which had been guarding the line of
communications, was brought by rail
to Valenciennes on the 22nd and 23rd.
On the morning of the 24th they were
moved out to a position south of
Quarouble to support the left flank of
the secord corps. With the assist-
ance of cavalry, Sir Horace Smith
Durrion was enabled to effeet his re-
treat to a new position, although hav-
ing two corps of the enemy on his
front and one threatening his flank.
He suffered great losses in doing so.

New Position

“At nightfall a position was occu-
pied by the second corps to the east
of Bavay the first corps to the right.

“The right was protected by the
fortress of Maubege, the left by the
Nineteenth Brigade in position be-
