William . R. 'Ge'o;ge. - Who
Founded Rescue Home
for Boys.

[Canadian Press Despatch]

NEW YORK, Dec. 18.—Removal
of William R George from active par-
ticipation in the affairs of the George
Junior Republic at Freeville, New
York, founded by him more than ten
years ago, is recommended by the
state board of charities in a report
adopted by the board yesterday and
made public to-day. George’s moral
conduct is severely condemned.

An investigation begun more than
six months ago, resulted in the re-
commendation. More than fifty wit-
nesses in six states were examined
with regard to charges of loose liv-
ing made against George by three
yourig women, former members of
the republic. The oldest of these
charges' dated back to 1904; the most
recent was several years old. . The
testimony was unprintable, and no
verdict as to whether the charges
were proved, - was rendered, by the
committee, under whose directionthe
investigation was made.

“The character of the principals in
these charges would make it impos-
sible to prove them by unsupported
testimony,” said Henry A. Wise, at-
torney for the committee. “It is my
opinion that no court of law would
accept the unsupported word of any
of these three girls in a case involuv-

ying the conduct of a man like George.

who had never been guilty of im-
morality.”

Notwithstanding, the board strong-
ly condemneéd the conduct of George
in dealing with members of the Re-
public, adopting ' the following reso-
lution, amon gothers:

“That Mr. William R. George be
removed in fact from any connection
whatever with the Republic,as your
committee is firmly of the opinion
that his usefulness at Freeville has
long since ended.”

The George Jitnior Republic, was
founded by William R. George as a
harbor of refuge. for bad boys. [Its
pioneer members were the toughs of
the old Bowery. These young =men
were taken to the hills of Freeville,
near Fthaca. and:.under George's di-
rection governed themselves in the
republic “which*; he founded. George
was a benevolent despot. He was call-
ed “Daddy” George by his proteges,
and his chief aim, he has often said,
was to bring to; an atmosphere of
home life, the wayward boys—and
girls, afterwards admitted—who had
strayed.

TORONTO, Dec. 18—With refei-
ence to the regulation of the Depart-
menlt of Education regarding admis-
sion of pupils to high schools ‘withs
out passing an entrance examination,
Dr. Seath, superintendent_of educa-
tion, says the regulation is simply an
explanation of the existing rule. For
some years it has been the practice
examine candidates for high schonl
entrance in the subjects of Part 2,
that is reading, spelling, geography
arithmetic. = coniposition. writing,
grammar and literature and to accept
in iieu of a written' examination the
p;incipal’s certificate -declaring thar
proper attention has beengiven to the
sitbjects, in part 1, viz., history, arrt,
hygiene and nature study. :

Education boards had the power tu
accede to the request of any education
authority to accept the principal’s re-
commendation instead of examining
candidates on the subjécts of part 2.
also. 5
In Ottawa the written entrance ex-
amination was last year abolished al-
togather by the powers under the re-
gulation.
