But even on these side issues the 
opponents have been mercilessly 
routed, aud their figures and asser­
tions completely refund and dis­
proved.

We believe that the Scott Act is 
the best available means to shut up 
those fountains of crime and iniquity 
scattered all over the country, and if 
carried and enforced, that it will prove 
effectual in hastening a total prohib­
itory law for the whole Dominion. 
In the meantime it will greatly re­
duce the quantity of liquor sold, and 
put an eud to the treating system and 
open bars now existing at every cross­
road and four corners.
