Holme's Residenée Examined Close-
ly and Fresh Evidenece of Mur-
der Obtained.

"Poronto, July®22.—The bodies of Alice
and little Nellle Pietzel have at-<last
found a resting place.. On Baturday af-
ternoon two small graves were opened in
8t. James' cemetery, and in them the
victims were laid. Two children’s hearses
left Humphrey's establishment and met
& closed carriage i the mother,
Mrs. Pietzel, detectives Grier and Cuddy.
The mother, although scarcely
after her experience of yesterday, to the
Jtask of leaving her apartments, insisted
on participating in the last sad rites. A

ash grate of the Holmes house resulted
in another startling discovery, when two
more bones human ones were
found among the refuse. The bones were
badly burned and were handled with
great care to prevent their breaking. The
finding of the supposed ribs with the
burned® woman's shoe, the buttons and
-the piece of\cloth, is considered by the
police as practically proving that at least
a portion of the body of a woman had
been cremated. Late in the afternobn a
bunch of human hair was found in the
chimney of Holmes’ house *by several
newspaper reporters. The stovepipe had
been taken down, and, clinging to the
bricks of the chimney, was found a quan-
tity of hair. The police were notified,
and, on examination, the hair found was
pronounced that of a woman. The dis-
covery was considered of the greatest
importance by the detectives in charge
of the case. They had been searching
for a hidden well, in- which it was
thought the bodies might have been bur-
jed. When the well was opened a quan-
tity of gas rushed out into the cellar,
overpowering the searchers. One of the

_laborers rushed to their assistance, and,

striking a match, an explosion followed.

Four men ‘were carried out badly burn-
«d, but, contrary to first reports, it is
not thought that any were fatally injur-
ed. Search was immediately resumed by
another force of men. It was.at first
thought by the officers in charge that the
discharge was caused by dynamite. They
hastily surmised that a trap had been
laid by Holmes to prevent the possibil-
ity of a discovery of the bodies supposed
to be buried there. Among the debris
found in the house was a bottle of car-
bolic acid, which gave rise to'a wild
rumor that oplates had been discovered
with other evidence that: Holmes had
killed his victims with poison and after-
wards burned their bodies. The police,
however, laughed at the story and de-
clared that the carbolic acid had been
probably used as a disinfectant.

Chicago, July 23.—Mrs, Pietzel has re-
turned from Toronto. éhe is now ready
to tell that she knows regarding the
operations of Holmes as an insurance
swindler. She made -important state-
ments regarding the swindles and the
measures to carry them out, but says
that she was Kept in ignorance that any
of “them entailed murder.

JH, H. Holmes was charged with mur-
der in the city of Chicago- to-day, A
warrant for his arrest on tHat charge
was sworn out by A. Minier; a nephew
of Julla L. Cenmor, of Muscatine, Towa,
Holmes will be charged with having mur-
dered Mrs. Connor sometime between
Aug., 1 and Nev. 1, 1892, A warrant will
be placéd in the hands of Inspector Fitz-
patrick by Mr. Minier and will be dcted
upon the instant that Holmes is freed
from the charges against him in Phila-
delphia. That Mrs, Connor is dead is cer-
tain. Holmes yesterday admitted the
woman was no more, but as usual tried
to shift the blame on someome else. It
is almost as equally certain that Mrs.
Connor's daughter Gertrude is not in the
land of ‘the living. Holmes says he
does not ¥how what has become of her.
The fact that Holmes admits Mrs. Con-
nor's death is mot known to the authorit-
jes in Philadelphia.” He made an ad-
mission yesterday te a man who, with
District Attorney Graham, was closeted
with him in Moyamensing penitentiary.
This is his statement: “Mrs. Connor got
into trouble and a Chicago doctor per-
formed an operation. The job was a
bungling one and the woman died.” This
is the first light shed on the case since
Mrs. Connor disappeared in 1893.

