The Army pills the Academy of 

Music with Hullabaloo. ,

(New York Sun.)
The Congress of War that the 

Salvation Army has been holding 
day and night for the last thr'ge 
days, to find out the “ best way to 
overthrow the devil in America,” 
ended yesterday in a jubilee meet­
ing, which celebrated- the resolution 
of the Army to smash all the wicked 
things in the country to pieces, and 
plant the variegated colors of the 
the Army firmly in every country of 
the Union. Captains of the Army 
come in by rail from all over the 
country to join in the jubilee, and 
250 of them were packed in the bar­
racks over a dry goods store at 
Eighth Avenue and Eighteenth 
street yesterday morning, when the 
policemen came running around the 
corner to find out what the distur­
bance was. Most of the Captains 
were women in red jerseys and black 
bloomer hats, and they banged 
tambourines and shouted hallelujah 
salutations to each newcomer.

The camp followers finally got 
hold of all I he spare drums and 
trumpets they could find in the Lav- 
racks, and blew and thumped with 
all their might till Major Frank 
Smith, who is Commissioner of the 
whole Army in America, said it was 
time to go up town and get some 
army provisions. A great crowd of 
people who didn’t belong to'the 
Army followed the Captain to the 
Grand Union Hall at Seventh avenue 
and * Thirty-fourth street, and 
through the open doors of the hall­
way watched them cat up sand­
wiches and drink coffee from china 

~-Cups.
One of the Army’s brass bands 

from Massachusetts, and another 
from Pennsylvania, marched out 
into the snow at 2 o’clock, and the 
Army formed in battle lino and 
marched to the Acadamy of Music. 
The New York Salvation lasses 
marched at the bead in double ranks. 
Their Captain marched backward 
all the way, flourishing her tam­
bourine in front of the band like a 
drum-major in the militia. The 
women had blood-red ribbons wound 
round, their bloomer bonnets, and 
sang while they beat their tam­
bourines with both hands.

Behind the Salvation lasses 
marched the soldiers. They all had 
red shirts littered ‘’Salvation Army” 
in black, and trousers of blue with 
red stripes. Their caps .were half 
red and half black, and in the mid­
dle of their ranks rolled the war 
chariot with the.Michigan Captains. 
The war chariot was a big open 
barouche, and the Michigan Cap­
tains carried banners. Male officers, 
with spurs, rode astride cab horses 
on either side of the chariot. There 
were nearly 400 of the paraders, 
and they burst into the Academy 
like a tornado painted red. The 
army massed itself tier on tier on 
the platform until it filled up the 
whole stage.

Major Smith threw the full vol­
ume of his lungs into a burnished 
car conductor’s whistfe for Xsixty 
seconds, and. knocked all the rest/of 
the ,0018,6 in the building endwise 
with the unexampled metallic 
shriek. Then the Major smiled, 
and announced that the jubilee 

. would open with a Holiness Conven­
tion. It opened two seconds la*or, 
and Superintendent Murphy of the 
Academy clapped his hands to his 
ears, and shouted to Janitor Gillamc 
that he never again, in all bis life, 
expected to look upon such a mar­
vellous and unexampled spectacle.

The Major said the Salvation 
Army wanted the whole community 
to be blest. The Army said 
“Amen” all together with a roar. 
The Major was a trapeze performer 
before he became Army commander. 
His bushy hair stood out in all di­
rections, and his spectacles danced 
on his nose while he spoke. When 
be heard the cyclonic “ Amen ” he 
pulled out a big red handkerchief, 
waved it in the air, and called out 
Capt. Walsh. The Captain used o 
be a drunkard. He seized a banjo, 
and sang, shutting up his long'body 
and opening it out straight again 
likè a jackknife while he sang, and 
the whole of the Army stood up and 
joined in the chorus. It was mod­
elled after the introductory song of 
the King of the Penzance Pirates, 
and set to the same ^Lune. No 
pirates on earth ever heard anything 
like the rendering of this extract.

