Ottawa, April 13.
Mr. Domville introduced a bill

Ln reply to Sir John, the Premier 
said the Government scheme for the 
construction of the Pacific Railway 
would be explained next week if the 
Chief Engineer’s report wore printed 
iu time.

Replying to a question, the Premier 
said the contract Is made with a Do­
minion Line of ocean steamers for I he 
carriage of extra mails.

Replying to Mr. Palmer, tho Premier 
said the Government did not intend 
introducing a Prohibitory Law.

A discussion took place as to the 
basis of payment to Nova Scotia of 
amount duo, owing to Dominion as­
sumption of the Old Canada debt. 
The general opinion was that the 
amount should bo fixed by tho Better 
Terms Act of 1868.

Replying to a question, the Post­
master General said it was not the in­
tention of the Government to abolish 
the postage on newspaper*.

Mr. Mills introduced a resolution 
making the Senate elective.

Mr. Palmer objected to these at­
tempts to alter our institutions. On 
behalf of the smaller Provinces lie pro­
tested against any change in this di­
rection without their consent.

Archbishop Taoho arrives to night.
Ottawa, April 14.

Mr. Cartwright, before proceeding 
to details of tho budget, explained the

a y purposes, but lU-ro were a series 
of great works which entailed a large 
abnormal expense. Ho did not ihluk 
the present Government should lie 
bold responsible for the acta which 
lliey hlicnuonsly opposed at every 
stage. They wore,however,prepared 
lo do allJn their power to fulfil, as far 
as possible, all engagements. The 
Government of Canada wore désirons 
that the people should bo fully aware 
of Hie exact financial situation of the 
country. The statlslicsoftlie country 
were not ill very correct condition, 
and the figures on which Ills calcula­
tions wore based must be at best ap­
proximate. He proceeded to review 
the financial stale of the country ; al­
though great increase of revenue was 
apparent In each successive year since 
1867, it was balanced by a steady 
increase of expenditure, till at last 
we come to face an annual deficit of 
over 81,000,000. By an cxtraordlnarv 
expansion of trade Iu 1870 and 1871 
tho Government had received a bonus, 
as it were, ol $6,000,000, which they 
rapidly went to work to dissipate.— 
Owing to the extravagance of the late 
Government, It was morally and phy­
sically impossible to failli all engage­
ments. He held that their course was 
needlessly extravagant,and stigmatiz­
ed tho addition ol over one million 
and a half to our permanent debt last 
session as utterly Indefensible. The 
whole estimate for lhe coming year 
was something over $30,000,000.— 
With reference to public works, it 
was understood at Confederation that 
canals of the western penlneulashould 
bo a permanent undertaking. Not 
such was construction of a railway 
3,000 miles long, through a country 
nnenrveyed and as wilderness, and in 
a term of seven years. This was now 
a sheer physical impossibility. The 
company which undertook its con­
struction had failed and the burden 
reverted to the country. Tho lowest 
estimate ot that work was $100,000,- 
000, but even that immense sum, he 
feared would not caver It. Tho bur­
then far this work would be one third 
greater than that with which the peo­
ple of thcUnltcd Stales emerged from 
their civil war, and larger than Iho 
public debt of Great Britain, when 
tbo ratio of our population Is consi­
dered. In other words it would in­
crease our debt to $260,000,000, and 
before two years wo would lie com­
pelled to borrove-to pay the interest. 
Onr strict obligations were somewhat 
changed, by an eni ry Into the journals 
of the House by Sir George Cartier, 
which recorded that the railway should 
be bnilt, provided it did not place too 
heavy burl liens on the resources of 
Dominion. Ho pointed out this ex­
traordinary provision at the time, 
and Governor Trntcli, who was pre­
sent, said it was all right, as the Delc-
Î fates of British Columbia were per­
fectly cognizant of it. Mr. Tilley’s 

estimate for 1873-74 should have been 
$24,100,000, instead of $21,740,000, as 
surveys instead of tho Pacific Railway 
and the public works rose to $24,600,- 
000. Mr. Tilley’s estimates, in many 
other points, showed him lo be very 
far below lhe actual requirements.— 
The actual receipts from public works 
would fall short $660,000, and other 
sources of revenue iu a like manner 
fall short of Mr. Tilley’s calculation 
by $2,000,000. Onr gross revenue 
was very largo, but it was charged 
with heavy and onerous obligations. 
The actual receipts, after meeting 
these, would bo about $6,760,000, 
making up I he balance, after dcduct-

fisfatiou, for Civil Gov-8^00,000 for h 
ernmont $900,000; justice, penitenti­
aries, and police require similar sums. 
Penitentiaries do make some return, 
bat not sufficient to meet expenses.— 
Ocean service would require nearly 
$90,000 ; for subsides of all sorts $400,’- 
000; militia defence $1,160,000; this 
was required to have some sort of 
military force. Ho thought a saving 
could be effected by lessening the ex­
penses in tiffs part, but he would not 
be one ot those who seek to cripple 
onr militia organization.

