Put them 
into a large pitcher with one pound 
o.” loaf sugar, and pour over them 
thre-r quarts of quite boiling water. 
Stir it round for a minute or two un­
til the sugar is dissolved, then set it 
aside to cool. When cold, stir it 
again, in case any sugar has settled 
at the bottom, strain through a piece 
of muslin, beat the lemons lo a pulp, 
and pour over aoother pint of cold 
water. Strain this also, and add it 
to the rest ; it is then ready for use. 
Tnis will br, found a most healthful 
tooling drink, as the juice of the 
lemon is so good for the blood.

Keep Good Cows Only.—The 
difference of four quarts of milk per 
day, at the low price of two cents 
per quart, makes for 300 days $24 
which is the interest on $400 for one 
year.
