The sad and sudden death of Cyrus
Herbert Rice, which event occurred at
the residence of Senator Lewin,
Lancaster Heights, 8t.

While at school here he was known.as
a close studeat, and after the family left
here for Fairviile, he attended the gram-
mar school at St. John where he won
the corporatioa gold medal, and theunce
proceeded to the College a% Sickville
from wience he finally graduated with
high hosors.

He then entered the Methodist Church
as a probationer aud was sgent by the
Conference to Grand Msnan where it
seems that the work wes to mnch for
chim. As the winter approached he was
attacked by la grippe, his mental powers
are supposed to have become uonbglan-
ced, and on Friday last he is supposed
to have tsken his own life by a pistol
sbot. Whether the shot was fired while
temporarily insane or whether the resa't
of an accidenv ~an never be known.
That a talented young map, bearing so
much promise befure him, should be so
suddenly cu: off just as he w-s entering
the work he professed to love so devo-
tedly 18 hard to realise, and much
syw.pathy is feit for the family in their
sad bereavement.

If it means either, a
little thought will convince us that it is
a phrase utterly useless and even per-
nicious as other terms are better being
clear and precise, waile this is mis-
leading, confusing acd self contradic-
tory. John Locke the eminent English
philosopher and political ecopomist,
who flourished two hundred yea.s ago,
tells us that intrinsic value and utility
are identical. Webster's Dictionary
says the same thing. Here are the
quotations—* The intrinsic natara! worth
of anything consists in the fitness to
sapily the necessities or secure the con-
vepniences of humin life.” John
Locke, ‘Intrinsic value is the same as
utility or adaptation to satisfy the desire
or wants of men’—Websters Dictionary.
It is evident from the above that utility
has nothing to do with ‘ money value’ or
‘exchapgeable value. In fact things of
the greatest utility bave no money
valae whatever such as air, water and
sunshine, etc. The utility of potatoes.is
the same whether the market price is 50
cts. or $3.00 per barrel. Anabundince
of food as a gift to the Irish people (that
is without exchangeable value then) nad
the same effect to prevent starvation as
if it had been paid for at the market
pice.

Gold fell in value from 1789 to 1809 ,
46 per cent, it increased in value from
1809 to 1849, 146 percent. It is well
koown how changeable silver has been
duriag the last thirty years varying (zom
3 per cent above gold to about 40 rer
cent. below. Now was there a corres-
ponding ckange in their ntility or so
called inotrinsic value ? Sarely not.
1t thus appears that in the discussion of
the mouey question the term intriasic
value is.entirely out of place as it hasno
reference to ‘exchangeable value' or
¢ money valae.’

What constitutes a dollar is its endow-
ment by law with the legal tender func-
tion. Dollars =0 endowed are all alike
as money without regard to the material
upon which they are stamped. One will
purchase =8 much as another if it is a
full and complete doflar. As an illustra-
tion the United States government
created the so called trade dollar to be
used in foreign trade but did not endow
it with the legal tender fanction. This
dollar though heavier than the com-
mon silver dollar always ranked as a
commodity and was never sc valuabie
as the legal tender dollar of lighter
weight. So too the paper dollar or
green beck issned during our late war
never ranked as a fall and complete
dollar because i% was not endowed
with fu!l and complete legal tender
power In a8 much as it was by law
not permitted to pay custom duties,
bat the moment that the Sec. of the
Trea:ury permitted it to be received for
customs, though this permission was
contrary to law, it was thereby prac:i-
cally eadowed with full legal tender
powers and henceforth became a com-
plete dollar, equal in rank and ¢xchange-
able value with its gold and silver
brothers. If we consider the material

general ‘ which it exchange for.’

‘ Money'—Says Boonamy Price, is as
much bought as a commodity. Whet is
the market price of a sovereign? A hat
for the hatter, a pair of shoes for the
shoemaker, a hat is the price of the
sovereign as much ‘as the sovereign is
the price of the hat,’ value there.ore can
only be expressed in terms ol some
other thing which is «stimated to be the
equivalent of another thing in vsalue.
The two things thus put iu relition is
is the hal on the one side and the sover-
eign on the other. In this case how
absurd to suppose that the value of the
hat is intrinsic in the sovereign or the
value of7the sovereign is intrinsic in the
hat, each expressive of the value of the
other. This tells the whole story.
