He asseverated that
he and Sir Jou~x MacpoNaLp had been
at one on that tariffi He showed that
Mr. MiLLs was mixing up the tariff of
1866 and the tariff of 1859. He placed it
emphatically on record that the tariff of
1859 ‘‘embodied his views on the appli-
¢ cation of Free Trade to Canada.” The

On the guestioh of retaliatory du-
ties—or defensive duties, as they should
rather be called—Sir ALEXANDER GarT
meets the charge of inconsistency
with the frank statement that the times
have changed, and that he has changed
with them. And he gives very good rea-
sons indeed why, haVving been opposed to
such duties in 1870, he finds them highly
necessary a few years afterwards. In
1870 Confederation was not a3 thorough-
ly accepted as it has been since, and
neither our own relations nor those of
England with the United States were
at all satisfactory. The Fenian raids
were a8 yet in lively recollection, and the
Fishery dispute was but temporarily
shelved, and still a_source of grave ap-
prehension. The Reciprocity Treaty had
been repealed, but owing to the fact that
the dcrangement of American industry
dueto the war continued long after the war
was over, we had felt ourselves little if
any the worse ; and, besides, the expecta-
tion of a renewal of the Treaty still sur-
vived in Canada, and disposed many of
us to wait a little longer in hopes that
our neighbours would shortly ‘‘ do the
** fair thing by us.” In 1875 and to-day
the situation has changed in every im-
portant respect. Confederation has be-
come what we may call a consolidated
fact. The Treaty of Washington has re-
stored amicable relations between Great
Britain and the United States, but it has
at the same time disposed of all that we
depended on in future negotiations for
Reciprocity. Our Fenian claims have
been pigeon-holed ; the navigation,of the
St. Lawrence and of our canals has been
conceded ; and our Fisheries have been
surrendered, while we still wait for the
expected indemnity. The real truth of
the matter is, though Sir ALEXANDER
does not state it exactly in this way, that
the valuable consideration which Canada
had to offer went, not to purchase Reci-
procity for herself, as should have been
the case, but to purchase for Eng-
land a condonation of the blun-
dering course of the GLADSTONE
‘“ Liberal " Government with reference
to the American war. The Geneva award
of about sixteen million dollars was
counted but a trifle at Washington, and
the Canadian fisheries and the navigation
f the St. Lawrence and the canals
constitnted the real valuable considera-
tion with which England’s escape from
a false und dangerous position was
purchased. The Colony did but its loyal
duty in making the sacrifice it did make
for the Mother Country, and Canadians
do not regret their patriotism on a criti-
cal occasion. But it would, under the
vircamstances, well become ple “ at
“ home ” to be less free of mm
when the policy of building up Canadian
industry by a wise national policy is un-
der discussion, and to admit that we have
as good a right to seek the establishment
of manufactures at Halifax, Montreal, or
Toronto, as they have to watch over the
interests of Manchester or Sheffield.

Governor Wape HaMPTON has left Wash-
ington for home with the assurance that
United States troops will no longer be
used to keep him out of the South
Carolina State House; and Mr. Cuaw-
BERLAIN admits that without the aid of
the troops he could not hold his position
for a day. ‘‘It ends the struggle, and
‘“ makes HAMPTON practically Governor,”
he is reported to have said. And so the
case of South Carolina appears to be
settled.
Over that of Louisiana, however, the
contest is still pending, and in this State
the difficulty of reaching a settlement will
be much greater than in South Carolina.
The Louisiana Republicans say that it is
impossible to throw out the majority vote
which they claim in favour of Mr. Pack-
AED, their candidate for Governor, with-
out at the same time throwing out the
vote of the State for President Haves
himself. And it is reported further, that
if the President ‘‘ goes back” on his Re-
publican supporters in the South, enough
of them will join the Democrats in the
National Congress to give that Party
the control of both House and
Senate, and enable the Parliamentary
Opposition, which would then be in a
najority, to dictate terms to the Execu-
tive. Meantime, as far as the govern-
ment of the State is concerned, the
ground is slipping away from underneath
PackarD’s feet through the defection of
Republican legislators to the Democratic
State Senate and House. There seems
little reason to doubt that Louisiana must
very shortly go as South Carolina has
already gone, thus realising the ‘‘solid

THE PREMIER AND MR. A. B
FOSTER.

