6) an old wooden steamboat, which had
for years been engaged in ordinary
navigation, but without a single quali-
fication to fit her for the winter naviga-
tion of the Strait, was placed upon the
route between Georgetown, one of the
Island ports, and Pictoun in the Province
of Nova Scotia and, as was 10 be expect-
od, she utterly failed in the service re-
quired of her. At the commencement
of the winter of 1576-7 a new steamer,
called the “Northern Light,” was placed
upon the route. This steamer was not
constructed for the service, but was de-
signed for another purpose and there-
fore her work can be regarded omly in
the light of an experiment.

6. The service performed by the “Nor-

thern Light” has been most unsatisfac- | 5

tory, her lripn being irregular and the
accommodation she has afforded has
been neither continuous nor efficient.
According to the otlicial returns for the
last four years, there has been an aver-
age in each winter of sixty-four days,
auring which she has been entirely laid |
up. Nor does this farnish any idea of
the irregularity of her trips before she
entirely ce running in each of these
years, but only of the continued period
when she was laid up and inoperative.
At times she has been ice-bound for
periods ranging from 10 to 24 days o
the imminent danger of passengers and
mails. Upon ome occasion, four years
ago, some of the passengers, among
them women and chikiren, were forved,
after remaining on hoard several days,
to leave her and walk a distance of
many miles to the shore, when night
overtaking them, they received injuries
from cold and exposure, which resulted
ultimately in the death of one of the
party.
7. During the time when the “Nor-
thern Lighit” is laid up, the people of
the Island are obliged to resort to the
old mothod of crossi between the
Capes (Traverse and Tormeatine) al-
ready described, a route attended with
much hardship and great danger.
