Death of Mr. 8. Walsh,

Mr. Stephen Walsh has been a resident
of Clinten for the past nine years, bLut
has never enjoyed good health for some
time, being troubled with a chronic chest
disease. t week he undertookwsome
church duties which overtasked, his
strength, and he was confined to bed.
No serious results were anticipated, but
on Friday he began to fail, and on
Thursday morning shortly before noon
he passed away. .

The deceased was horn in Westmeath
County, Ireland, on Dec. 6th, 1818. He
first settled upon his arrival in this coun-
try in 1836, in the township of Cumber-
land, O'Hana County, Quebecy where
he owned » large farm. Selling out in
1854 he moved to Hensall, on the Lon-
don road, where he again engaged in
farming. Subsequently he kept a gen-
eral store in Exeter, and for 20 years in
the village of Bervie:* From there he
removed to Clinton, where he has since
lived retired.

The deceased was a man of inore than
ordinary intelligence, honorable in all
business transactions, and a steadfast
member and local preacher of the Metho-
dist church. In the days when settlers
were few, and no such thing as regular
pastors, Mr. Walsh did great service for
the cauge of christianity, and many can
yet remember the original, quaint, but
earnest discourses hé preached. In him
the church loses a valuable servant, and
strong supporter. He has been a sufferer
for a number of years, but through it »ll
he never complained and patiently await-
ed the hour of his release. His house
has been noted for its hospitality to all
who would go there, for years, and no
form will be more missed from the ranks
of his friends. Mrs, Walsh has the sym-
pathy of the community in her sad
bereavement.—[New Era.

The English Parcels Post.

The parcels post system adopted in
Englands some eight munths since, has
not proved remunerative, the receipts
having only amounted to £155,000,

inst an estimated expenditure of
&0,000. It is rather too early tc infer
from these figures that the system is a
failure. There arealways mistakes made
in fnauguratiag a change cf this kind,
which practical experience enables the
suthorities to rectify. It would require
a longer trial to ascertain fully whether
the experiment is successful or not.
Though it has not paia for itself, the
system has supplied a great want in Eng-
land. It is better that it should be con-
tinued and developed by the government
even at some loss of revenue, than that
the abuses sure to result from the ser-
vice falling into the hands of private cor-
porations should be allowed to take root.

Governments can conduct enterprises
of transporiatien snd commnnication far
more economically and effici¥éntly than
monopolies—avoiding on the one hand
the waiste of capital involved by compe-
tition, and on tﬁe other the extortion al-
ways practised by a private coerporation
where competition does not exist.

The tendency of the times is to place
all quasi-public undertakings of this sort
under government ownership or control,
and to aliow private express companies
to take the place of the English parcels
post would be a retrograde step.

The Three P.'s
The three ruling powers---Press, Pul-
pit and Petticoats—appear to be ranged
on the side of the Scctt act in this city
and county. Napoleon once daid he
feared three newspapers more than
100,000 bayonets, and Wendell Phil-
lips is authority for the statement that
the newspper is parent, school, pulpit,
example and counsellor, all in one.
Still, it may turn out when the vote
comes that wl;i-key is mightier than the
» even as the pen is mightier than the
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holders frem having to pay the double
rates. - . .

Tt is as unwarrantable an interference
with the rights of Ontario as any that
has yet been atrempted. The act was
clearly within the scope of the local leg-
islature, whose right to tax licenses is
undoubted, whatever the decision may
ultimately be as to the right of issuing
them. As to the discrimination com-
plained of, it was simply a measure of
self-defence in the struggle for the rights
of the province.

This latest instanco of the insolent con-
tempt of Sir John Macdonald for the
principle of provincial autonomy should
arouse the sternest spirit of resistance on
the part of every patriotic citizen. If
he can.disallow a measure like the Li-
cense Duties act, there is nothing to pre-
vent his vetoing any enactment of the
provincial legislature, no matter how
necessary’ to our well-being or how fully
in accord with the wishes of the great
oiajority of the people of Ontario.

If the people tamely submit to such a
wanton defiance of ris;bt in infringement
of their constitutional prerogatives, thoy
will have proved their unfitness for poli-
tical freedom. The rule of the Czar of
Russia would be better adapted to their
stage of development than the liberties
which they were too mean spirited and
servile to maintain,

But we believe that Macdonaldism has
abeut reached the end of its tether, and
that the effect of this latest usurpation
will be fto intensify the growing senti-
ment in favor of such a constitutional
change as shall place our provincial rights
beyond question or interference.—|To-
ronto News (Ind.)

The Two Liguer Laws.

The Duminion hquor act is more gene-
rally accepted in Montreal than it is in
Toronto. ’(n Montreal threc hundred
Dominion licenses have been taken eout,
while in Toronto there will only be a
few. The Ontario Government has
pledged itself to stand by all who take
out Ontario licenses, but the Dominion
Government has given no assurance that
it will stand by those who take out Do-
minion licenses. The result is that all
who could secure Ontario licenses have
taken them. Those who sell under Do-
minion licenses here will only be those
who could not secure licenses from On-
tario. It is intimated that the Ontario
Government will proceed against all
who sell under a Dominion license. The
penalties under the McCarthy act have
been suspended, but the penalties under
the Crooke’ act are still in force.—|Tor-
onto Telegram. i

Costly AWatrs.

Rideau Hall, at Ottawa, the residence
of the Governor-General, is rather a
costly affair. Those who have seen the
homely edifice would scarcely suppose
that it has cost the Dominion of Canada,
for purchase money, fent, repairs and
maintenance, no less than $701,670. This
covers the cost since Confederation, to
the end of last June, For half a million
of money we ought to have had quite a
palace for ou:  VicerGy. For nearly
three-quarters of a million we have only
got Rideau Hall. The buildizg, how-
ever, is not any more expensive than the
occupants. For five years—from 1878
to 1883 —we have paid for salaries to
Governor and officials, $945,390 ; for
trave'ling expenses, $72,441, and for
contingencies, $99,662—making in all a
moderate outlay of $1,217,433. The
United States can run the President's
oftice for a tifth of what our Viceregal
establishment coets us. It is no wonder
that while the debt of the United States
is decreasing rapidly every year our debt
is increasing with railroad speed.—[Ad-

Johnson, of Brooklyn, in s paper on
poisoning by canned fruits and meats,
gives the following directions as tn select-
ing canned fruits : Reject every can that
does not show the golden line of rosin
around the edge of the solder of the cap,
the same as is seen on the seam of the
side of the can. All others, the doctor
claimed, were sealed with muriatic acid.
Reject any and every can that shows any
rust aroundthe cap on the inside of the
head of the can. Rust proves that there
was air inside, and consequently fermen-
tation. Reject any can that does not
bear the -manufacturer’'s name. Before
huying press the bottom of the can up,
and if the contents are decomposed the
tin will rattle like the bottom of the oiler
of your sewing-machine. If the contents
are sound, the bottom will be solid and
impossible to push up.
