strides by next fall to reach the sta­
tus she is attaining to, a® the city 
described by Lord Strathcona years 
ago, "by reason of her strategic posi­
tion destined to be the greatest of 
Western Canada.”

While Die announced policy of the 
present civic administration is one 
ui retrenchment, the programme of 
public work® this year is gigantic. 
Few new works are projected, the at­
tention of the authorities being given 
to tlie clearing off the slate of the 
undertaking commenced and under 
contemplation last year, for which the 
money has been now provided.

Few of the present inhabitants of 
Edmonton are there, except those in 
c!o„e touch with the tremendous 
growth that is continually going on, 
who realize what the demands upon 
the municipal authorities are.

Hardly a day passes but there are 
requests for more electric power from 
a system that is now taxed to its ut­
most capacity; for sewers, water and 
sidewalks which cannot be construct­
ed fast enough to meet the insistent 
demands; for police protection made 
by residents of outlying parts of the 
city which embraces in its bounds al­
most 10,000 acres of city lots.

To one who does not make monthly, 
and in some sections almost weekly, 
tours of the suburbs, a visit to Nor­
wood, Delton, the Groat Estate and 
other subdivisions will bring a great 
surprise. New houses are arising 
daily on what was a year or two ago 
ban en prairie, and in districts where 
two years ago there was practically 
not a eingle residence, the finest 
houses now stand, while dozens of 
smaller buildings arc scattered around 
in profusion.

A day or two ago the Chief of Po­
lice made a tour of the limits. “It 
is only about a month since I was. 
out before,” he remarked on his re­
turn. “but I would hardly know the 
district. New houses nave been built, 
other, are going up and foundations 
have been dug. The rapid growth is 
marvellous.”

And this is the surprise of almost 
everyone but those who are living on 
the ground.

It is little wonder then that the de­
mands at the city offices for modern 
improvements pour in much faster 
from property-holders in east, west, 
north and south, than they can be 
met. The authorities are doing their 
best, but the demand is still inces­
sant.

Last year touch of the contemplated 
work was stopped owing to tlie fin­
ancial stringency. In addition to the 
plans for 1908 those operation left 
over from 1907 have also to be com­
pleted, thus making the year’s pro­
gramme and the resulting expendi­
ture much greater than it would oth­
erwise be.
