Ottawa, June 9.—Going into supply
Hon. Mr, Patterson declared that one
thousand customs officers were with-
out their pay because the Opposition
refused to vote the money necessary.

Sir Wilfrid Lau-
rier was preésent, and also delivered a
few words of appreciation of the
good work of Canadian medical men,

At the evening sitting Dr, Montiz-
ambert, director-general of ‘" public
health, delivered the presidential ad-
dress. The basis of health in home,
he said; was simple food, ‘cleanliness
and a proper amount of rest.. He de-
clared against promiscuous Kissing.
Heé contended the habit of women kiss
ing on meeting, and parting wag dan-
gerous, and said there was too much
kissing of children, He next touch-
ed on the matter 6f national samitary
arrangements. Among other things
he recommended were a federal health
bureau, a national tuberculosis sani-
tarium, a national system of vaecina-
tion and a national board of health,
consisting of representatives of the
various provincial boards of health.

Sir Wilirid Laurier, in the course of
his apeech, said the government would
do its utmost to further the move-
ment for stamping out tubereculosis.
He was glad to say that'at the present
time he could snap his fingers at the
doctors, Five years ago, when his
health was poor, the best medical ex-
perts had gnn-n him one eommbn pre-
seription. - “Simple food, no drugs

PAT MULLEN. GUILTY
OF MANSLAUGHTER

For Killing of.ltalian at a Dance at
Michel—He Is Sentenced To 20
Years in the Penitentiary—He Ad-
mitted the Shooting, Pleading Self
Defence.

Fernie, B.C., June 8 —The case oif
Pat Mullen charged with murdering
Angelo Orlando. an Italian, at Michel,
September 1st. was dispesed of on
Saturday. The evidencd tended to
show that Mullen’s flight after the
murter, and his arrest at Great Falls,
Mont., were suspicious circumstances,
The clnef witnesses: were Mallen’s
friends McKinnon, Halfield and How-
ells, who attempted to go with him
to the Italian dance that night. “Me-
Kinnon was chief witness. He was
very reluctant in his replies. He de-
posed that when they got into thf:
hall they were grabbed and ‘pushed
back by several Italians, When push-
ed back in some way through the
passage he heard a shot from a re-
volver in Mullen’s hand near his hip.
No weapons were used beyond the re-
volver. There was no evidence of as-
sault on the part of the Italians ex-
cept the pushing back. Halfield also
spoke about hearing a shot, but he
was outside of the hall, The accused
and MecKinnon then ran out of the
hall. Asked if he had shot any one,
the accused said he shot Orlando in
the abdomen, and that it was the
man’s own fault. Howells, a bed
companion of the accused; said the
accused had told them to go home for
there would be trouble. He was going
into the mountains,

Several . Italians gave evidence of
hearitig a shot and seeing the- de-
ceased staggering around. Dr. Ban-
ders gave evidence of the death of
Orlando from ‘a gunshot wound.

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MINIMUM YIELD A
HUNDRED MILLION

Every Indication Points to This as
Smallest Possible  Yield
This Year.

Winnipeg, June 8.—High tempera-
tures with unusually warm nights pre-
vailed throughout the rairie’ west
during. the past week, acedmpanied in
many districts by heavy rains. These
conditions ‘are unusual for the open-
ing week of June, and their continu-
ance i8 far from:desirable, for growth
is far too lush and rnpld with eorres-
ponding checking in root develop-
ment, and the production of sturdy
plants from which alone heavy grain
vield may be expected. Cool wea-
ther is needed for the next few weeks
to give the young wheat & chance to
stool out properly.  There has been
quite enough precipitation to serve
to the end of the present month, and,
indeed, from some districts eorrespon-
dents of the Western Associated Préss
report that already too much rain has
fallen. This, however, isx unusual,
and farmers generally appear satis-
fied with progress, though prevalence
of alternate spells of exeessive heat
and wet are likely to ecause anxiety
as caleulated to either wither the still
tender shoots or incite growth 6f straw
to an extent such as< has more than
once resulted in late and difficult
harvesting. Under these ecircums-
qtances especial interest must at-
tach to the next fortnight or so.

Six Million Acres in Wheat,

So far ‘official figures are not avail-
able as to the total acreage seeded,
but well informed opinion is more
and more inclined to place the total
of wheat at not less than six millicn
aerds.  If this figure may be accept-
ed, a general average of seventeen
bushels would give the hundred uml-
lion teotal, while a good average crop
of twenty bushels would add twenty
million more to the total. Thus with
this greatly inereased facredge, it is
not necessary to build much on pre
sent extraordinary good eondition «f
the crop to'look for a total yield
greatly in excess of even the banner
season of 1906. But the main per-
centage of the inerease will' be in
wheat, owing to early seeding, though
flax among the coarse grasns will show
perhaps even a more considerable in-
erease.

GRIFFIN PORK PACKING
PLANT SUFFERS BIGLOSS

Fire Did $50,000 Damage in Winnipeg
Plant.—Madin Building Was Saved
Afteér Hard Fight.—~Watér Pressure
Greatly: Reduced.

Winnipeg, June 8.—The J. Y. Griffin
pork packing plant in Elmwood was
damaged to the extent of $50,000 by
fire which broke out at 4.30 yesterday.
The fire started in the packing room
and spread to the lard and pig-killing
departments, all of which were abso-
lutely destroyed. The main building,
including cooling, storage and beei-
killing sections, smoking department,
engine house and pens was saved after
a hard fight, the fire department be-
ing very much handicapped by the
dlffl(‘llh} of geitting water. All «f
the wells and tanks in . the vicinity
failed within an hour of the starting
of the fire and water had to be pump-
ed from®a great distance, giving 2
much reduced presgure. Two fire-
men, McClaus and Davis, were
caught by the section of a falling fire-
wall but escaped serious injury.
