THE MURDER OF PEACH
~ WAS A SORDID CRIME

If Roberison’s Confession is True
Okotoks Rancher Was Killed as
Means of Getting Possession of a
Band of Horscs.

High River, Dec. 5—If the allega-
tions of Robertson’s confession are
true. the.murder of Tucker Peach. is
one of the worst of crimes in the an-
nals of police history in these parts.
Like hundreds of other hard-working
settlers in the northwest, Peach -en-
dured untold hardships in his eafly
days. He showed the utmost of con-
fiding good-will to his neighbors and
was dlways willing to lend a hand (o
help them out of their difficulties. He
was, particularly good in this respoct
to the man Fisk whom Robertson has
accused of being hig partner in
bringing about the death of the un-
fortunate Mr. Peach.’ ’ {

Whoever sent Peach to his end
cculd have been actuated by no other
object than to take possession of -the
few ' head of horses, land and mouey
that the old man had so industriously
worked for. |

As the outcome of the statement
or the part of Thomas Mitchell Rob-
ertson, made to Inspector Duffus, R.
N.W.M.P., at Okotbks, on Tuesday
Iast, Robertson™ and & young” farmer
named John Fisk, well known at
High River and the country surround-'
ing Gladys, weére dccused by the ver-
dict of the coroner’s jury of shooting
, Tucker Peach, a rancher well on in
life, who lived on section 7-21-27, west!
of the fourth meridian, and who myvs-
teriously disappeared the ‘end of May
last. {

The sordid tragedy was brbught 1o
light as thé result of investigations by,
the police concerning the head of a
jmian found at Dunbow a few weoks
ago, which head, it was discovered,
belonged to the trunk of a.body found
in the Bow river mear Dunbow, in
June last, and which was buried as
the remains of an unknown.

The head was identified as that of
Tucker Peach, who, after twenty-five
years of residence on the same ranch,
suddenly disappeared, and it was rum-
ored, had sold out gnd gone back to

Mr. Peach, who was more familiarly
krnown as Mr. Tucker, was a man get-
ting ‘on for sixXty years of age. He
was a bachelor of somewhat eccentric
habits, and lived alone in ga little
shack. He worked hard, minded his
own business, but was always willing
to- be of assistance to ‘his neighbors.
He was connected with an aristocratic
Englisffamily, but of late years nhad
dropped correspondence with thewm,
and was practically alone in the
world.

According to the storv of Robert-
sen, who is a Scitchman of 25 years,
he met Mr, Peach in -Calgary early
last spring, and the two considered a

He got the money from the Bank
of Montreal, and was paid partly in
gold and partly in bills. {

He had been out to the ranch t®o
or three times since he pyrchased it,
and in September last, put His cousin,
Ernest Davies, in charge of it.

Robertson seid that he had a type-
written contract for the land and a
bill of sale for the horses. There were
ne lawyers concerned in making the
deal and no affidavits were taken. He'
bad put the contract and a letter that
he had received from Tucker Peach
from SHrewsbuty, England, in his
grip wheén leaving Medicine Hat on
Friday last, but must hdave lost thein
in Maeleod, when he was drinking.

After having said this much, Rob-
ertson seems to have got tangled in
some of his statements, and then he
staggered the coroner by making on
open coufession that he had deliber-
ately murdered the man, dnd in the
commission of the crime, that he was
assisted by Jack Tisk, a neighbor of
Mr. ‘Peach. .

A statement, “which he signed, was
to the effect that on the morning of
the funeral of the late King. Edward
the VII. in May last, Robertson and
Fisk went to the sghack of Tucker
Peach, roused him out of bed, shot
and killed him. They then draggead

Jaek Fisk, who has been ranching
in the same neighborhood as Tucker
Peach for nearly ten years, is a pow-
erfully built man of about 35 years
of age. He is a teetotaller and non-
smoker. Up. till Tecently He farmed.on
a moderate scale, owned a fair sized
buneh of horses: and ‘. controlled a
steam thTeshing outfit. . He also fiilled
in his spare time by acting .as agent
for various Calgary firms and so vis-
ited the farm houses for many miles
around. - To all appearances he
doing well.

Since’ June last he has been:run-
ning a livery barn at Carbon. For
some time prior to the disappearance
of Peach, Fisk had told his neighbors
intention to leave the district
ana going north, so that no one con-
nected lLis departure in any way with
the disappearance of  his neighbor,

The police arrived at Carbon on
‘Wednesday morning. and interviewed
Fisk just as he was opening his livery
business for the day. When arrested
Fisk denied all knowledge of the
crime and on his way to Calgary wi:h
the police offlicers sustained a stolid
silence. - When Robertson heard that
kis alleged confederate had hogn
taken into custody he was highly
pleased.
