Make Narrow Escape for

BROOKLYN, May 4,-Dr. Talmage preached 
to-day on "Narrow Escapes," taking as his text 
Job. xix., 20: 'I am escaped with the skin of 
my teeth.” Following is his sermon in full:

Job had it hard. What with boils end be­
reavements and bankruptcy, and a fool of a 
wife, he wished he was dead; and I do not 
blame him. His flesh was gone and his bones 
were dry. His teeth wasted away until nothing 
but the enamel seemed left. He cries out, I 
am escaped with the skin of my teeth. There 
has been some difference of opinion about 
this passage. St. Jerome and Schultens, and 
Doctors Goode and Poole and Barnes, have 
all tried their forceps on Jobs teeth. You 
deny my interpretation, and say, “What 
did Job know about the enamel of the teeth: 
He knew everything about it. Dentai 
surgery is almost as old as the earth. The 
mummies of Egypt, thousands of years old, are 
found to-day with gold filling in their teeth. 
Ovid and Horace and Solomonand Moses W rote 
other Provokim corplaints. Job, 1 think, has 
added an exasperating toothache, and putting 
his hand against the inflamed face, be says: 
"I am escaped with the skin of my teeth. A 
very narrow escape, you say, for Job's body 
and soul; but there arc thousands of men who 
make just as narrow escape for their soul. 
There was a time when the partition between 
them and ruin was not thicker than a tooths 
enamel: but as Job finally escaped, so have 
they. Thank God! thank God! Paulex' 
presses the same idea by a different figure 
when he says that some people are

"SAVED AS BY FIRE.’
A vessel at sea is in flames. You go to the 
vessel. The boats have shoved off. The 
flames advance; you can endure the heat no 
longer on your face. You slide down on the 
side of the vessel, and hold on with your 
lingers. until the forked tongue of the fire 
begins to lick the back of your hand, and you 
feel that you must fall, when one of the life­
boats comes back, and the passengers say they 
think they have room for one more. The boat 
swings under you—you drop into it—you are 
saved. So some men are pursued by tempta­
tion until they are partially consumed, but. 
after all, get off— "saved as by fire. 1 
like the figure of Job a little better than that 
of Paul, because the pulpit has not worn it out; 
and I want to show you, if God will help, that 
some men make narrow escape for their souls, 
and arc saved as “with the skin of their teeth.

It is as easy for some people to look to the Cross 
as for you to look to this pulpit. Mild, gentle, 
tractable, loving, you expect them to become 
Christians. You go over to the store and say 

■ "Grandon joined the church yesterday." Your 
ibusiness comrades say. "That is just what 
Imight have been expected; he always was of 
1that turn of mind." In youth, this person 

whom I describe was always good. He never 
broke things. He never laughed when it was 
improper tolaugh. At 7 he could sit an hour 
in church, perfectly quiet, looking neither to 
the right hand nor to the left, but straight into 
the eyes of the minister, as though he under 
stood the discussion about the eternal decrees. 
He never upset things nor lost them. He float­
ed into the kingdom of God Si gradually that 
it is uncertain just when the matter was de 
cided. Here is another one. who started into 
life with an uncontrollable spirit. He 
kept the nursery in an uproar. His 
mother found him walking on the edge of 
the house-roof to see if he could balance him- 
self There was no horse that he dared not 
climb. His boyhood was a long series of pre­
dicaments: his manhood was reckless: his mid- 
life very wayward. But now he is converted, 
and you go over to the store, and say, Ark- 
wright joined the church yesterday. Tour 
friends sav. "It is not possible! You must be 
joking." You say: "No; I tell you the truth. 
He joined the church." Then they reply. 
"There is hope for any of us if old Arkwright 
has become a Christian!” In other words, we 
will admit that it is more difficult for some men 
to accept the Gospel than for others. Some of 
you, in coming to God, will have to

RUN AGAINST SKEPTICAL NOTIONS. : 
It is useless for people to say sharp and cutting 
things to those who reject the Christian relig­
ion. I cannot say such things. By what pro­
cess of temptation or trial or betrayal you 
have come to your present state 1 know 
not. There arc two gates to your nature: 
the gate of the head and the gate of 
the heart. The gate of your head is 
locked with bolts and bars that an arch­
angel could not break, but the gate of your 
heart swings easily on its hings. If I assaulted 
your body with weapons, you would meet me 
with weapons, and it would be sword-stroke 
for sword-stroke, and wound for wound, and 
blood for blood: but if I come and knock at the 
door of your house, you open it, and give me 
the best seat in your parlor. If I should come 
at you now with an argument, you would 
answer me with an argument: if with sarcasm, 
you would answer me with sarcasm; blow for 
plow, stroke for stroke; but when I come ana 
knock at the door of your heart, you open it 
and say: "Core in. my brother, and tell me 
all you know about Christ and heaven."

Municipal Act: "No person shall be qualified 
to be elected" an alderman " of any munici- 
pality unless such person has * ' a freehold 
or leasehold rated in his own name (or in 
the name of his wife) on the last revised as- 
sessment roll of the municipality to at least the 
value following over and above all charges, 
liens and encumbrances affecting the same. 
"In cities, freehold to $1,000 or leasehold to 
$2,000." I need not quote the remainder of this 
section. You may read it for yourself. You 
will observe the word “municipality” is used 
twice. The first time it undoubtedly means 
the city of London, and 1 am of opinion that it 
means the city of London the second time it is 
used in the 73rd section. Therefore, the quali- 
fication must necessarily be upon the last re­
vised assessment roll of the city of London.

2. This is answered by the 84th section of the 
Municipal Act: "Where any territory is added 
for municipal purposes to any city * * and an 
election takes place before voters’ lists - * are 
made out for such enlarged city * then all 
persons who would have been qua ified 
as electors in such territory if the same 
had remained separate from the city ; 
shall be entitled to vote in the city 
at such election.” Both of these sections 
arc by the special act made applicable to 
Ward No. 6.