Toronto, July 24—The authorities of
this city have been put in possession of a
number of letters and .documents which
show that: early in December of last
year the authorities of Philadelphia were
cognisant of the faet that Holmes had
made away with the three Pietzel child-
ren. The letters show that on December
15th., President Fouse, of the Fidelity
Mutual Association, wrote to Dr. John
Ferguson, of the Excelsior Life Insurance
Company, in this city, . asking him to
make enquiries with a view to finding
out whether or not Holmes, with three
children, had gone t6 Toronto, Private
detective Hodgins was employed in the
case and in a very short. time found

/ that Holmes and the weman who then

passed off as his wife, had stayed one
day at the Walker house, and several
days at the Palmer house in October last;
that the children had been kept at the
Albion hotel until thé 25th., of October,
and that on the latter day, Mrs. Pietzel
with her baby and her eldest daughter
Dessie, were at the Union house, also
in this city, and that all the parties, with
the exception of Nellle and Alice Piet-
zel, left Toronto on that date. This in-
formation was supplied to Mr. Fouse on
December 22nd., and t surp: is ex-
pressed here that no immediate action
was taken by the m&,nﬂhﬁt—
ies. ~ The Toronto “had .

Toronto, July 24.—The deplorable con-
ditfon of the farmers throughiout this
Province is daily becoming more intensi-
fied.

A meeting of the dectives engaged in
the examination of the house was held
and they announced that in their opin-
‘ion the house had been constructed for
the purpose of deliberate slaughter:

The police gssistants at work on the
Holmes building under the drug store in
the basement to-day uncovered a number
of pieces of what they think are parts]
of a human skeleton. . One piece they
say held two teeth. They think they
have parts of a number of ribs.

Detroit, Jyly 24.—Detective Geyer, of
Philadelphia, has given up the search for
the missing Howard “Pietzel in Detroit
and. left in response to a telegram cal-
ling him to Indianapolis where it is said
developments have been made in .the
case.

Harry H. Holmes, elias Herman W. Mud-
gett, alias H. H. Howard, alias Dr. ‘Howe,
was born near London, N. H. He attended a
medical school at Burlington, Vt.,, and later
married a rosy-cheeked country girl. From
Burlington he went to the University  of
Michigan, at Ann Arbor. There he made the
acquaintance of a young student, and after
leaving college, the two, being without funds,
coneocted an insurance swindle. They then
went to Chicago where Holmes’ accomplice got
himself insured for $12,500. They got hold of
a dead body in Chicago and removed it to
Connecticut, where Holmes identified it'as that
of his friend and collected the * insurance
money, which they divided between them,
Some time afterwards they duplicated . the
fraud, and obtained $10,000 more. Holmes’
first wife had meantime'left him, and he had
married again. Holmes entered into various
schemes, and finally accumulated $30,000 in
Chicago. Then he went tp California, but
returned in a year’'s time to Chicago, where
he organized the Yates-Campbell Company. In
forming it he became acquainted with a pretty
stenographer, named Minnie R. Willlams,
who, with her sister Annie, had inherited $50,-
000 from an uncle at Fort Worth, Texas.
Annie was then attending sehool at Midlothian,
Texas. Holmes and Minnie went to live to-
gether at:No. 701 Sixty-third street, Chicago.
The' Yates-Campbell- Company not proving a
success, Holmes insured his flat for $6,000,
and soon afterward it was burned.- The com-
pany claimed that the fire_was incendiary and
refused to pay anything. After this failure,
Holmes got _Minnie to send for her sister, as
he was going “to be \married and would
shortly - sail for Burope.”” Annie arrived in
Chicago, and made her home with Holmes
and yher sister. A’ month later she suddenly
disappeared.

Ottawa, July 22.—Lord. Aberdeen. don-
ned his Windsor uniform on Saturday
afternoon, the Guards were drawn up in
front of the central tower; such repre-
sentatives of Ottawa’ society as the mid-
summer hegira had left in town were ott
in their best, and all was in readiness
for the prorogation of ParHament.