One of the noisy crew ;

I shout when I am happy,
x And that I mean to do.

Some say I am too noisy,
I know the reason why ;

And if they felt the glory 
They’d shout as well as I.

The male soldiers whirled around 
and around and shouted. The wo­
men banged their tambourines and 
weaved from side to side. Staff 
officers stood up the aisles and wav- 
ed tire Army flags, and everybody 
kowjod. . _

In ten minutes the 250 Captains, 
who get a week each from the 
Army triKiury, sat down altogether 
with a thud, and gave Staff Capt. 
Shirley and Mrs. Capt. Evans a 
Chance to pray. Capt Shirley pray­
ed on hands and knees, with hja head 
bent down till his nose touched the 
stage carpet, and Mrs. Capt. Evans

Capt. Blandcy who 
says ho used to bo a loafer in Lon­
don, held up while the prayer went 
on *hc first war banner over present­
ed to the Army.

Mrs. Capt. Jeffreys, a little woman 
in a blue bloomer who said it took 
the entire police force of Keyspovt, 
with drawn revolvers, to take her to 
jail, made a speech. Major Smith’s 
little girl bajjy crowed happily at in­
tervals. The baby wore a white 
dress and had a tiny red Salvation 
bonnet tied over curls. She sat in 
her mother’s lap,

Ash Barrel Jimmy,” the first 
convert in America said that Police 
Captain Williams knew all about 
him, because bo had often picked 
him up, driink,cut of the ash barrels 
of the Fourth Precinct years ago.

‘•'Let’s firo a volley for Capt. 
WilliamsJ”, cried Major Smith.

The whole army got up together, 
and let its lungs out in a quick, 
sharp, tumultuous eheer. They firo 
volleys that way.

At C o’clock the Army marched 
to the Thirty-fourth street barracks, 
and.sat down or stood up and ate 
up the 44 grand mammoth feast and 
banquet.” There were nine long 
fables piled full of tongue, bam, pork 
and beans, sausage, tripe, coffee, tea, 
sponge cake, lemonade and crullers. 
The Army, paid the commissary 
twenty-five cents a head, ate it all 
up, and then went out and formed 
tbcmscl ves-into a turch-light process­
ion end marcb.cd down Broadway to 
the Academy. There never was a 
torchlight procession like it in town 
before. Car horses shied at it, and 
policemen and citizens stood stock 
still and looked at it with mouths 
wide open. The torch bearers sang 
nil along the line of march, and 
danced on their tiptoes like acrobats.

Five hundred people paid from 25 
cents to $3 each to get into the 
Academy, after the procession had 
blown out its battle-axe torches in 
the corridor and got on the stage. 
The evening gathering was called 
the “Grand royal, blood-and-fire, 
Holy Ghost hurricane gathèring.”

George Washington, the colored 
Captain, got up to play an accordion, 
but the top dropped off as soon as 
lie touched the keys. Major Smith 
«aid the devil had got at the ac­
cordion, and Capt. Kevsev and her 
Lieutenant sang a prison song with 
a chorus set to the tune “ When the 
Opera is Over.” The Captain look­
ed like a Quaker 1n a slatc-colorcd 
gown and a French cook’s cap. A 
string of Salvation lasses, beating 
silver tambourines, marched out on 
the stage, headed by a captain lass, 
who beat a brass drum. They 
marched around and around each 
other, until they looked as though 
they were tied up in a giant knot of 
red and black. It was an exhibition 
of how the Army works to reclaim 
sinners. The spectators applauded 
wildly, and Major Smith asked them 
why the outside world should 
wonder at the success of the Army 
when converts had a spectacle like 
that nightly to attract them. Then 
the Major begged everybody to look 
at the “ little canaries ” on their 
scat's. The canaries were canary 
colored subreription slips, and the 
spectators hauled out pencils and 
promptly put down their names 
when the Major blow his whistle. 
They rained coin on the plates in 
addition—a regular shower when 
the Sergeants wentthrough the aisle 
to collect contributions for the 
“ Spiritual Extension Fund ” of the 
Army. Then the Army relit its 
torchés and .marched hack to the 
barracks in Thirty-fourth street 
very tired, but a good deal richer 
than wheu it started out in the 

/nothing.
A Wonderful Clock.