Public works chargeable to income, 
wonld need a very large amount; 
emigration requires at least $600,000 ; 
subsidies of Indians and contingent 
expenses in the Nor’-West would re­
quire $600,000 for varions purposes 
There was very little left of the $u,- 
670,000 or $7,000,000. The charges on
revenue were excessive. Tho Gov­
ernment are confronted with the re­
sults of their predecessors policy, and 
had to go on with it by force of neces­
sity. The Agricultural interests of 
the country were not as flourishing as 
a few years ago ; other branches were 
notas prosperous as might be desired, 
but the outlook was by no means dis­
couraging, and though wo may not 
look forward to any increase In our 
resources, we need fear no retrogres­
sion. A comparative statement of ex­
ports for tho last eight months show­
ed a healthy state of onr trade.— 
Though we may increase onr trade 
and commerce in tho coming few y re., 
we cannot count with surety on any 
rapid development.

He drew attention to the compara­
tively stationary state ot population 
In the older parts of Canada, which 
had to bear the principle share of the 
public burdens. The census returns 
showed bnt a small increase Of popu­
lation In Canada, and tho same was 
tho fact In the older States of the 
neighboaring Republie ; therefore, as 
a source of revenue increase, it eonld 
not bo calculated on. Referring to 
the income of onr people per capita, 
ho found It to bo about $400 or $600 
per annum. In the States Mr. Wells
gut the people down for $800 Income, 
nt the purchasing power of money 

in Canada was much greater than 
there, which equalized tho matter. It 
must bo remembered that the taxes 
levied by I his Government and tho 
Local Legislatures wore by no means 
all the taxes Imposed on onr people, 
as municipal institutions In Ontario 
alone cost $6,000,000 per annum. Ho 
strongly condemned almost unlimited 
power which three distinct bodies had 
for levying direct taxation, namely, 
Dominion and Local Governments 
and municipalities.

Tho sum total of the estimates for 
1874 and 76 was very large, but It will 
be remembered that $5,760,000 of that 
will go to tho extinction of the debt. 
Then comes a charge of over $6,000,- 
000 for interest, over which wo have 
no control. Mr. Tilley’s error In 
making estimates last year, was shown 
by the excess in matters of Civil Gov­
ernment. In; comparison of revenue

and expenditure, a saving would be 
effected In the department ot Malta- 
tics, but Increased In Immigration, 
owing to a bargain made by onr! pre­
decessors for tie introduction of Sion- 
iionltc families Into Manitoba. For 
mounted police wo would bare to ex­
pend annually $180,Oon. or the enor­
mous sum required by public works It 
will be observed that with c solitary 
exception of one Item for St. John 
harbor, all was required tor works 
actually begun by the late Govern­
ment. Many of these would lie com­
pleted In a abort time, but It was 
thought correct to show the House 
what the state of a flairs was when the 
change of Government look place.— 
The mailer of doficltof $1,260,000 was 
engaging I he earliest attention of I lie 
r irai Minister, who intends to make 
a radical reform, especially iu the 
management of tho Intercolonial and 
other Government railways, which, 
It they wore continued to be conduct­
ed as they have been, must entail an 
cnormone loss on tho country.

Spirits and strong waters, namely:

ed aforesaid, namely: ram, shrub, 
cordials, old torn gin, taflia, echeidam 
schnapps, bitters and unenumerated 
articles of like kind per galion, $1.50;

The following are added le goods 
paying ton per centum, ad valoren ; 
locomotive engines, frames, axles, 
cranks, hoop iron, or steel for tires of 
wheels, bent or welded, crank axles, 
piston rods, guide and slide bars, 
crank pins and connecting rods, 
machinery for mills and factories, 
which is not manufactured in the Do­
minion.

Tho following articles are added to 
the goods paying five per centnm ad 
valorem-, Binnacle lamps, block and 
patent hushes for blocks, bunting, 
cables, Iron, chain of all sorts, com­
passes. dead-eyes, dead lights, deck 

, knees, iron masts or parts of

wedges, wire rigging, cables, hemp 
or grass cordage, sail cloth or canvass, 
varnish (black and bright), iron 
scraps, galvanized or pig, bars puddled, 
blooms and billets puddled or not pud­
dled, bolts and spikes, galvanized 
wire, steel wrought or cast Iron bars 
and rods, do. plates cut to any form 
but not molded, copper (in pigs, bars, 
bolts, and for sheathing), yellow met­
al in bolts, bars and for sheathing.

Tobacco and snuff, 124 per centum, 
ad valorem, and 26 cents per pound.

Wines of all kinds, including gin-
Ser, orange, lemon, gooseberry, rasp- 

orry, elder and current wines, a 
specific duty of 40 cents per gallon, 
five quart and ton pint bottles to bo 
held to contain a gallon, on all wines 
containing less than 22° of prool 
spirit by Syko’a hydrometer when 
imported in wood; in all other wines, 
except sparkling wines imported in 
bottles, $1.60 per dozen of qnart bot­
tles, five whereof contain a gallon 
and so on in proportion ; on all spark­
ling wines $2 per dozen of quart bot­
tles, five whereof contain a gallon, 
being at the rate of 83 cents per gal­
lon and so in proportion.