He set out that the contract enter-
ed into between that gentleman and the
Government provided that the work
should be commenced on the 1st June,
1875, and finished by the 1st January,
1877. The contract provided that for
this work the contractor should be paid
310,000 per mile, and 20,000 acres of
land per mile, and, in addition, that he
should be paid interest on the sum of
$7,500 for the period of twenty-five years
rfter the road was completed. The con-
tract also provided that in the event of
the contractor failing in his agreement to
complete the work by the time specified,
the Governor-in-Council should be at
liberty to take it out of the contractor’s
hands and complete it at the latter's ex-
pense. It also provided as follows :
“The Governor-in-Council, in the event of
his anaulling this contract (for failure on the
part of the contractor) may direct the Minis-
er to proceed to re-let the same, or any part
thereot, or employ additional workmen, tools
and materials, as the case may be, and com-
plete the works at the expense of the con-
tractor, who shall be liable for all extra ex-
penditure which ma incurred thereby,
and the contractor shall forfeit all right to the
percentage retained, and to all the money
which may be due on the works or securities

deposited.’

Reference was also made at length
to a payment of $68,000to Mr. FosTer,
which formed with the $41,000 above
referred to an entry of $109,000 appear-
ing in the Public Accounts for 1876,
Part 2, p. 247, in this shape, ‘“ A. B.
¢ FosTeER—Work performed under Con-
“tract.” This £68,000 payment was
made on account of the Canada Central
Extension, for which Mr. FosTeErR was
the contractor. By authority of the
House the Minister of Public Works was
authorised to make payments on account
of ““rails delivered at any point of the
“ line to be constructed to the extent of
75 per cent. of the value thereof,” and
the $68,000 was paid to Mr. FosTEr as
representing three-fourths the value of
the rails he had delivere® at some point
of the Extension. Mr, HaGGaART, how-
ever, who had made a personal examina-
tion of the road startled the House by
declaring that the only rails delivered by
Mr. Fosrer were 1,500 tons of iron
rails, and these had been delivered
not ‘‘at any point of the line to
“ be constructed,” but at Renfrew, ten
miles distant from the nearest point !
Fifteen hundred tons of iron rails at $45 a
ton, the price including freightage of steel
rails, would be worth 867,5600. Yet Mr.

SALMON OVA FROM CANADA.

THE ROYAL AGRICULTURAL SOCIETY AND
CANADA.

The forthcoming show at Liverpool of the
Royal Agricaltural Society is expected to be
the greatest ever heid. A feature which has
bitherto been absent from the prize lists of
the Society has been intreduced, which offers
awards, consisting of money and medals, to
the exhibitors of Canadian, American, or
foreign cheese, and similar prizes to the ex-
hibitors of home, American, and Canadian
kame and il or importers
being allowed to compete. The contests in
this important department of the show will
no doubt, says the Liverpool A (bion, be very
keen, and as the produce 1s so intimately
allied with Liverpool, it is certain that the
competition will attract great interest. The
committee, desirous of spreadiog as widely
as possible, information as to the scope, in-
tentions, and awards of the Society, and be-
sides, anxious to induce the American pro-
vision trade to come forward as centributors
to the new section of the exhibition, te the
novelty of which allusion has been made,
have sent no fewer than 70,000 circulars to
Canada and the United States, those des-
tined for the former country bearing the
Royal arms, and those sent to the latter
their own national device. The circulars,
which contain ample details regarding the
exhibition, and the conditions under
which contributions of stock and produce
are accepted, have been distributed chiefly
through the agency of the offices of the Liv-
erpool, London, and Globe Insurance Com-
pany in Canada and the States. The occa-
sion of the forthcoming show is the first on
which foreign productions will be admitted
to the exhibitions of the society, the impor-
tant and intimate business relations between
Liverpool and Canada and the States having
formed the inducement to adopt this course,
and it is hoped that numbers of the exhibi-
tors of American provisions may be the pur-
chaners of English live stock. Special ar-
rangements have Leen made with the princi-
pal steamship companies, including the
Cunard, the Inman, the White Star, the
National, the Guion, the American, the Al-
lan, the Dominion, and the West India and
Pacific lines, to receive at New York, Bos-
ton, Philadelphia, Montreal, Halifax, Balti-
more, New Orleans, and other ports of em-
barkation, stock and produce intended tor
exhibition, and to forward them to Liver
pool at low rates of freight.

THE *‘ TIMES” ON CANADIAN FINANCES

The Times is not greatly impressed with
some of the points relied on by Mr. Cart-
wright. It says :—** The Finance Minister
claims, indeed, to have already introduced
economies which for the first half of the
current fiscal year represent half last year's
deficiency, and he further points out that a
great partof the deficiency was due to special
causes. The former isa good reassn for hope-
fulness, but the latter is not worth much,
for every year has its own exceptional out-
Iays, which it would be delusive not to pro-
vide for in the ordinary way. However,
the only danger which really haunts Cana-
dian finance arises from her debt, the charge
on which is year by year on the increase.
A loan of £2,500,000 was raised here last
autumn, and several others must be required
before long if the Canadian Pacific railway
scheme is to be pursued, together with the
numerous other projects for improving and
peopling the Dominion. The Finance Min-
1ster appears to recognize in a half tacit way
the serious nature of this debt burcen, and
no inconsiderable part of his epeech is taken
up by elaborate arg and ill i
to prove how good Canadian credit is en the
London market, compared with that of
other big and frequent borrowers. Much
more to the purpose is his statement regard-
ing the ition of Canadian trade and its
prospects in the future, and on these points
much of what he says is highly satis-
factory.” It regards the large ‘‘ imports”
referred to by Mr. Cartwright as not al-
together so satisfactory as large exports, be-
cause, as must never be forgotten, Canada is
partly enabled to buy thus largely in excess
of her available means merely by borrowing
largely.