Soon
after this Minnie disappeared and Holmes
left Chicago. At Terre Haute he became ac-
quainted with Benj. F. Pietzel, and the two
conspired  to swindle the Fidelity Mutual Life
Insurance Company, of Philadelphia. They
took into the scheme one Zephtha Howe, a
lawyer of St. Louls. Pietzel took out a policy
for $10,000 in the company. A common-look~
ing man, who appeared somewhat pressed for
funds op August 18th, 1804, rented the queer
oid house at No. 1316 Callowhill street, Phila-
delphia, paid 12 days’' rent in advance, with
a promise to lease the building for a year. He
gave the name of B. F. Perry. He did not
seem to have any speclal business, but he ad-
vertised agents’ specialties. He also put ad-
vertisements in the papers proposing to . sell
patent rights. The man was B. F. Pietzen
In the minds of many these advertisements
were nothing more orfless than schemes to
get himself known as B. F. Perry. B. F.
Perry had many callers, among them being
Harlan Lampen, a student of the military
school. Perry asked him a great many ques-
tions as to where he lived' and what relations
he had. Another who called upon Mr. Perry
was Eugene Smith, a/sort of jark-of-all-trades,
who sometimes did odd' jobs of carpentering.
On Monday, Sept. 3, 1894, Smith called in ac-
cordance with an wunderstanding with Perry
about putting up a counter. He could get
no reply to his repeated raps, and concluded
that Perry was not in. “On the following day
he came again. He noticed that everything
was just as he had left it on the preceding
day. A coat was hanging on the same nail,
The door was open and the house was ap-
parently empty. He went up stairs. At the
top of the landing he smelled a_peculiar odor.
It came from a small room on"the right. He
opened the door, and there lying flat on the
floor, was the body of B. F. Perry. It was on
its back; the right hand on the chest, the left
one by the side.. A corn-cob pipe filled with
tobacco lay within reach. It had never been'
lighted. A bottle that had contained carbolic
acid was on+*the floor close by. It had been
broken in two at the middlel! The face of
the body was scorched on one side, as were
also, the body and clothes. They were ap-
parently carbolic acid burns, and merely su-
perficial. They were just fhe things, however,
that rendered indentification a]l the more dif-
ficult. The physiclan who made the post-
mortem for the coroner-decided’ that the man
had met his death by inhaling some ynknown
poison. YOn Sept. 12th, the body was buried
in the Potter's Field. In the nine days' in-
terval between Sept. 3rd and 12th, Holmies
went West. It {8 now suspected that as no
likely person had come to the Callowhill
street house, Holmes had found the victim in
his ‘confederate, - Pietzel. Mrs.  ([Pietzel was
then livigg in St. liouis, with her five chil-
dren:  Dessle, now 17 years old; Alice, 14;
Nellie, 11; Howard, 9, and a baby, now two
years old. ‘Mrs. Pietzel read in the news-
papers of the mysterious case in Philadelphia.

Alice ,to 'Philadelphla, and there’
he and Holmes pretended not” to know each
other. On Sept. 24, 1804, $10,000 was pafd
to/J ; Howe, as § for the widow
Pietzel, From Philadelphia Holmes took Alice
Pietzel to the Stebbins House in Indiapapolis.
Leaving here they went to St. Louls. He
told Mrs. Pletzel he had put ‘Alice In eharge
of a good friend of his. He asked the’woman
to let him take her two children, Howard and
Nellle, and she consented. - The three went
away together. -In a few days Holmes re-
turned to St. Louis and told Mrs. Pletzel her
children were in good hands.” From the mo-
ment. that Holmes took the children away
nothing has been seen of them, alive or dead;
by anyone who knew them until the finding
of the bodles in Toronto. It was shown during
Holmes’ trial In Phiddelphia that thé mother
and children were once all in Detrolt at the
same time, but Holmes kept them upart. The
counsel for the progecution had in his posses-
ston . childish letters that. the little omes had
written to their mother, in which they hoped
ta see her soon. The mother

and

was in the same city when the lefters were
written. Mrs. Pletzel made a vain attempt
to get the insurance money from Howe. He
was quarreling with Holmes about the size of
his fee. They finally came to:.an agreement
by which Holmes got the larger share;/and
a few days later, learning that the detectives
were on -  his track; Holmes quickly left St.
Louls, accompanied by Mrs. Pietzel and Des-
sie. The detectives followed them to Detroit,
Toronto,  Prescott, - Qgdensburg, Burlington
and - many other towns. Detective Crawford
finally arrestdd them in Boston, and took them
to Philadelphia. On the way there Holmes
admitted the conspiracy, but claimed that
Pletzel ‘was alive, and that the three Pletzel
children were living safely in conclusion. He
sald that he procured the body of B. F.
Perry from 'an old student friend and ac-
complice, but refused to tell the friend’s name:
Mrs. Pletzel broke down and also made a con-
fession. She admitted that she was a party
to the fraud, but not. to the murder, which,
she believed, had been commiitted,

PAN-AMERICAN CONGRESS.

Toronto, July 24—The . Pan-American
Congress of Religion and Education clos-
ed last eveningn. The principal speaker
of the evening was Rev. Henry K. Car-
roll, éditor of the Independent, New
York, in‘an address on Religious Pro-
gress m the Unitea States. He saia that
the - non: denomination in the
States aggregate hardly 5,000,000 people.