The most astonishing thing I ever 
hdard of in the way of a time-piece, 

clock described by a Hindu 
rajah as belonging to a native prin­
cess of Upper India, and jealously 
guarded as the rarest treasure of her 
luxurious palace.

In front of the clock’s disk was a

ready either directly or indirectly 
under Christian control, and the re­
mainder, dreading a similar fate*, 
are girding themselves for the gr^at 
conflict upon which hangs tW 
destiny of their race and their 
religion. ~

It is a grevions error to suppose, 
as many do, that those millions 
have no power of combination. Mo­
hammedanism possesses five secret 
societies of propagandists. as 
thoroughly organized and discip 
lined as any Nihilist association. 
Every pilgrim’s caravan to Mecca 
bears with it the emissaries of one 
or the other of those gloomy brother­
hoods, and Mecca ileelf^is and has 
long been as fully recognized a 
place meeting for Mussulman plot­
ters as Paris for conspirators of 
another kind. These stern apostles 
preach incessantly Islam is in 
danger and that its disciples must 
rise as ona man to defend it, while 
the formidable ‘ Darkawi Society ’ 
of Morocco—which from its savage 
zeal and persistent advocacy of the 
most violent measures, may be held 
to represent the ‘ dynamite party ’ 
of Mohammedanism—goes so far as 
to menace openly, the Sultan of 
Turkey and other Mussulman princes 
who have allowed themselves to bo 
swayed by the influence of the ac­

Through 
the action of this great religious 
freemasonry—which is still very im­
perfectly understood by most Euro­
pean statesmen, and pooh poohed as 
absolutely mythical by not a few— 
not one fibre of Islam can bo jarred 
without the shock being felt through­
out the whole body.

Louis Kiel’s History.

Louis Riel, in 1869, with a num­
ber of half-breeds, feeling dissatis­
fied at the proposed acquisition of 
the North-West by the Canadian 
Government, on the approach of the 
lieut.-governor, William McDougall, 
resolved to prevent his entrance into 
the settlement ; and from about 
Oct. 20th, 1869, to Aughst 24th, 
1870, held possession of the country.
A provisional government was 
formed, with Riel as president, and 
a Council of 24 members ; a bill of 
rights was adopted, the most promi­
nent feature of which was a demand 
for representation in the Dominion 
Parliament and for a local legisla­
ture. These were conceded by the 
Manitoba Act, in May. 1870. Ou 
August 24th the 60th Rifles, under } 
bolonel (now Lord) XVolseley, edU1 
tered Winnipeg, Riel having previ­
ously left. The troops stayed until 
after Mr. Archibald, the now Lieu­
tenant-Governor of tbo Province, 
arrived. Riel during his usurpation 
caused to bo shot one Thomas Scott, 
a Canadian. Riol fled to the United 
States, but was, nevertheless, soon 
after elected as a member for Mar­
quette to represent that constituency 
in the Dominion Parliament. He 
took his seat at Ottawa, but fled 
without taking the oath, and has, 
until recently, been, living in the 
United States.

Eskimos of Cumberland Sound.