Silks, satin, velvets and all manu­
factures thereof, gold, silver, or plated 
ware, articles embroidered with gold 
silver or other metals, bracelets, braid 
and so forth, made of hair, leathers 
and flowers, fan and firescreens, 
gold and silver leaf, millinery of all 
kinds, ornaments of bronze, alabaster 
terra cotta or composition silver, and 
gold cloth, thread and other articles 
embroidered with gold or tor em­
broidering, laces and insertions, 
writing-desks, fancy and ornamental 
eases and boxes, and other fancy

To be added to goods paying ten 
per cent ad valorem ; cotton netting for 
India rubber shoes and gloves ; cotton 
warp not coarser than No. 40; cotton 
thread In hanks, colored and uuflnieh 
ed. Nos. 8, 4, and6 ply; white not 
under No. 20; yarn, glass, paper and 
glass cloth, woolen netting for India 
rubbers and gloves ; linen machine 
thread; plash for hatters use and for 
gloves, pvauella, machine silk, twist, 
foil, used for gloves; fait for hats and 
boots, and several articles herein be­
fore mentioned as charged with duties 
wool waste, flax seed, drugs.

Ottawa, April 16.
Tapper spoke In reply to Cart­

wright in a speech of great force and 
Ha contrasted the remarks 

of :he Finance Minister, which clearly 
Indicated he was preparing I lie public 
mind for llie abandonment of tho 
Vacille Hallway, with the statements 
msdo at Sarnia by the Premier, and 
telegraphed lo British Columbia, that 
the Government would go on with 
the work. Under the scheme pro­
posed by the late Ministry I lie railway 
could bo built v-itiiout Inflicting bur­
densome taxation on the people. It 
was no use for the Ministers lo say it 
con Id not be done. That t lie beat 
judges in the ease, the men of capital, 
took a different view, Is seen by the 
Inconlrovcrlablo fact of the struggle 
which look place between I he capital­
ists of Ontario and Quebec to obtain 
the building of the road. Bnt just at 
a critical time a combination of un­
patriotic Canadians, foreign influences 
and Grand Truix Influence, suc­
ceeded In striking down the policy 
and blasting our national enterprise. 
Now if ilie Government built the 
road at all it must be a direct charge 
upon the revenue and increase the 
burdens of taxation. This was the 
result of the boasted Reform policy. 
By the course the Ministry were taking 
generally, and the dark pictures they 
were drawing of our capabilities, 
public confidence in us was shaken, 
and for the first time in our history 
since Confederation onr securities had 
decreased in value in the English 
market. The mischievous and med­
dlesome Tariff now introduced would 
further increase the feeling of security. 
He did not object to I lie tax on liquors, 
but beyond a certain point taxation 
was always followed bv smuggling 
and Illicit distillation. He deprlratea 
there-levying of duties on tea, notice 
and sugar, no excuse existing in the 
state of the country for taxing tho 
necessaries of life. Putting a duty on 
ship betiding Ifiutfeiials was a terrible 
error. This interest was rising from a 
depressed condition. Thousands had 
their all invested in it, and, without a 
moment’s warning a disastrous blow 
was struck at an interest which was 
Canada's pride. While compliment­
ing tie Finance Minister for bis skil­
ful manipulation ot figures he pro­
tested against the re-adjnstment of the 
revenue.

-Mackenzie replied at length, going- 
back to old Canada’s policy to show 
that Hincks was no financier. He 
defended the tax on ship materials.— 
Shipbuilding should pay its share 
into the revenue, as one-twelith ot the 
revenues Is used hi outlays connected 
with tho ship building interests. The 
tax on sugar was only on the higher 
qualities.

Ottawa, April 16.
Mr. Spraggs, head clerk of the In­

dian Department, died last night alter 
reluming home from a ball.

A deputation is on its wav here 
from Montreal to urge tho Govern­
ment to abolish duty recently placed 
upon sugar.

A large deputation of oil refiners 
from London and Petrolia is here to­
day asking far repeal of tho duty on 
oil.

In the commons to-day Dr. Tupper 
asked for a statement of receipts of 
revenue for ten clays preceding the 
announcement ol the new tariff.

Mr. Holton held that the request 
was unprecedented, and was urged 
in order to base an argument on it 
that there was no necessity for the 
increased duties, whan it was well 
known that In view of the expected 
change large amounts ot liquor and 
other goods were taken out of bond.

Dr. Tupper replied that if the re­
turn was not granted, he would test 
the sense of tho House on the ques­
tion.

The Riel debate was then resumed, 
and continued all day and after re­
cess.

The debate closed at half-past nine, 
when the vote was taken on Mr. 
Monssean’s amendment, which was 
lost on division of yens 27, nays 164.

Sir John Macdonald, who was in 
the House during the whole debate, 
left it just before the division was 
taken. Tho division was then taken 
on Mr. Holton’s amendment which 
was lost—76 to 118.

Sir John came back in time to vote 
against this amendment.

The vote was then taken on Mr. 
Bowell’a original resolution for the 
expulsion of Riel.

The Premier and Sir John both 
voted tor it, members of the minis­
try voting as they pleased, some for it 
some against.