THE AMERICAN AND FOREICN MEAT TRADE
Discussing the probable prohibition of the
import of continental cattle on account of
the cattle plague the London Gilobe mays
with reference to the meat supplies from
America and Canads :—*“ The mrdiﬁculty
in the way of extending this dead meat
trade has been the tendency of the com-
modity to besome unsalable before a fair
price could be obtained. The guestion is,
therefore, narrowed to a single issue. Can-
not science devise some cheap means of se-
curing the freshness of such imports for a
reasonable time &f%er landing ? If meat can
be brought ashore at Liverpool in p#ims con-
dition, after a voyage of eight or nine days
without being subjected to the disimtegrat-
ing process of freezing, it seems to stand to
reason that there must be some means of
preserving it on shore for at least an equal
period. Whether the ‘ocold stcrage sys-
tem,’ as it is called, will perform this func-
tion remains to be proved when sum-
mer weather sets in. The tempera-
ture required in order to preserve
meat in perfect freshness, without damaging
it dibre or in any way altering its natural
character, is from 35 to 37 degrees Fahren-
heit. This having been found, after extend-
ed experimeut, to fulfll every mecessary con-
dition on board ship, it is difficult to see why
the of that P should
not be attended by a similar result on shore.
As regards the purely mechanical part of the
business, we cannot imagine there would be
any insuperable business difficulty in keep-
ing the temperature of even the ﬁrgm dead
meat stores at that level. It is not, how-
ever, equally evident that the ocost of the
process would not materislly enhance the
price of the commiodity. Up to the present
moment the new American trade has been
carried on under exceptionally favourable
circumstances in this particular. It only be-
gao to assume substantial dimensions at the
beginning of winter, and the British climate
18 not so mild from November to March as
to render the maintenance of the mercary
at 35 or 36 degrees a very costly matter.
When the dog days come the
promoters  of the movement  will
probably find a very consider-
able increase of expense under that head,
owing to the necessity of largely using ice
in conrfection with the cotton wool screens.
It will therefore be a matter of public inter-
est to obtain trustworthy statistics on this
point during the coming summer. So far as
present experience goes, we have arrived at
the fact that during the winter months
dead meat can be conveyed across 3,000
miles of sea, and subsequently stored for a
week or more, without stffering the least
deterioration and without any material in-
crease of price for such storage. This, alone,
is an important step towards placing the
meat trade of this country on the footing
desired by the Royal Agricultural Society.
1f the experience of the next six months
proves that cold storsge is equally practica-
ble, financially speaking, during the heats
of summer, it will be possible to look for-
ward with some confidence to the prohibi-
tion of that foreign live stock trade which,
whatever may be its advantages in supply-
ing our meat market, possesses the unfortu-
nate faculty of spreading decimating diseases
among our flocks and herds.”

Bat, as was pointed out in the course of the
trial, it is abeolutely necessary to impose
very severe penalties on the abuse of physi-
cal strength, lest it sbould lead to a revival
of the practice of carrying deadly weapons.
In favour of wearing swords it was always
said, that the practice protected a man at
all events from mere brute force. The same
was true indirectly of the system of duel-
ling. And if ever mere muscular superiority
should come to be generally employed asa
means of intimidation, there would be good
ground for alarm lest a reaction should take
lace in favour of equalising weapons.
rofessional men must of course be pro-
tected in the assertion of their legal rights,
and equally of course no amount of what
a client may consider sharp practice
can justify resort to violence. Bat
it is, if possible, still more important to
guard against the growth of any general
foeling of insecurity, which might lead to
the practice of carrying about defensive
weapons. In the particular case before us,
though we have given its full weight to every
circumstance which might extenuate the of-
fence committed, the assumption that any
one fancying himseli injured has a right to
take the law into his own hands is, of
course, intolerable. More than this, a
young man who places himself in the hands
of money-lenders must take them as he finds
them. He has no right to expect that they
will forego any advantage which the letter of
the law enables them to take. He knows on
what conditions he forms a connection with
such persons, and he must take the conse-
quences. Here and there a ‘‘greenhorn”
may fall into their clutches. But Lord
Marcus Beresford was not one of this class.