When our ship, the German 
schooner Germania, was about to en­
ter the port ofKikkorton in the sum­
mer of 1883, there came a boat-load 
of Eskimos to offer us their help. I 
had not formed a good opinion of 
the appearance of the people, but I 
waë really astonished at the figures 
I saw. The little bandy-legged fel­
lows who ran laughing and chowing 
over the deck of the vessel, with 
their long black hair, flat faces, and 
dripping eyes, made an extremely 
repulsive impression ; and when we 
were visited by a boat-load of women 
among whom were a few antiquated 
matrons, my aversion towards my 
future fellow-rosidents reached its 
highest point. It really seemed as 
if the ugliest of the ugly had been 
selected to receive us, for I was 
afterwards surprîSeij» by many a 
cheerful and pleasant face, or a 
strong, well-built figure. These 
first Eskimos appeared at least re­
latively neat, for they had probably 
»held a grand feast of purification be­
fore the arrival of the ship. T had 
an opportunity to observe what â 
good influence intercourse with the 
whites had had upon the natives 
when I came into a settlement on 
Davis Strait, which lmd never been 
visited by a European. I would 
not undertake to describe the appear­
ance it presented, so odious was it. 

kWhert I related to the Eskimos of 
Cumberland Sound the unhappy ex­
periences I had suffered in the oily 
and filthy huts of this tribe, they 
answered:- “ We are like the cleanly 
gulls, which have, indeed, to look to 
the oil and fat, of seals and walruses 
for their food, but stiff kfcep thoir 
feathers tidy; but they are like the 
Mollimdkcs which wnilow in blood 
and fat. and do not mind any kind 
of dirt.

The fur drosses of our Eskimos 
appear to be well made, and adorn­
ed with trimmings of different skins. 
Particular attention seemed to have 
been given to the reindeer-skin 
jackets of the women, with their 
long tails reaching to the ground, 
and the wide hoods in which the 
children are carried. The short 
breeches reaching' to the knee, of 
while seal-pups’ skin, were very 
handsome. Afterwnrd, when I be­
came better acquainted with my 
new friends, I perceived what a dis­
advantage an indolent woman oould 
be, even in this country, when she 
can not or will not keep up with her 
household duties. The clothes of 
the family too often bear witness to 
her neglect, and 1 have sometjmps 
pitied the poor men who have to go 
to their seal-hunting in cold winter 
weather, without enough clothing. 
Among the first women who visited 
us wcre-»8omo unusually adorned 
with a cotton garment,* which was 
occasionally exposed under their 
fur jackets. The men also appeared 
to bo well clothed in seal-skin jack­
ets, small hoods, and breeches orna­
mented with variously colored furs. 
Their long hair, loosely fluttering 
about their heads, gave them a wild 
appearance ; hut their quiet eyes, 
and tbo childish pleasure they ex­
hibited on every opportunity, con­
tradicted this. They ail greatly 
enjoyed the much-desired tobacco, 
for the provision at the station had 
given out some time before, and 
they had been obliged, willing or 
unwilling, to practice abstinence, 
and not to smoko. When they had 
got entirely out, they had broken 
up their clay pipes and chewed the 
pieces for the sake of the taste of 
the little tobacco that had been ab­
sorbed in them.—Dit. Franz, in 
Popular Science Monthly for April.

A Popular Medical Notion.

Among the modern medical 
whimsies is that of medication by 
pads. Some external applications 
are of use, and because .they arc, 
quacks find people ready to believe 
their assertions that their particular 
pad will perform wonderful cures. 
The circular of one of those pads 
shows it to be a reciprocating, back- 
action affair, as it both draws disease 
from the body and sends its curative 
influence into the system. Much 
of the belief in medication by pads, 
rests upon the fact that a pad which 
is not medicated is often of real 
service. Let one apply to any part 
of the body a piece- of rubber cloth, 
or oiled’ silk, or other water-proof 
aud air-proof material and bind it 
in place. At the end of a few 
hours, he will bo surprised^ to find 
the material dripping wet, from the 
confining of the insensible perspira­
tion. The suffneo thus covered will 
bo in a soft, parboiled conditiou, 
while any neuralgic or rheumatic 
pain that may have been located in 
the spot thus covered, will be likely 
to disappear. It is not necessary 
for a pad, in order to be useful, to 
contain 44 liver medicines ” or even 
horse-radish. Lot those who are 
tempted to p-iy n high price for 
medicated pads, first see what virtue 
there is in an un medicated piece of 
rubber or similar material.—Arneri-,
